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The sitting of the Senate was resumed. 5:40 p.m.

The Honourable the Speaker having put the question whether the Senate do
now adjourn during pleasure, it was—
Resolved in the affirmative.

After awhile, the Honourable Wilfred Judson, Puisne Judge of the Supreme
Court of Canada, in his capacity as Deputy of His Excellency the Governor
General, having come and being seated at the foot of the Throne—

The Honourable the Speaker commanded the Gentleman Usher of the
Black Rod to proceed to the House of Commons and acquaint that House that: —

“It is the desire of the Honourable the Deputy of His Excellency the
Governor General that they attend him immediately in the Senate Chamber”.

The House of Commons being come,

The Clerk Assistant read the titles of the Bills to be assented to, as
follows: —

An Act to amend the Atlantic Development Board Act.
An Act to amend the Customs Tariff.

An Act to authorize the Construction and Maintenance of a Bridge and
Tunnel across the St. Lawrence River at the Boucherville Islands, in the Prov-
ince of Quebec.

An Act respecting Ukrainian National Federation of Canada.
An Act respecting The Board of Trade of Metropolitan Toronto.
An Act to incorporate Kinross Mortgage Corporation.

An Act to amend the Judges Act and the Criminal Code.

To these Bills the Royal Assent was pronounced by the Clerk of the Senate
in the following words:—

“In Her Majesty’s name, the Honourable the Deputy of His Excellency the
Governor General doth assent to these Bills”.

The Commons withdrew.

After which the Honourable the Deputy of His Excellency the Governor
General was pleased to retire.

The sitting of the Senate was resumed.

The honourable Senator Vaillancourt moved, seconded by the Honourable
Senator Hugessen—

That the Senate do now adjourn.

The question being put on the motion, it was—
Resolved in the affirmative.
