Northwest receipts were
486 cars, agalnst 699 cars last year. The
Cincinnati Price Current says: “ No occa-
sion for important change in crop ‘ealcula-
tlons. Moisture delaying ripening of por-
tion of corn belt. Bulk of crop now or soon
will be secure from frost. Indications of
yleld fully malutained. Wheat situation
unchanged. Falr amounts offering at In-
terior points.”

Corn—On brilliant weather and The Price
Qurrent report that a few days more
would put the whole crop out of danger
corn was weak all day and made another
low record, SeFtember selling at the lowest
point in its history, 203¢c. Local receipts
were not large, but there was an absence
of any cash demand.

This was low point, and during
the balance of the sesslon the whole Ilist
was steady and showed an undertone of
strength. There was not much business,
but traders seemed to be under the im-
greu!on that provisions are low enough.
