the following motion:

"The Chamber of Deputies, on the oc­
casion of the arrival of the President of 
the Transvaal In France, la happy to ad­
dress to him a sincere expression of its re­
spectful sympathy.’’

Many private 
carriages were waiting outside the football 
grounds, and they were pressed Into ser­
vice to take away the wounded.

Will Leave for Germany.
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............ *o Dewet Had 2500 Men, While the Garrison Was Composed of 400 

Regulars—General Knox Pursued the Enemy and Further 
Fighting Took Pface—Reports are Confusing.

London, Nov. 29.—Lord Roberts cables 
from Johannesburg, under date of Wednes­
day, Not. 28:

"The Dewetsdorp garrison of two 
of the 68th Field Battery, with detachments 
of the Gloucestershire Regiment, the High­
land Light Infantry and Irish Rifles, 400 
In all, surrendered at 6.30 p.m* Nor. 23.
Our losses were 16 men killed and 42 
wounded. Including Major H. J. Anson and 
Captain Dlgby. The enemy Is said to be 
2600 strong. Fourteen hundred 
despatched from Bdenbnrg to relieve 
Dewetsdorp, but they did not succeed In 
reaching there in time. Knox Joined this 
force and found Dewetsdorp evacuated ; 76 
sick and wounded had been left 
Knox pursued and la reported to have sue 
cessfully engaged Steyn and Dewet 
Vaalhenk, Nov. 27, They retired west and 
southwest. Knox's messenger failed to get 
thru, so I have no details."

The Boers retreated, 
abandoning a portion of the loot and » 
large number of horses Former President 
Steyn and Gen. Dawet were In close prox­
imity to the scene of the fighting, but they 
eluded the British.

The Boera were ao tenacious that Col. 
Pilcher’s men actually reached a position 
within 30 yards of them, where revolve! 
shots were exchanged.

The Boera shelled the British with IS* 
pounders, captured at Dewetsdorp.

Ex-President Steyn and General Dewet, 
who were breakfasting at a farm near by, 
rode off to the westward, leaving the Bri­
tish front clear.

The British casualties were one mas 
killed and six men wounded. Several Boera 
who had been wounded were found by the 
British; Steyn and Dewet have since been 
reported to be encamped to the westward;

The crowd was gathered upon the roof 
of the building, directly over the furnaces 
of the Glass Works. When the roof col­
lapsed the occupants were precipitated 
upon the heated top and rolled off. Fully 
40 were seriously injured. Seven off the 
dead are boys, ranging in age. from 10 to 
15 years. They were found lying In a row, 
and many of them were badly mangled.

Slowly Roasted to Death.

The Identified Dead.

One unidentified body, that of a boy, was 
also found. So far as known this list 
comprises all the dead, as the first re­
ports were exaggerated.

It is reported that one man, Joseph Gum- 
per, fell into the furnace, and his body was 
incinerated. There were 200 people on the 
roof when It fell, and of these 54 went 
thru.

The manager of the glass works realised 
the danger before the accident occurred and 
had sent for the police to compel the crowd 
to leave. Just as a squad of officers arriv­
ed the roof went down.

London, Nov. 29.—A News despatch from 
Johannesburg, undated, of the 25th, 
that Gen. Delarey, with a command of 800 
men, attacked Gen. Clements on Friday, 
northwest of Krugeradorp. 
brought a gun Into position on the hills dur­
ing the night and began shelling the British 
camp at 3 o'clock in the morning. After an 
hour’s firing the British guns silenced the 
single one used by the Boera

Severe Fighting.
Severe fighting followed, In which the 

Boera suffered heavily. The British burled 
28 burghers and took 20 prisoners. Delarey 
found himself in a difficult position and 
asked for an armistice for 24 hours. This 
Gen. Clements agreed to, hot at 3 o'clock 
on Saturday afternoon the Boers resumed 
firing. It Is reported Delarey la surround­
ed and It la Impossible for hits to escape.

Despatch From Lord Roberts.
Lord Roberts cables the War Office from 

Johannesburg Nor. 28, that Ool. Plumer 
drove 600 Boers from Dewagen DriTt, kill­
ing three, on Nor. 23.

Subsequently Col Yorck sent a col­
umn of cavalry after the Chinese, and It 
was officially reported that in the fighting 
that ensued 30 Chinese were killed, while 
not a single German was hurt. The facts 
in the cage are that the Imperial troops, in 
obedience to the orders not to interfere 
with the foreigners, were fleeing to 
Shanghai to avoid them when the cavalry 
attacked them in the rear and killed 30 
of them before they could make their es- 
cape.
