25cOttawa, May 3.—(Special.)—In draft­
ing his new militia bill Sir Frederick 
Borden had hoped to follow the prin­
ciple of the British army reform mea­
sure by which the position of com­
mander-in-chief Is abolished, and the 
army is placed under the control of 
an army council with the minister in 
the chair. The bill accordingly pro­
vided for the appointment of an office 
“charged with the military commander 
inspector of the militia.”

Sir Frederick ascertained, however, 
by the appointment of such an officer, 
the power of the minister would be 
exhausted, and In the case of a rebel­
lion, for Instance,' the inspector would 
have to take command, leaving the 
force without an,inspector. He, there­
fore, proposés1 ib" take powers inder 
the new bill to appoint an officer Com­
manding and an Inspector, If found 
advisable, so that there will be two 
clauses instead of \ one, dealing with 
the command on inspection.

By the first the minister will be 
empowered to appoint an officer not 
below the rank of colonel In the militia 
or British regular army, who, under 
regulations and subject to the minis­
ter’s direction, may be charged with 
the military command of the militia, 
such officer 
major-general of the militia and be 
paid a rate not exceeding $6000 per 
year.

By the second clause the minister is 
empowered to appoint an Inspector of 
the militia at the same maximum rate 
of pay, and of the same military rank, 
except that the inspector of the 
militia does not take rank as major- 
general.
