London, July 28.—About two o'clock
this morning Caltra, near Ballinasloe,
Ireland, wag visited by police and mili-
tary, who wrecked many houses in
the town, including the Sinn Fein
Hall, which was burned to ‘cries of
“Up Tuam,” according to a message
trom the Press Assoclation's corre-
spondent in Ballinasloe today.

The slogan, “Up Tuam."” evidently
refers to Sunday night's incident
when Tuam was sacked, the sacking
being charged against the police as a
veprisal for the murder of two con-
stables by the mob.

Detroit, July 23.—Canadian visitors
to the Tidewater Congreéss, in session
here today, passed a resolution pledg-
ing their efforts to obtain support of
the Canadian government in the pro-
ject for a deep water ship canal from
the lakes to the Atlantic,

0. E. Fleming, Windsor, Ont., presi-
dent of the Canadian Deep Waterways
Association. Mayor Thomas Charch, of
Toronto, and others, declared the
water route would cement more firmly
the friendship between the Dominion
and the United States.

Charles Kvans KFowler, New York,
representing the American Soclety of
Civil Kngineers, told the congress to-
night that construction of a Great
Lakes-St. Lawrence waterway was
certain tu be undertaken seriously, He
declared that upward of tifty million
people on the North American conti-
neht, who heretofore had regarded
ocean commerce as of Jittle personal
concern, would find their lives linked
with the sea, ;

“With completion of the proposed
waterway, Toronto, Buffalo, Cleveland,
Toledo, Detroit, Windsor. Chicago,
Milwaukee, Duluth and other lake
cities will become ocean ports, and the
vast areas of thelr\hinterlands will be
territory from which to draw directly
for ocean commerce.”’ Mr, Fowler said.

Handle Traffic Cheaply.

The speaker emphasizéd the need of
studying shipping find port conditions
on the part of all those affected, and
reviewed at length development of
world ports during recent years, more
especially during-and since the war,

Speaking of international and lake
ports, he'said: “Creat Lakes cities are
well situated to handle an immense
volume of ocean commerce in perhaps
the most economical manner of any

2 e

region in the world, The chief reason
for this is the fact that shipping men
have been thoroly schooled in the
handling of immense tonnage of car-
goes, as well as large amounts of coal,
wheat and lumber,

“The Great Lakes cities of Buffalo,
Cleveland, Chicago, Detroit, Toledo,
Milwaukee and Duluth have planned
extensive ship terminals, and much of
lthe constryction has been completed.
| These cities and a great number of
others are in a position to have exten-
slve ocean terminals completed and
ready for operation at the opening of
the ship canal for ocean business.”

Others who spoke in favor of the
waterways project were Governor
Witliam L. Harding of Iowa; Harry
H. Merrick, Chicago, president of the
Mississippi Valley Association; A, P.
Nelson,  congressman from Wisconsin;
Governor Sleeper, Michigan, and C. C.
West, shipbuilder of Manitowoc.

Must Look Ahesd.

Mr. Fowler said the Montreal Har-
| bor Commission had stated plainly the
reasons for need of port development
and that such developments should be
carried out by any city desiring to
become a factor in handling water
commerce,

“The ports that are doing the bl}-
gest business, and doing- it most effl-
clently, are those that have kept thoir
facilities ahead ofg actual require-
ments,” he sald,
