Berlin Writer Says There Will be 
no Change

Germans Suffer Severe Losses in Ad­
vance—A Swing South at Libau Taken 
to Mean Attempt to Cut Communica­
tions of Warsaw Army Washington, July 2*—With the publi­

cation of the note warning Germany 
that any repetition of acts by her sub­
marine commanders in violation of Airi» 
erican rights would be regarded as “de­
liberately unfriendly” the United States 
government awaited further develop­
ments.

The note does not necessarily call for 
a reply. It leaves the way open, how­
ever, for an answer from Germany dis­
avowing the sinking of the Lusitani^i 
and offering reparation, submitting as­
surances as to the future actions of her 
naval officers and even asking directly 
for mediation by the United States be­
tween the German and British govern­
ments on the general subject of war­
fare on the sea.

The use of the phrase “deliberately 
unfriendly’ ’is viewed here as express­
ing the final word of the United States 
government regarding Germany’s sub­
marine warfare. The United States does 
not abate In any respect, but rather 
more strongly insists upon the demand, 
made in previous notes, that Germany 
acquiesce in its views that the rulqg of 
international law and humanity be 
obeyed in her naval warfare.

The United States government cannot 
believe, the note says that “the imper­
ial government will longer refrain from 
disavowing the wanton acts of its 
naval commanders in sinking the Lusi­
tania,” and making reparation for the 
lives of Americans lost in that disaster. 
It announces that the government will 
continue to contend for the freedom of 
the seas “from whatever quarter vio­
lated without compromise and at any 
cost.”

The note also invites the practical co­
operation of the German government, in 
an effort to bring about the freedom of 
the seas, declares that the American gov­
ernment cannot discuss actions of Great 
Britain and that it regards as irrelev­
ant, in the present negotiations, the con­
duct of other belligerents; points out 
that recent events have clearly indicated 
that it is “possible and practicable" to 
conduct “submarine operations” in sub­
stantial accord with the accepted prac­
tices of regulated warfare, and rejects 
Germany’s proposal “that certain vessels 
be designated and agreed upon which 
shall be free on the seas now illegally 
prescribed.”

“All three of the Austro-German advances toward Warsaw are suffering 
heavy losses in the south. Field Marshal Von Mackensen again has been com­
pelled to dhange his front. He is now directing his main move near Travniki, 
twenty miles west of Cholm. Every stop costs him dear. He has found it 
necessary to excerdse extreme caution and literally is feelipg his way in the 
hope of finding 4 weak spot where he may be able to find the Russians unpre- 
Pared. ,

“In the north, on the Narew, severe casualties have been inflicted on the 
Germans. In Central Poland, the Russian line from Blonie, about twelve 
to sixteen miles in front of Warsaw, to Ivangorod is very strong.”

A message to the Daily Telegraph from Petrograd says:
“During the last twenty four hours the situation on the whole has improv­

ed somewhat. The chief blow is still directed against the Lublin Cholm Rail­
way, and its approach to Traviniid the Austro-Germans have come very 
close to this line, almost exactly midway between the towns named. However, 
even if they should succeed in breaking through here, apparently they still have 
a tough job in tiie tine Ivangorod-Brest- Litovsk before they can hope to compel 
the Russians to surrender Warsaw.

London, July 24—A Petrograd despatch to the Telegrlfrh says “A private 
message from Riga reports that Germans have landed an entire army corps near 
Libau. The German» seemed at first to be aiming at Riga, but a sudden 
swing toward the south on this flank, confirms the belief that their real ob­
ject is to cut the communications of the Warsaw army, which are protected by 
cavalry and other fight troop*.

ITALY IN THE
WAR TWO MONTHS

Compensation For U. S. Citizens 
For Property Requisitioned in 
Belgium

Hundred Above Zero WhereSome 
•tAre Fighting; is Below Freezing

Rome, July 24—Two months ago yes­
terday, Italy declared war upon Austria. 
People wearing mourning already may 

■ be seen in considerable numbers, esped- 
ally in the larger towns, but no com­
plaints are heard because of the deaths 
of loved ones, at the front.

Fighting still is fiercest against the 
redoubtable Austrian fortifications in the 

^narshy land at the mouth of the Is- 
orfzo river, where the temperature reg­
isters more than 100 degrees Fahren­
heit. The operations here, where the 
guns are served by artillery men strip­
ped to the waist, are in marked contrast 
to those on the highest peaks of the Alps 
10,000 feet above the sea, where the 
temperature at night is ten degrees be­
low the freezing point and soldiers sleep 
wrapped in fur-lined bags, while scouts 
tilt about on sldis.

An Italian cabinet yesterday was de­
voted to a discussion of the relations 
between Italy and Turkey.

Washington, July 24—Official in­
structions to Americans who desire to 
present against Germany daims grow­
ing out of its requisition of property in 
Belgium, Northern France and Poland 
have been sent out by the state depart­
ment. Millions of doilers’ worth of 
property are understood to be affected.

The United States has been officially 
advised of the German government’s 
creation of the “Imperial Indemnity 
Commission” to consider claims for com­
pensation for property requisitioned in 
enemy ’ territory occupied by German 
military forces-

Numerous claims have already been 
presented and pressed for action by the 
department. They include a variety of 
articles of considerable value, but of a 
luxurious character, sdzed by the Ger­
mans in Belgium on the pretext of being 
needed for the army of occupation and 
then shipped back to Germany.

The department does not accept in 
principle the taking of property that does 
not come under the head of necessity.

Claims of Americans are being filed by 
Ambassador Gerard with the German 
Foreign Office for presentation to the 
commission.

Times Man Spends Some Days in the Great

government is taking in supplying ma­
chine guns to the overseas forces and the 
desirability of gifts of this kind, Mayor 
Frink yesterday addressed a telegram 
to the acting minister of militia in Ot­
tawa asking whether the guns were ac­
ceptable. This morning he received the 
following answer:—

“Government will gratefully accept 
gift of machine gun. Lewis machine 
gun only one available. Money should 
be forwarded to militia and defencè de- 
pa rement, who will arrange purchase oi 
gun and credit donor with the gift.”

Otty and Ganong, and one 
with more than a dozen officers in the 
mess tent, it may be observed that the 
experience was as delightful as it was 
novel to the newspaper man, whose fears 
of taking cold while sleeping in a tent 
proved entirely groundless, and who 
found rising at 6.80 a. m. entirely to his 
liking in the healthful atmosphere of 
Valcartier.

Leonard Lyons and John Howarth, 
cooks for the officers’ mess, will also 
testify that his appetite was not injur­
iously effected by the night air, or that 
of the day. There is something in the 
air of this great military encampment 
and in the spirit of the men who go 
joyously to their tasks, and are so man­
ifestly care,free and happy in their work 
and in their leisure, that stirs the visitor 
out of his normal mood and gives him 
a genuine inspiration.

Leaving St. John in the evening, by 
the Intercolonial Railway, the traveler 
arrives in Levis a little after noon, 
crosses in the ferry to the Quebec side, 
and, either by a short walk or by street 
car, arrives quickly at the Canadian 
Northern station and takes the train for 
Valcartier.

GERMANS HAVE AUTOMATIC
SHELL-FEEDING SYSTEM

Rotterdam, July 24—The Germans 
have now developed an automatic shell- 
feeding system for eight and seventeen- 
inch guns. An endless chain on the prin­
ciple of a moving staircase carries the 
shells to the guns through an under­
ground passage from the ammunition de­
pot some distance in the rear.

Once the range is found the gun is 
loaded and fired automatically, control 
being exercised by officers from an ar­
mored observation posts. Rapidity of fire 
and increased accuracy are claimed for 
the new device which also embraces a 
novel use of the periscope for aiming 
purposes.
