A hero of the sea, Capt. A. L.
Greenlaw, aged 38, died at the Saint
John Infirmary early this morning, fol-
lowing a short illness from pneumonia.
He was taken ill only on last Satur-
day and removed to the Infirmary that
evening. - While his condition was criti-
cal yesterday he appeared quite bright
last evening and friends were shocked
today to learn of his death.

CAPTAIN OF “EAGLE.”
‘Captain Greenlaw had been employ-
ed with the Saint John Drydock and
buﬂdlat Company captain’ of
its tug Ocean Eule which boat he
brought out from England at the time
of its purchase by the company in
1928. He went with the company in
1019 and was very highly thought of
by the officers. He spent some -time
for the company at the ports of Canso
and Halifax and while at the former
place married Miss Florence Main,
whose home is there. There are no
children surviving.
The etpuln was a native of Deer
Island, N. B, and went to sea at the
age of 12. He started his' career in’
sardine boats.

TOUR OF WALES IS
KEENLY ENJOYED

Sergt. Major E. J. Simon Gives
Delightful Lecture at Fair-
ville United Church -

The young people of the Fairville
United Church and their friends were
favored last night with an interesting
lecture by Sergt. Major E. J. Simon
on Wales, his native country.

Slides of this land, famous for beauty
and tradition, were shown, depicting
the beautiful country along the shores
of Cardigan Bay and Major Simon, at
many points emphasized the heritage
which Wales has given to the Empire
and the World. It was through the
earnest desire of a - Welsh- waman—
Mary Jones—to obtain a Bible for her-
self, which later suggested the forma-
tion of the British and Foreign Bible
Society. From this country came Lloyd
George, who had proved one of the
Empire builders—here, too, were scenes
which inspired the great poets, Words-
worth and Shelley.

Gre&t possibilities for summer resorts
were 8early evident in almost all the
scenes—places enjoyable, not only for
their beauty, but the historic connec-
tion of the surrounding country. The
ancient Castles of Criccieth, Harlech,
and Aberystwyth were shown and
stories connected with each related. The
famous-song “Men of Harlech,” as ‘well
as the Welsh National Anthem “Hen
Wilad fy Nhadau,” were sung in Welsh,
“Jesus Lover of My Soul” was also
sung to the old Welsh' hymn tune,
“Aberystwyth.” The Legend of the
“Bells of Aberdovey” was told and the
music played by Miss A. McCol
very effectively bringing out the slfi:it
of the legend.

Castles which were scenes of con-
quest of the country by Edward I,
strongholds of the Welsh in the Wars
of the Roses, were shown on the screen.
The lecturer explained the language of
Wales and the endeavors of the people
ito preserve it.

Bits of Welsh history and tradition
were of great interest, especially of the
Druids, the formation of the Mountain
of Criccieth, the first Prince of Wales,
and an account of the royal national
Eisteddfod, also the ceremony of the
Gorsedd and the chairing of the chief
bard of the year.
