After having already spent two weeks 
in jail for not answering the questions 
put to him by the court while he was 
in the witness box, Thomas Spellman 
was again sent to jail for seven days by 
Magistrate Ritchie this morning and the 
case against Cornelius McHugh, charg­
ed with having sold liquor to Spellman, 

I a minor, will come up again on next Sat­
urday morning. Spellman was brought 
up from jail this morning and on being 
asked if he had ever been in McHugh’s 
bar room, he refused to answer os on 
the two previous Saturdays when the 
case came up.

Lome M. Gordon, arrested last even­
ing when.he refused to give his name to 
Sergeant Finley who warned him that 
he could not work In the city without a 
license said that he had come to St. John 
from the United States, and that the rea­
son he, would not give Sergeant Finley 
any satisfaction was because he did not 
ifltend to stay in the city for any length 
of time. He said he worked for the Met­
calf Company and was trying to save 
enough money to get out of the dty. 
He said he had a wife and child living 
on the West Side but that hts wrlfe was 
ill. The magistrate told him that he was 
supposed to pay a working license and 
that the fine for not paying it was $16. 
He was told to go to the chamberlain’s 
office to see what arrangements he could 
make.

Mr. and Mrs. Patrick Joyce, of Mill 
street, Fairviile, are very much agitated 
over tiw disappearance of their son, 
Samuel Joyce, aged seventeen, who has 
been missing from home for about a 
week. He has not been seen since Sun­
day last, when he left home after hav­
ing had "his supper. Inquiries have been 
made, but to no avail—there seems to 
be no person who can tell of having seen 
him. since Sul day evening.

Young Joyce had been working in the 
T. S. Simms Co’s plant In Fairville, and 
had been considered steady and reliable. 
His parents and his friends are unable 
to understand his disappearance. He is 
described as being about five feet, six 
inches in height, slight, with dark hair 
and was wearing dark clothes.
