One cup of sugar, 1-2 cup butter, 12
cup of milk, 1 egg and white of two
others, 1 1-2 cups flour, 1 1-2 teaspoons |
baking powder, 1 teaspoon lemon. Cream
butter and sugar, then add the eggs, well
beaten, after the milk.

Icing—Yolks of 2 eggs beaten quite
stiff with powdered sugar. Flavor with
vanila.

OATMEAL COOKIES.

Creain together 1 cup of sugar and 1
tablespoonful of butter. Add 2 well-beat-
en eggs and a little salt. Then add 1
heaping teaspoon of baking powder and
3 12 cups of rolled oats. Drop in pan
with a teaspoon.

RICE PUDDING.

Mix one quarter pound of rice flour with
a little cold water. Pour it intp a pint of
boiling milk and sweeten to taste..Gently
boil until it thickens, stirring all the time.
Then add one teaspoonful each of vanilla
and cinnamon extract. Put in a mold un-
til cold, or serve hot if desired. Serve
on a glass dish and ornament the pudding
with strawberry or raspberry preserves.
