Donald McKay. Harry Stevens and 
Mrs. Cowgill are detained by the 
police pending an investigation.

The first news of the tragedy w&g, re­
ceived by the chief of police about 
o’clock yesterday afternoon. J. Lines. 
and T. Jelf, who were painting a build­
ing near the scene of the tragedy, no­
ticed that the rear door of the cottage 
had been broken in and that blood had 
been spilled around it. In response to 
their telephone message the chief with 
a number of officers visited the scene.

That a crime had been committed 
was apparent. Iii the hand of the dead 
man, who, clothed in his night robes 
was discovered lying in the hall, was a 
stout club with wJiich he had evidently 
defended himself. The walls of the lit­
tle two-roomed cottage were spattered 
with blood, lamp upset and broken 
crockery strewed the floor, while over­
turned chairs and tables showed that 
the struggle had been a severe one.

The police learned that McKay and 
the woman had been seen to enter the 
cottage at 7 o’clock the previous even­
ing. Later they visited a saloon in the 
neighborhood. The theory of the offi­
cials is that the woman entered the 
house as related in her story. She evi­
dently stayed with the old man foi 
some time. Stevens called and went 
out# and McKay, who has been inti­
mate with the woman for two or three 
years past, filled with wrine and con­
sumed with jealousy, endeavored to 
effect an entrance, and succeeded by 
breaking in the back door. It is known 
that the woman had made her abode 
with the dead man at irregular inter­
vals for some time past.

The place has been the rendezvoui 
for a number of cronies who have had 
various drunken carousals there. On 
several occasions the woman has been 
seen running around the yard flour­
ishing a knife in her hand. On one oc­
casion very recently she was heard ta 
threaten that if the dead man did not 
permit her to enter she would break 
in the door. But on that occasion she 
was admitted without trouble.

McKay is said to have been jealous 
of her and the negro. In October he 
entered the cottage of the dead mar 
forcibly while drunk, and in conse­
quence served two months for disord­
erly conduct. What took place on the 
night in question is more or less of a 
mystery.

OTTAWA REUNION.

Natives of the Capital Will Gather There 
Next July.

The old flour and rice mills on Store 
street, which have been idle for a long 
time, and tvhich were originally secured 
to the city by municipal bonus, are 
shortly to hum with activity.

The machinery for the flour mill is 
standing as it was when work was dis­
continued some years since, and next 
fall, as soon as the season’s wheat can 
be obtained from the prairies, it will 
be started and continued in operation 
night and day. It is the policy of flour 
millers to keep their machinery contin­
ually in motion, and hence there will 
be no cessation of work from Monday 
mornings until Saturday night.

At present the sheds on the wharf 
will accommodate the grain preparatory 
to its being ground, but it. is anticipat­
ed that before long elevators will be 
erected to economically handle the 
wheat and Victoria will have at least 
one of the structures which mark the 
landscape from Winnipeg to Medicine 
Hat, and which bespeak the fertility 
of Canada’s plains.

The machinery for the rice mill Is 
now on the way, and it is said that 
the Mount Royal Milling and Manufac­
turing ccompany, of Montreal, who are 
behind the enterprise, will spend $50,000 
In machinery for cleaning and polish­
ing the rice which will be treated at 
the mill.

The capacity of the flour mill is two 
hundred barrels a day and the rice mill 
turns out ten tons of rice daily. The 
two mills will require for effective man­
ning. nearly fifty men. and as it is in­
tended to employ white labor almost 
exclusively, the re-opening of these 
mills are full of interest to the citizens 
generally.

The manager, Mr. McLaury, of the 
Montreal mills, is expected in Victoria 
within a week and immediately upon 
the arrival of the machinery it will be 
installed, and operations commenced 
forthwith.
