Uu Friday the North Pacific storm area 
became central in British Columbia and 
heavy rain continued along the coast from 
Man Francisco to tiic inland waters of the 
Straits and snow fell at Baikerville.

By Saturday the storm area had crossed 
the province and pa.si.ed into the Terri­
tories, becoming central in Assinibola; 
there was a general decrease In tempera­
ture along the coast, and frost occurred 
in California, while snow fell In the north­
ern plateau district.

A high barometer area then appeared on 
the Californian coast and moved Inland 
and northwu-rd to Vancouver Island; In 
this district a fall In temperature en­
sued and light snow fell on the adjacent 
Hooke hills. On Sunday the Pacific high 
nrea developed great intensity, bcuopiiug 
•central in Washington, fresh easterly winds 
prevailed on the Straits and the ruin fall 
was general on the American coast.

By Monday the pressure over the prov­
ince had again decreased over the 
ince In advance of another approa 
ocean storm area, aud though the barom­
eter continued to be high in the Pacific' 
states the weather conditions caused rain­
fall in the districts bordering on the 
StraJtN and the inland waters. The 
movement, however, of this storm caused 
a decrease of pressure In the high area 
in the adjacent states, and it began to 
give way and shifted to the southeast. On 
Monday the storm had centered in Cari­
boo and fresh westerly gales prevailed on 
the outer coast ami the waters of the 
Straits and Sound. On Tuesday the week 
closed with unsettled weather conditions, 
the pressure being low over the entire 
province and moderate to heavy rain fell 
in this district and on the lower Mainland. 
The precipitation during the week has 
been unusually heavy both here and at 
New Westminster.» In the upper Mainland 
plenty of snow, and good sleighing Is re­
ported iu many sections. In the North­
west low storm areas have prevailed since 
Friday; very little precipitation has oc­
curred and temperatures have greatly 
moderated.

At Victoria there were S hours and 30 
minutes of bright sunshine recorded; the 
highest temperature was 53.1 on the 
25th, and the lowest 33.3 on the 24th; rain, 
3.80 Inches.

At New Westminster highest tem 
ture 52 on the 25th; lowest 30 on 
and 28th; rain, 6.02 Inches.

Renfrew as a sample, there most be at 
least 70 or 80 pre-emption records, but 
a commission would have hard work to 
find a dozen settlers here now. And yet 
all these pre-emptions have log houses 
on them as part of the improvement 
work. The government have spent in 
the past upwards ; ef $10,000 on roads 
and trails, and many of these are now 
obliterated or unused. In fact in one In­
stance there is ,’a settler who lives 
twelve miles up the valley, 
comes out once in a year. He once had 
a trail, but he now comes out and m by 
aid of a compass. There were at one 
time six homesteads on this trail, but 
they have tong ago been vacated. In an­
other direction there is a trail, which 
six miles from the harbor has a mile of 
roadway equal to the streets of Victoria 
in the neighborhood of a certain settler’s 
abode, since vacated, but it takes four 
miles of wading to get to it. The only 
and solitary settler who sticks to his 
clearing lives beyond this, and when he 
wishes to visit civilization goes by canoe 
down the river. Why did not the others 
do the same?

The government of six years ago spent 
$2,600 in clearing a jam in the river, but 
for want of setting a watch to keep logs 
moving in the water it choked up again, 
and is now worse than ever. H. E. 
Newton, whose plucky work and deter­
mination have doue much for this place, 
cleared out a side slough at small cost, 
and has now git^en a good and safe ac­
cess round the jam for boats to ascend 
to the lake and river. Why did not the 
government do this? In addition and 
with the aid of the government, the 
Golden Eagle Mining Co. have built a 
good serviceable wharf at San Juan har­
bor, have carried a trail for ten miles 
up the Gordon river, and have bnilt a 
good mile of carriage road from the 
wharf to the post office and hotel.

Last year has seen the first lumbering 
camp established on the Gordon, with 
three logging engines and a large boom 
bnilt at the mdùth of the river. Five 
booms of fine spruce were taken ont this 
fall, and with the aid of the Griffiths’ 
booming chain, no booms are likely to 
be lost. Until this system was tried here 
no one coûld be tempted to try and put 
a camp on the West Coast of Vancouver 
Island. Now that large booms can be 
handled expeditiously and safely the 
American companies are keen on logging 
the West Coast.

Next spring will see three logging 
camps established about Port Renfrew. 
San .Tuan river will supply spruce, fir 
and cedar of first class quality, it is 
only in summer, however, that lumber­
ing and mining can be carried on, the 
rainfall, which amounts to about 100 
inches in six winter months, making out­
side work an impossibility. Bnt this
