As he site 
contemplating his game in silent satisfac­
tion an involuntary bath by falling over­
board while engaged in fighting millions 
of sanguinary mosquitoes and black flies, 
is positively refreshing. He has broiled 
salmon for breakfast, fried salmon for din­
ner and pickled salmon for supper till» in­
sensibly, he acquires all thej strength, 
agility and invincible determinations  ̂this 
noble fish, without any of the gullibility 
and lack of perception which leads him 
(the fish) to invest a bunch of feathers 
with all the attributes of life. There are 
sundry other delights which can always 
be counted on when any of the aforemen­
tioned amusements fail, such as extensive 
shoals which have to be waded till the feet 
of the fisherman are as limp and soft as a 
piece of boiled tripe. Then the white 
pebbles which line the bottom are so round

OAK BAY,
four miles below Cross Point, which is op­
posite to Campbellton. If the reader 
should hail from Kent or southern North­
umberland, and come this way he will 
here find an old acquaintance and,perhaps, 
friend in the person of Jas. D. SuWerby, 
Esq. In any ease he will be glad to know 
that the untiring industry and enterprise 
of this gentleman are winning him their 
usual reward. The firm is Sowerby and 
Farrar, the former attending to the run­
ning of the mill, while the latter superin­
tends all lumbering operations, a division 
of labour based on the eternal fitness of 
things. A drive of one hundred yards 
or so brings us from the main road to the 
mills, which occupy thenortheastem angle 
of the Bay. Before we enter let us take a 
look at the prospect and surrondings. We 
are standing in front of the house on the 
first elevation—a plateau rising abruptly 
about thirty feet above the Bay—with 
the mill some sixty feet to our left, its 
saddle tree almost on a level with our feet.
