WIRE W1RS ROPE SELVAGE.A Jesse James Hold Up.

A. M. McCoy of Horsecave, Ky., is 
famous throughout the Blue Grass State. 
For about twoscoro years he owned the 
stagecoach lines between Horsecave 
and Mammoth cave and Glasgow and 
Mammoth cave. He operated these lines 
all through the troublous times of the 
civil war. Of course he met with many 
harrowing experiences during the time, 
and which he likes to tell.

Probably no incident connected with 
his career is more thrilling than the 
hold up of one of his stages by Jesse 
James and three of his “pals” some 
time back in the seventies. This inci­
dent is described in one of the stories of 
that notorious highwayman. It occurred 
early one morning. When the stage was 
about half way between Horsecave and 
Mammoth cave, four men sprang out 
from the side of the road and ordered 
the driver to halt. One of the men 
caught the horses and the other three 
drew pistols and held them at the heads 
of the' driver and passengers. The driver 
of course did as ordered, and the men 
proceeded to search the passengers. Ev­
erything of value was taken.

One of the men robbed was « man 
named Roundtree, who was well known 
at that time. He had a valuable gold 
watch, which James confiscated for his 
own use. The timepiece was held very 
dear by Roundtree, as it had been pre­
sented him by ex-Goveruor Knott, who 
was at that time a young man. The no­
torious Jesse carried this watch during 
the rest of his life

І. Queer Fanerai Mistakes In Maine.
There have been some queer mistakes 

made of all kinds,- but this is one of 
the most unusual and undesirable, al­
though no real harm was done: A man, 
one time prominent in professional life 
of this city, died. He was a member of 
a certain society in this city, which 
sent representatives to the funeral. The 
members of the organization were noti­
fied of the death of their fellow mem­
ber by postal cards sent out by the sec­
retary. One of the cards was addressed 
to and delivered at the late residence of 
the dead member, inviting him to at­
tend his own obsequies.

A similar incident was, if anything, 
worse. A member of a secret society 
died and his fellows were notified of 
his death and the time and place of the 
funeral, as usual. A card was delivered 
at the address of the dead man, directed 
to him in his own handwriting. He 
had been the secretary of the organiza­
tion and had addressed sets* of postal 
cards to the members at his leisure. 
When a member died, a set of the ad­
dressed cords were sent to the printer, 
who printed the name of the deceased 
member on the back with the other 
matter used in the notice. So when the 
secretary died his assistant or successor 
sent a set of the cards to the printer, 
so that the dead man was sent one ad­
dressed by his own hand.—Portland 
Express.

II ‘ Meals In France.

The lYeuch are very temperate in 
food and drink, a cup of coffee with a 
piece of bread being considered quite 
sufficient until noon, when the dejeuner 
a la fourchette is served. This consists 
of a first course of eggs or macaroni, a 
second of one chop each or stew, and a 
third of fruit and cheese. Plenty of 
bread (always good in France) is eaten 
during the meal, but butter rarely, and 
a glass or two of wine diluted with wa­
ter, but never iced or sweetened, is 
drunk by each member of the family, 
including the children. Dinner, usually 
at 7 o’clock, is a little more elaborate 
meal, from which soup and a salad are 
seldom omitted, and black coffee is 
often served with cognao at the end. 
Owing to the fact that so much chicory 
is used French coffee is not much to the 
taste of Anglo-Saxons. I have never yet 
had what I call a cup of “good” coffee 
in France, whereas in Vienna and Mu­
nich it is simply delicious. Coffee be­
ing very dear in France (60 cents per 
pound for good quality) may account 
for the excessive use of chicory.—Whet 
to Eat.

Brave Aeta.
On Jubilee day, which commemorated 

the discovery of gold in California lu 
1849, a squad of Battery I of the regu­
lar army was firing a salute at Lime 
Point fort, near San Franoisco. One 
load—the charge was 60 pounds of pow­
der iuclosed in a woolen bag—did not 
go off, and the officer in command or­
dered it to be pulled out of the cannon.

The charge was withdrawn, and as 
it dropped to the ground it was seen 
that one corner of the woolen bag was 
du fire. In an instant the powder would 
have caught and the seven men with 
their officer would have been killed. 
Private John M. Jones jumped toward 
the smoldering bag, rolled it in the 
mud and with his bare hands plastered 
the singed edges with damp earth.

It was a quick, brave deed, and had 
the hero been a British soldier it would 
have brought him a Victoria cross to 
wear on hie breast.

During the sepoy war a young cap­
tain of artillery saw an ignited shell 
fall near his battery. Instantly he lift­
ed it up, carried it to a distance and 
flung it away. Just then it burst, shat­
tering his left forearm.

In the Crimean war Captain Peel 
of the royal navy, son of the former 
prime minister, Sir Robert Peel, com­
manded a naval battery in front of Se­
vastopol. One day a large shell, its fuse 
burning, fell into the battery near 
where Peel was standing. Picking it 
up, he carried it to the rampart and 
tossed it over. It exploded before it 
reached the ground.—Exchange.

An eolskin leather factory is situated 

in a quiet street in the neighborhood of 
London bridge. Here are prepared and 
manufactured various articles from the 
skin of the common eel. The skins are 
manipulated by numerous complicated 
processes until they resemble and would 
easily be taken for leather, although of 
a more glutinous and pliable nature. 
This strange commodity is cut into 
long, thin strips and plaited very close­
ly together for whiplashes and to cover 
portions of the handles of more expen­
sive whips. Certain kinds of lashes and 
harness laces are also made of eel skin. 
This leather is almost indispensable in 
articles of this description, where flexi­
bility allied with an uncommon tough­
ness is desired. —Invention.
