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From the first dawn of the Christian Era, there
has existed a class of ‘men, who have perpetuated
from age to age, the pringiples of Truth and Libet-
ty. Possessing these by a higher than human title
they have clungto thém with a tenacity, which
Persecution could mever relax, mor Death itself
could ever loosen. Ungder Pagan and Pope, they
have been alike steadfast; nor could the civil rage
of the one, or the ecclesiastical fury of the other,
force them to surrender their principles.

Prominent among these were the PBaptists, of
whom in every age there have never been wanting
those' who witnessed a geod contesSion to the truth.
Standing out frem among eother men, their isola-
tion made them counspicuous, and their peculiari-
ties excited persecution. In what part of Christen-
dom have they not proclaimed their faith; what
land has not witnessed their sufferings?® The
flames enveloped them in the gardens of the
wild beaststore them in the Flavian Amphithe-
atre ; the darkness of the middle ages gathered
thickly around the light they bore, but could not
quench it ; the wilds of Bohemia sheltered them
flying from persecution ; ¢ their bones lie scattered
o'er the Alpine mountains cold.”
many, and England, beheld their sufferings ; and
New Brunswick itself bears witness to their un-
merited wrongs.

Iniall their history they have never committed
that sin of persecution from which they suffered.
They received the stroke, but forbere to give it ;
they drank of the bitter draught, but refused to re-
turn measure for measure. For the soul’s liberty
bad been recognized by them frem the first, and
their principles found them as faithful in prosperi-
ty as in advgrsity, In the midnight darkness that
enveloped the human mind, they saw this truth
clearly, that God had created the soul of man ab-
solutely free, and that persecution for false belief
is worse than the ‘error itsclf. Centuries ago théy
had attained to that:-which the world has only of
late accepted as the truth. Standing fast in the
liberty wherewith. Christ had made them free they
inaisted -that all mapkind should have the same
freedom. When Milton wrote for the people, he
was but tha exponent of Baptist principles. When
Roger Williams established the first free govern=
ment on earth, he simply brought into practice
what had always been the Baptist theory.. For this

people drank of the waters of life from the source
itself of heaverly truth, and not from the cisterns
which man had made.

Liberty, pure and undefiled, Yas in every age
distinguished the Baptists. Their churches, their
phstors, their officers, their routine of church busi-
ness, are all established on the simplest democratie
forms, The saying of Jefferson, that the American
Republic was formed on the model of a Baptist
church, has a deeper meaning than is supposed.—
Among Baptists there is no centralization, no head,
no leader. No human being can sway them. De-
tached in thousands of separate churches, glorying
in their independence, withno consolidation, and
only an annual meeting to report rheir progress,
they proudly guide and govern themselves. -But
though to outward appearance weak and disunited,
they are connected by an invisible bend, which is
stronger far than any Prelate or President. That

the very heart of Liberalism,

does it ever take a part in the ordinary proceed-
ings of the politieal world. Bat the affairs of ¢this
Province have now reachtd a point at which neu-
trality would justly be deemed imbecility. For,
what do we see ?
heavy hand we once felt so severely, again endeav-
ouring to attain the pre-eminence. We see the
old form under new names, and plausible profes-
sions, endeavouring hy every unscrupulous means
to win our regard and support. We see them with
a bitterness of animosity that is seldora found, at-
tacking the most honored namesin all the land,
and desperately struggling to, drag all down into
one common ruin. Under such ¢i eum-«tances, itis

the truth ; how much more shall Baptists speak it,
who are so deeply interested. The party that once
oppressed us, now seeks our alliance. It is the old
fable— The wolf seeks to Jeague himself with the
lamb. But loud professions cannot hide from us
the old enmity ; mor can the recollection of former
wrongs be destroyed by words of cajolery. We
have not escaped from captivity only to yield our-
selves up to our former masters. We have not
won the solid results ot victory only that we should
afterwards relinquish them. For these people to
expect our alliance is folly, and to request jt is in-
sult; since tq bestow it were to ignore our past
history, and stultify ousselves and our fathers be-
fore the world.

When the hour of trial shall come, the Baptists
shall be found in their old places, to vindicate the
principles for which they have done and suffered
80 much, and again to win that victory, which in
this land, and in these days, cannot be averted.—
And those who have endeavoured to gain their sup-
port for an, odious cause, whose oppressions are
still so vividly remen.bered, will find that instead
of gaining allies, they have roused a spirit throngh-
out the entire Denomination which will be the sure
cause of their overthrow, -

Land Jobbing and its true Issues.

Now that the labors of the Land Committee
are closed, we shall as briefly as possible place
before our readers, the true facts of the case
and endeavorto direct the public mind to the
real issues, which dssignin;_j men have sedujously
kept back, and to the matives, which lcd to this
unmanly course.

We regard this question a8 more than politi-
cal, it towers up, far above the mists and vapors
which arise from the squabbles of mere party
polities—it is a great moral question, affecting
character, and involving interests far beyond the
politict] distinctions of Liberal and Conservative;
this question sffects us as Christian men, who

careful to seek out, and justify the innocent, as
to discover and punish the guilty. We shall not
hypocritically appeal to the Searcher of hearts,
and use the current cant of the day, which is
cootinually remindmg us ot a Judgment! to come;
but as men between men; yet as before God, we
shall honestly state the truth, and for this pur-
pose, shall investigate evidence, look into causes,
and fairly place on record the {rue state of this
affair, that every candid reader may fairly and
reasonably judge.

The present system of disposing of our Crown
Lands has been in  existence for nearly twenty
years ; it has been recognized and acted upon,
by all Governments during that period, both
Conservafive and Tiiberal. Doring ol that time
no steps have ‘been token by the Legislature to
alter, and from this we may reasonably infir,
that it has been favourably regarded.

In the arrangement of the Civil List, the Crown
Lands were to be sold by public -nuction io the
highest bidder, the only deviation from this
course was by what was called the Labor Act,
which required the erection of a dwel'ing and
occupancy ; this done the Land wes given at 8s.
an acre, to be ‘paid for by road work, or if in
money this' was expended on the road. We
have thusstated what is the law, and we think it
in these cases proper; but like all Laws however
good, it may be evaded, and this is what we
condemn. As well might we condemn Banking
institutions, because a Pullinger or a Dourden
took advantage of their situation as clerks to ape
propriate to their own use, the means which be-
longed to their employers; ns well might we de-

bond is their prigdiples drawn from thoe Bible, and
in every age it has been all powerful. Priestly
authonity is unknowa ameng them; eminent men
may be used as servants, but will never be obeyed
as rulers ; yet so loyal are they to their principles,
that in every great emergency, wlien human leaders
have been as nothing, the clarion voice of this great
power has never failed to rouse them as one man,
and send them én masse to the support of truth and
Liberty.

As they have always been, elsewhere, so are they
at this day in this Province of New Brunswick ;
foremost in the ranks of Freedom, the Liberals of!
the Liberals, independent, strietly democratic in
their-thopghts and eustoms. In politics there is
hat one course possible to them, ard one only to
which their priaciples point, and that is invariably
the Liberal side. For this constamcy and single-
ness of purpose belongs {o-them, that under every.
change of power, or name, or men ; whatever ques-
tions arise, or whatever candidates invite ; their
course as a whole may be_jforemld beyond the pos-
sibility of doubt, end it is not in the power of
man to divert it.

In this Province we are buta part of the mighty

ity, but our principles are the same, and

in every political question weknow where our path
must of necessity lie, We are taught by suffering
aldo, for even in New Branswick we have felt the
hand of tysanny, and borne & part in the struggle
with arbitrary power. BSince the days when oar

ini danced attend in the antechambers
of pompous officials, sufficient time for forgetful-
ness has not yet passed away. Even in New Bruns-
wick we have had our witnesses for the truth, and
while we revere the ies of those p 1i
men who_oarxied our principles through the Jand
in the f: # thousand hardships ; we cannot for-
get the name of the humble minister who once
lﬁﬂ’ettd_ﬂw onr faith in & New Brunswick prison.
TFhe ﬁqﬁ:bpve ¢hanged since then ; the battle has
Peen fought, the victory won; but the men under
whom we were eppressed. have not passed away,
1io¥ is'the’old épirit extincs in their supporters,—
‘Fhey ‘are powerless now, and like Cheistian, we
‘eitierge’ from the Valley of the Shadow of Death,
and 166k bnek upon the decrepit giant as he mutters
and seolds in bis cavern.

‘Whio are i power, or who are out; who fall, or
j ‘or'what change in men may take place,

nounce the regulations of the Crystal Palace, be-
cause a cunning Redpath shamefully abused
their confidence, and violated their trust, as cen-
sure our Crown Land Departmeat because a
Clerk there violates the spirit of the Law,
and taking advantege of his official knowledge
secures on his own account, and that of his as
soriates over 20,000 acres of our most valuable
Crown Lande,- on.terms wlich no amouut of
Christian charity ¢éan defend.

But further, it ap-
pears that ‘Mr. Inches has not acquired lands at
Public Sale, and in the manncr preseribed by

quired lands in Westmorland County, inviolation
ot tha regulations of the Crown Land Depart
ment ;. these regulations prescribe that land be-
yond 100 acres, cannot be purchased under the
anstalment principle by one person. So far back
as 1853, Inches purchased land in the name of
his brothers, and his Sen (then six years old),
on the instalment principle, and thua no excuse
can be offered in defence or palliation of this con-
duct.

These facts come to the knowledge of the pre-
sent Government; what is their course, do t! ey
attempt to cover his deeds, or shield him from
exposure ? No, had they been as a Government
accomplices with him, they would have defended,
but they do the very opposite—they suspend him
at once ; by this decided act they show their
marked disppproval of his conduct, and by
their promptness and ecnergy show their full
determination to have the whole affair exposed.
It'they had been mixed vp with Mr. Inches they
would have retained his services, snd thus se-
cured his evidence in their favor, instead of pro.
| voking him by their suspension from office, 10 do
as he said he would, his worst against them.

Mr. Inches, stung by this suspension,vows re-
venge, and comes before the Committee, itis
said, raging; he shows himself an unscrupulous
Partisan, and while with the onehand, he endea-
vours 10 blacken all in the present Government,
from whom he knows he can hope for no d«fence;
with the other hand, he whitewashes the past
Govercment ; the Mr. R. D. Wilmot of which,
he formerly despised, evidently hoping that from
them he migh* gain some favours in return,

The Opposition then endeavour to draw away
public aitention from Mr Inches, and from the
fact that this system has been of twentyyears
standing. Wily politicians on this Committe, und
their satellites out of it, have directed public at-
tentioh away from the main point, by attempling
to include the Goverument, and all who have

censure that justly should fall only on Mr.Inches
and his confederates, a verv select few. 4

From what we know of this matter, we are
led to fear that the Attorney General has acted
with some indiscretion, in applying for, and ob-
taining some 7 or 800 acres of Jand, by instal«
ments, thus violating the Government regula-
tions which cannot be justified, and for which
his Colleagues gud the Queen’s Representative
condemn him ; but even he has not a quantity
such as one might have supposed,from the nose
made by the]JOpposition ; but this great excite-
ment, has been worked up, and grossly magni-
fied in its dimensions, and that for purely politi-
¢al ends.

Against the Provincial Secretary the whole
force of this agitation has been most earnestly
directed. Since last September, this plot has
been hatching—to crush him; the Opposition
cunningly and in secret laid their plans ; to blast
his fair fame apd-finsullied repu*ation, which we
regard withflonest satisfaction, and with swel-
ling pride, their vilest tools were employed, and
their wiliest sche ners were confederate. Charge
upon charge was trumped up, and to sustain these
asmall degree of truth- was mixed up withjmuch
falsehood, and while they dare not vpenly accuse
they covertly hinted.

both on oath, that the statements published in
the “ Colonial Empire” and in its Extras, sent
free throug' the Cauntry in cartloads, were un<
truths ; fuil'of vrejudice and incorrectly given
forth, for avhich hnwever, their Fredericton Re-
porteris not to blame.

The witness avho witholds explanations, or
hides partcf the evidence, is perjured cqually
with him who states positive falsehoods ; in this
case we charge both courses upon svme of the
reported evidence i1 that paper, in ennnection
with Mr. Tilley’s case, for it is notorious, among

the Reports in the Empire are notin accordance
with' the truth!

Mr. Tilley purchased land when a privae in-
dividual, being neither a member of the G vern-
ment or Legislature, nor having at that time any
expectation of being so ; he obtained it Topenly
at Public Auction by h's Agent, Mr. Arnold,who
was not a Deputy, nor in any way connected with
the Publsc Lands.  But on this point we shall
quote Mes. Til'ey’s gwn statement made ujon
Oath, of all the Crown Lands he has] ever pur.
chased, and the moans taken by him :—

In December 1856 1 concluded tr purchase 10
King's Co., 300 or 400 acres of good agricultural
land, if iteould be had at a reasonable price. I
was informed by a gentleman in St John that T.
0. Arnold, Esq., of Sussex,(not Deputy Arnold)

law; from the evidence it sppears, that he ae-$ions from plans and returns in the Crown Land

370, and one 280 arres ; that it was good land,
amd cheap ot 3s. ensh per aere, including survey.

1 purchased from him the three lots at the
price named. Itcost Mr. Arnold in cash about
2s. 5d “and the 2d. or 3d. per acre survey.

1 had no personal knowledge of the way in
which these lands were applied for. In February
18571 applied for 670 acres,and had them bronght
to sale I placed money in th: hande of Mr.
James Johnson, who then resided at Moneton,
with a request that he would bid t» a certain
price for we on the day of sale ; they were put
up at public auction, he purchasing for me,
and psid the cash down, as I believe. Three
lots, with the land purchased from Arnold, in-
clude a'l that I own under grant from the Crowr.
‘They were ull brought to sale under advertise-
ment by the Hon. J. Montgomery, Surveyor
Geaeral, consequently I was not only not a mem-
ber of the Government, but not a member of the
House at the time,

I have on mere than one occasion offered the
whole or part of these lands to sctual seitlers
at the price they cost me ,and a gentleman in
St. John now holds a written assurcnee from
me, to give afriend of his, a mechanic ia St.
John, a deed for u portion of this land at the
cost price, provided he settles upon and improves
the sam> within eighteen months from July
last, the date of my letter.

Early in 1858 Mr, William Rodgers, Lime
burner, Portlai d, wished me to select fer him
and some seven or eight others, a good tract of
land for -actual settlement. T advieed him to
gome to Fredericton and make personal examinn-

Office, and at the same time told him ‘that T had
purchased a lo' of land from Mr. Arnold, said
o be superior, and if he and his assccintss pres
ferred it to any other they could have it at the
price it cost me. Ifhe has purchased he has
made his selection elsewhere.

In the Autumn of 1858, Mr. Cruikshank, in
the establishment of Messrs. Jardine & Co.,
shewed me a correspondence between him and a
friend 1 Scotland, who had been at work in
New Brunswick, by which it appeared that
some e'ght or ten families contemplited coming
out from Scotland to New Brunswick. Mr.
Ciuiiishank seemed disposed to advise them to
go 1o the neighborhood of Richibueto. I then
told him that I thought they would find it more
¢ venient ‘'n King’s or Westmorlard, and ttat
they could bave any or allof my lands dt the
cost pri-c, if they wished them.

In March 1860, Robert Bowes, E-q., of St
John visited Fredericton or behalf of an As-
sociation formed in 8t John, for the purpose of
inducing » portion of the laboring pepu'ation of
that City to settle i the country, He isited
the Crown Land Office and made selection of a
tract cr two of land to be surveyed for the ap-
plicants, in connection with the BtJohn Assoei-
ation. One of thrse tracts was in the neighbor-
heod of the 1280 acres purchased from Mr. Ar-
nold. I said to him before he left Fredericton,
that if the applicants should prefer mine to any
other land in the neighborhood, not granted,
they could have part or the whole of it, at what
it cost me. In'confimation of this statement, I
beg to refer to Mr. Bowes’ letter hereto an-
neXed. Ihave made similar proposals to one or
two others. 1 state this to shew that I have not
retarded the settlement of these lands.

Afier examining plans and maps in the Crown
Land Office, in Feb 1857, I asked Mr. laches
what was neeessary to be done to bring the Lots
selected to sale. “(Previous to this time 1 had
never seen an applicgtion made, and was ignoi-
ant of the exact mode of procedure) He then
produced some blank forms, and asked what
names [ wished it to be brought to sale in, re-
marking at the same time, that the name of the
applicant for lagds sold ag Aucion seldom ap-
ared in the Gagette. ‘I then named three par—
8, one of whom was Jas Johnson, the person
who parchased them for me ; these I think he
irserted, and when I asked him if it ‘was ‘not
pecessary that I should sign the application, he
said I could if I wished, but it was immatexiali 4
however signed my name to the application. Re-
ference to the document will settle this question.
I did not consider that any exceptions could be
taken to these proceedinge. During the Session
of 1858, I asserted in the House that I had not,
since I had been in the Government, applied for
an acre of Crown Land for mysclf. This
assertion I now, on outh, state to be correct.
This statement Inches arose and said was cor-
rect and truthful in every particular, although the
“Colonial Empire”’ carefully suppressed this fact
Again when it hasheen attempted toshow that Mr.
Tilley should bave prevented this Inches from
acting as he did, during the term of his admin-
istration, what doeshe say P
I donot wish that it shall be inferred from
this that [ was ignorant that lands were being
sold at auetion in the Countirs of King’s, West«
morland, and Albert. It was no doubt known,
oot only by some of the Government, but by a
large portion of the readers of our Provincial
newspapers.—These lands have been regularly
advertised for thirty days previous to the day of
public sale; not only in the Royal Gazelte, but in
some of the newspapers having a very extensive
circulation in all parts of New Brunswick, They
are in my opinion read by thousands , but what
I do assert is, that I was not awaie that Mr
Inches, the Chief Draughtsman in the Crown
Land Office, and 1he permanent head of the de-
partment, was u large purchaser, or that he had
bousht, or had an'interest io any lands sold by
the Crown during the time that I have been
Provincial Sucretary. By examination of some
of the plans in the Crown Land Office, I saw the
names of some four or five persons covering
tracts, varying from 400 to 1000 acres, I did
vot know that they were not really owned by the
; patties whose names appeared upon the plan.
