Dunlap Cooke’s and A. 0. Skinner’s. Ш HADAt one o’clock Sunday morning fire 

was discovered in the second story of 
Reid Bros.’ building on King street and 
an alarm from box 23 was sent in.

The department responded quickly 
and found the upper section of the 
building In a mass of flames. There 
was not a very good pressure of water 
until the engines got to work and then 
about eight streams poured tons of 
water on the flames.
It was nearly two hours, however, be­

fore the fire was under control and 
long after daylight before the firemen 
had finished their work. The upper 
portion of the building was destroyed. 
The department was successful in their 
efforts, however, to confine the fire to 
the one building, although the two ad­
joining buildings -were slightly damag­
ed. The stocks also of A. O. Skinner, 
Dunlap, Cooke and' Co. and F. E. Hol­
man and Oo. were damaged to some ex­
tent by smoke and water.

DAY OF RECKONING 
IS COMING, HE SAYS

Rev. Gideon Swim Predicts 
Dire Things for the 

Aldermen

Declaring that the members of the 
Common Council who recently urged 
that the matter of a date for the hold­
ing of a local option plebiscite be re­
ferred to the recorder for an opinion 
would be reckoned with at the elec­
tions in April, the Rev. Gideon Swim 
created somewhat of a mild sensation 
in his address before Thorne Lodge 
yesterday afternoon. _

Mr. Swim opened his address by re­
ferring to his own connection with the 
temperance movement and his sympa­
thy with the work Thorne Lodge is 
carrying on. He wished the lodge and 
its members every successs. He stat­
ed that as a Christian he was neces­
sarily a temperance man. He could 
not conceive of a Christian not being 
a temperance man.

The aldermen who lately shifted the 
responsibility of naming a day for a 
local option election on the shoulders 
of a man who at best could not be said 
to be impartial should be reckoned 
with to April next. “And they shall 
be reckoned with,” said the speaker. 
There are those who have never taken 

lively intrest to civic politics before 
who will show by their ballots and In­
fluence this spring that such actions 
cannot be cbndoned.

Mr. Swim said that he was proud to 
be with the delegation which request­
ed prohibition from the local govern­
ment the other day. He was proud of 
the size and make up of it as well as 
the way the representatives made the 
request. ’

The Christian and temperance people 
will express with the ballot, If neces­
sary, their opinion regarding the on­

to be submitted by the premier.

work of temperance people will begin, 
and it will be shown to these two bodies 
of government that the majority must 
rule and not be governed by a small 
minority.
