WONDERFUL GURES BY
THE USE OF RADIUM

e

King's Physician Cites Some Remarkable
Gases—The Effects Almost
Uncanny.

LONDON, Jao %°—Sir Frederick
Treves, sergeant surgeon to the King
and consulting surgeon of the London
Hospital, lecturing at that hospital,
cited interesting instances of radium
cures he had witnessed, including vas-
cular tumors, birthmarks, moles, ec-
zema, Kkeloida, rodent ulcers and epi-
theliomata. He said it was almost un-
canny to see the rapid manner In
which sometimes radium accomplished
healing. After the first application, say
on Monday, nothing happens until
about Friday, when the skin suddenly
becomes red and irritable. Then a sort
of -crust forms, which comes away in
two or three weeeks. About a month
later there was a second application of
radium, after which in many cases the
patient did niot need to see a physician
again.

Dr. Treves pointed out that one of
the greatest uses of radium in the fu-
ture might result from its curious
radioactive emanations. He described
how a penny enclosed in.a jar with
an unsealed phial of radium became
itself radioactive, and if the penny
were removed and washed .with nitric
acid its radioactivity was transferred
to the latter, while the penny was no
longer radioactive.

SUNDAY MORNING
FIRE ON KING STREET

Reid Bros. Burned Oni, Damage DBone fo
Dunfap Cooke’s and A, 0. Skinner's.

At one o’clock Sunday morning fire
was discovered in the second story of
Reid Bros.’ building on King street and
an alarm from box 23 was sent in.

The department responded quickly
and found the upper seotion of the
building in a mass of flames. There
was not a very good pressure of water
until the engines got to work and then
about eight streams poured tons of
water on the flames.

It was nearly two hours, however, be-
fore the fire was under control and
long after daylight before the firemen
had finished their work. The upper
portion of the buillding was destroyed.
The department was successful in their
efforts, however, to confine the fire to
the one building, although the two ad-
joining buildings were slightly damag-
ed. The stocks also of A. O. Skinner,
Dunilap, Cooke and Co. and F. E. Hol-
man and Co. were damaged to some ex-
tent by smoke and water.

The Salvage Corps were successful in
saving the valuable stock of fura from
the store of Dunlap, Cooke and <Co.
They were removed to the building
next below, accupied by Holman Bros.

The all out - was not sounded until
about 6 a. m. The interior of Reid Bros.’
store was completely gutted. Robert
Reid, who is the active partner in the
business, sald last evening that he es-
timated the value of the stock at about
$12,000. The firm, he added, would open
an office today in Fraser, Fraser and
Co.’s building, 71 Germain street. He
was unable to account for the fire, un-
fess it was due to an electric wire, as
there were no flues on the floor where
it started.

This building and that occupied by
Dunlap, Cooke and Co., are owned by
James E. White, who had each insured
for $1,500 with Willian: Thomson and
Co.

Mr. Skinner’s prsmises, which are
owned by Dr. W. W. White, are dam-
aged by smoke and water. ¥e estimates
his loss at about $1,000, covered by in-
surance.

Theé building occupied by Holman
Bros. is owned by the estate of Moses
Prescott. It is only slightly damaged
by smoke. It is fully insured.

Water found its way into the cellars
of all the buildings below Mr. Skinner’'s
store, including the basement of the
Canadian Bank of Commerce, and in
gsome cases was more than a foot deep.

We cannot excuse our-
selves for being remiss in allowing the
telegram to be published in this man-
ner. We should have satisfled our-
selves of its bona fildes by going
to the C. P. R. telegraph office
in the absence of the original
and securing a oentified copy. We
would then have' disccvered the regret-
table alternation and put it right at
once. We must, however, assume re-
sponsibility of inexcusable neglect, and
endeavor by exercising greatest care
in future to protect our paper and its
friends.”

The Christian and temperance people
will express with the ballot, if neces-
sary, their opinion regarding the an-
swer to be submitted by the premier.

In these two instances the practical
work of temperance people will begin,
and it will be shown to these two bodies
of government that the majority must
rule and not be governed by a small
minority.

The speaker closed an eloguent and
forceful speech with an appeal for
continuous and earnest effort and pre-
dicted that in the near future the pur-
pose for which they struggled would
be accomplished and the curse of
strong drink driven from the land.
