ers and the Free Staters, ecach accus-
ing the other of treachery and cow ard-
ice.

1t is regnrded as unlikely that the
‘Transvaal government will go to Ly-
denburg, \'A'here food is scarce. A body
of Foers, mostly on foot, is trekking
hard towards Verecniging from the di-
rection of Heilbron.

The condition of the British troops
continues’ exoellent, although the cold
nights are véry. trying. They are able
to march three .miles an hour. The
