One‘of the moat serious questions
which will ‘gome‘up for discussion in
many homes dtifing the next couple of
months {8 that of deciding whether or
not the family will move next May.
Then if the Ilatter is geclded upon,
there comes the question whether to
buy a house or keep on renting. Need-
less to say that the majority who are
now considering the matter and have
done so at this time for the last half
dozen years will keep on renting.. The
average man hesitates to invest his
hard earned savings in real estate ven-
tures and to tie it up where he cannot
get at it readily in'" emergencies. A
study of the relative expense of these
two modes of holding property is an
interesting one, while to the heads of
families whose salaries range from
$800 to a $1,000, and who are paying &
quarter or miore of their total earnings
for rent, the study is a vital one,

There are a number of side-issues
which must always be taken into con-
sideration. Many a man has rented
the same house annually for a dozen
or so years and found 14: fairly suitable
to his tastes. It would never, however,
occur to him to buy it. - His ideal, al-

ways before his mind’s eye, which he’

intends to possess some day as really
and truly his own, is quite different.
There are to be none of the little in-
conveniences in this home, which he
puts up with, in the rented house. It
would never do perhaps to have a
basement kitchen and dining room, as
are so common in the houses erected
after the fire of 1877. Again it is a
'hardwood floor, or another bedroom
or two which is the necessity. In short,
the house which one would consider
purchasing is probably worth a thou-
sand or so more than the house which
one has been renting.

Although there are na.turall? consld-,

erable varfations, gefierally™ gy
rent is not’ unduly high in St. John.
After the great fire, & boom was é€x-
pected. Almost every available piece
of land was utilized. On the site of one
wooden building, three brick buildings
would be erected for example. The re-
sult is of course pleasing to our civic
pride as St. John has the appearance,
especially from the harbor, of a city
twice its size,

The boom however did not material-
ize. On the contrary ‘there was a’' de-

crease in pepulatioh from which the
city has only recovered in the last temr
years. The result is that there has not
been since any very noticeable scarcity
of houses, although it is very seldom

indeed- that a suitable house cannot -

have plenty .of prospective tenants.
The fact, however, stands forth that
passing over side issues it is preferable
for a man who has laid some savings
aside to be the owner of his own
dwelling. Ten per cent..is the basis on
which renfts are collected, the rate be-
ing a little lower in the case of brick
and somewhat higher on wooden
buildings where there is greater deter-
foration.

EASTPORT, Nov. 5.—There has been
a big demand during the past week for
girls to work in the boneless herring
plans now in operation in thig city, and
while the wages offered do not compare
with those of the"sardine factories, now
closed, a fair amount can be made by
the female trimmers of the smoked her-
ring. It is slow work for .the new
hands peeling off the skin and remov-
ing the backbone from the newly
smoked herring, but, with nothing else
in sight for the winter, the work is of
tonsiderable benefit to many here.
With the recent closing of the sardine
canning plants—a month ahead of the
usual time—many of the regular em-
ployes left the city for outside work,
and most of the out-of-town employes
returned to their homes feeling that
they would not make, much above their
board money by remaining, so all the

| DEATH.OF WELL-KNOWN.
PHILANTHROPIST.

MONTREAL;, Nov. 5.—Charles Alex-
ander; a retired businéss man, and the
best known philanthropist in the city,
was accidentally killed -last evening.
On'retiring for the night he found his
room too warm and in opening the win-
dow fell to the ground, a ‘distance of
trirty feet, receiving injuries which
proved fatal two hours later.

Mr. Alexander was born in Dundee,
Scctland, June 13, 1816, and was édu-
cated there. He came to Canada'in
1840, and during the major part of his
‘career lived in Montreal, where he was
actively and successfiilly . engaged in
business on his own account. He sat
for many years in the Montreal oity
courcil, and in 1874 was elected to re-

| present Montreal Centre in' the legis-

Jature, filling the vacancy caused there-
in by the retirement of the late Hon.
L. H. Holton. At the ensuing general
! elections he was defeated ,by the late
A, 'W. Ogilvie, afterwards a senator.
He has displayed throughout the

SERIOUS FIRE AT
_ ELLSWORTH, MAINE.

ELLSWORTH, Me., Nov, 5—Fire that
started about three o’clock this morn-

{ing in the furniture store of L, W. Jor-

dan, on/ Maine street, in a nest of
‘wooden buildings, virtually ruined three
business ‘blocks, two of which wer¢
owned by Fred A. Eddy, the other by
T. J. & R."B. Holmes and badly dam-
aged a fourth building adjoining, also
owned by. Mr. Eddy, causing a total
loss of about $25,000, upon which there
is only partial insurance,

The fire is supposed to have originat-
ed around the chimney, and when -dis-
covered had complete possession of the
upper, portion.of the three structures,
which joined each other and were locat-
ed in the very heart of the business sec-
tion.

The other stores on the ground floor

. of-these buildings were unoccupied, but

on the upper floor were the office and
living rooms of Dr. H, L. D. Wodruff,

These
were completely, burned out and the
Woodruff family was obliged to make
a hasty exit.

VICTIM’'S HEAD FOUND,

BOSTON, Nov. 5—What is confident=
1y believed to be the head of Miss Sus-
anna A.. Geary, the dress suit cdse vic-
tim, was recovered in a ' leather bag
from-the bottom of the harbor today. '
It was dragged up to the surface very
near the point where Lewis W. Craw=-
ford and Wm. L.° Howard, who have
confessed to disposing of the dismem-
bered body of the girl said they dropped
it from the stern of the ltast Boston
ferryboat. The head completes the en-
tire body of the unfertunate girl. The
trunk of the body, which gave the-first
intimation of the crime, was found on
Sept, 21st, in a dress suit case floating
near the: Winthrop Yacht Cilub, three -
miles below the city. Another suit
case containing the limbs was dis-
covered at the mouth of the Charles
river, a quarter of a mile above the
ferry, on October 27th, The leather
bag, in which the head had been placed,
together-with. thirty pounds of loose
shot, did not move apparently from the -
place .where it sank.
