The Publication Board has been enabled ' during the
last ten yeafs to pay in dividends to the Societies of the
Conyention &n aggregate of $8,022 42 but the members
of the Board are convinced that if surpluses are to be
won in future a well sustained eff irt is required to extend
the circulation of the paper and improve its value as an
advertising medium. With this object in view the ser-
vices of an agent have been secured, and his canvass of
parts of Quebec and Eastern Ontario has heen fairly suc-
cessful. It onght to be possible in our constituency of
more than forty thousand members of Baptist churches
in Ontario and Quebec to add a thousand subscribers to
the paper each year for the next five years, and from all
points of view besides a financial one, the aim should be
to place it in every Baptist family within'the bounds of
the Convention,

The Canadian Baptist has during the year sustained
grest loss in the death of its editor, Dr. James E. Wells,
who was a man splendidly endowed by gifts, training and
temperament for the position he filled. To the PuEhﬂ-
tion Board, as well as to the Baptist cause throughout
Canada, the service rendered by Dr. Wells during his
nine years of editorial labor was invaluable, and the
reputation which. The Baptist had acquired under him
adds seriously to the difficulties of finding a successor to
occupy the vacant chair.

M:. F. L. Yowke, discussed the ‘Young People's
Society, how to realize its possibilities.”” 1. Be not dis-
couraged by small beginnings. 2. Secure a succession of
able leaders. 3. Press educational work. 4. Enlist the
young iu personal work,

The committee on the Forward Movement, introduced
a resolution asking the churches to raise $150,000 in the
next eighteen months, including the regular incofnes;
this to be divided $60,000 for Foreign Missions, $50,000
for Home Missions, 22,500 for Manitoba and British
Columbia, and $17,500 for Grande Ligue.

Thus, with thanks to the Walmer Road church and
the Toronto Baptists for their uuboungded hospitality, we
closed one of the most successful ‘conventions in our
history.
