The mactine of the exhibition which re-
corded the correct weight of prominent
citizens has been beaten out of sight dur-
ing the past week by the way in which
some enterprising politicians and wire-
pullers have had t} eir weight ascertained to

: (be satisfaction of others, if not of them-

selves.

At the ime when PROGRE'S’ went to
presslast week, the Committee of One
Hundred which bad proclaimed itself as
the liberal party was on the chase after
two running mates for Brother O'Brien
of the Irish Literary and Benevolent Society
and Brother McKeown of the Loyal Orange
Association. Candidates to match this
wonderful combination were apparently
hard to find in the ranks of the Weldon-
Ellis party, and they wcre just as hard to

, find when Friday night came and the names

ot four candidates were to be presented to
the meeting. The names ot Messrs O'Br.en,
McKeown Jand {C. B. Allen were given.
but the selection of a fourth name was lett
to be made by ‘the committee and the
caudidates at a lster date. -
There were tome speeches, of course, by
Messrs. O'Brie. and McKeown, and the
latter spoke with erpecial vigor, possibly
having & premonition that he would not
.g-in bavea chance to excrcise his oratory

1t would hive done no good to the govern-
ment .had there been ‘a contest, and it
certainly did no good to the Telegraph.

C. Berton Lockbart was the fourth man,
in place of his partner A. C. Swmith, who
said he would not be a candidate and
meant it. [t's all in the firm, however.

At the opposition meeting for mominz-
tion, Alired and Silas burned their bridges
behind them by avowing themselves with
the Tories henceforth in all their battles.
Possibly, when Silas went home he also
burned the last copy ‘of his famous work,
““The Record of the Tory Party.”

Having quietly witnessed the collnpse of
the Weldon-Ellis O Brien-McKcown com-
bination, Mr. Blair came out with his ticket
Monday nigtt. It was compesed of two
former candidates, Dr. Geo. A. Hethering-
ton and Rudman Allen, with two new men
in the persons of James Pullen and Geo.
A. Knodell. [t was a ticket to which no
exception cculd be taken as regarced the
individuals, and was far and away ahead of
some of the tickets which rumor had said
wou'd be in the field. It was very clearly

d d that the g ticket had
no chance of winning in St. Jobn city, and
especially after the Weldon-Ellis capers
which bhad been cut, but it was
just «s clear that the Blsir government
would be assolid asever, and tte men who
fought the battle would havs at least the
patronaga here. In the county, despite of
a th d t against Mr. Dann
McLeod wers deemed
fairly sure of their return as sgainst ruch
opponents 88 Wm. Irvine and James
Rourke. It was not a dead sure thing,

in St. John during this paign. Subse-
quent events proved that he did well in
embracing this opportunity. Then Mr.
Ellis made & plea for his partner, Mr.
O'Brien,to whom he gave an excellent char-
acter. The meeting came to an end with a
silent but emphatic resolve of the Weldon-
Ellis-O'Brien-McKeown paity to find a
fourth candidate or perish in the attempt.

The latter sad alternative was the one
they were finally forced to accept. Scarce-
ly had the Saturday papers announced that
C. B. Allen had consented to run when the
word came that he would do nothing of the
kind. This left only the original two for
whose nomination the liberal standard bad
been unfurled in tke first place Then
the Diogeneses who had started out to look
for a man found that two men were to be
sought, snd tkat the lantern of tradition
utterly failed to disclose their whereabouts.
They began to suspect that even anare
light woul 1 be of no avail in such a weary
quest, and they were quite right m the
supposition.

The view of the whole fiisc) wes that in-
timated i1 the remwks of PrOGREss last
week. Thestep of a few well meaning
but short sighted men of 1he liberal party
in attempting to draw the party line in locsl
politics at this jancture was ill-advicel in
the - extreme. s It was inopportune ard
was engineered in the worst possible wsy.
1t was in practical opposition to Mr. Blair
and it had not the sympathy of the literal
party outside of a limited few. Itsonly
eff:ct was to weaken the liberal party in
St. John by exposing it tothe ridicule of
its opponents. That there were some
bearty workers in this movement, those
who bave done splendid work in every
election and who were doing what ttey
thought was for the best, only makes the
matter more regrettable. That the im-
politic step was urged snd commended by
Messrs Weldon ani Ellis only mskes more
apparent the lack of judgement of these
men as local leaders of the party.

Saturday and Sunday passed, while
O'Brien and McKeown posed in tte iso-
lation which at times environs men who are

h . an it was therefore apparent that
if the county government men could be al-
lowed to go in without opposition Mr.
Blair could more than afford to let the op-
position have the city without a. contest.

This deal was made, and Alfred Augus-
tus Stockton, the great anti-dealer, sudden-
ly proved himself to be a dealer trom Deal-
arville. The respective candidates for the
city and the county were elected by ac-
clamation.

One of the opposition papers made a
1sment over this alleging that the govern-
ment candidates in the city had backed
down while the opposition was ready for
the fray, snd that the opposition ticxet
would have been run in the county had it
not been for the weakening of James
Rourke during the night preceeding
nomination dsy. The humor of this
statemeat is apparent when it is known
that at & meeting of the executive of the
opposition, tke evening before, presided
over by Dr. Christie, the chairman, it .was
decided that the county candidates should
be withdrawn. Itwas a deal, pure and
simple, and Mr. Blair got the best of it.

So far, counting the counties where can-
didates have been returned by acclamation,
where government supporters are sure of
election, the government has 18 men to
The gcvernment will
probably have a four-fifth majority in the
house.

Mr. Blair gets thera with both feet this
time, and does not even have to go through
the form of a contest for his own election
in Queens county.

And Alfred Augustus goes back to lead
an anti-deal opposition with an indelible
record as a dealer stamped all over him.

The counsel for the city in the Cor-
nolly case are nmot  without their
reward, even though the trial c:me to an
end when it had searcely gota fiir start.
They will divide $1.90) between them.

There are four of them and it {s not an
even divvy, by any means. Brother
Pugsley absorbe the lion’s share by taking
nearly half. His bill is for $810, but this
does not include s rélining fee of $100
which was paid to him some time ago,
making his totsl $940; His charge for
attending comit was $50 a day tor the
eleven days thé trial lasted, but he gen-
erously throwsoff & day by charging only
$500 for this class of mneel, and ﬁgnm
up $310 for ini di
ations and other lagAl kaick kasoks in-
cidental to the case.

Recorder Skinner does not eay in his
bill at what rate per day he values his ser-
vices, but lurps the bill to the tune of an
even $500. He has a record for lumping
costs, as was shown in the historic Hunter
will case when Mr. Skinner was judge of
probates. As no recoider has been allowed
a counsel fee of more than $25 a day, the
inference is that he has charged a total of
$275 for the eleven days and has considered
$225 about right for bis time and trouble
outside of the court. Brother Skinner does
not propose to bother the publ'c with items
which only & lawyer can understand, and
if he undertook to make & bill up on this
lie it might amount to more than he claims
now. As itis, he appesrs to be willing to
sacrifice himself and take $50u to call it
square.

The previous recorder Mr. Ja k bas
alsoa bill which has not yet been filed,
but which is stated to amount to $270.
This is for legal services in the early part
of tke case, and possibly for consultat'ons
in the later stages.

Alderman Baxter who came into the
case at the last moment presents a bill for
$320. 'I'his is made up by a retaining fee
of $25 and $25 a day for the eleven days,
with the extras for examining and copying
records and other work done outside of
the court.

Some of the other aldermen have been
asserting that Ald. Baxter was not retained
by the city or the treasury board, but went
into the case on the invitation ot Mayor
Robertson. As ProGress had but lately
hauled His Worship over some moderately
keated coals for inviting Recorder Skinner
to prosecute the Sunday observance cases,

Ald; Christie, chairman of the board of
, bad been requested to come, but
was not then present. He subsequently
attended and assented to the action then
taken. The mayor stated the case, the
recorder agreed with him while Ald. Mc-
Robbie made no objection. This. with
the subsequent assent ot Ald. Christie,
congtituted Ald. Baxter's retainer.

Up to this time, though the trial was
c'ose at hand, no work had been attempted

About three weeks before the time set
for the trial of the case, the mayor told
Baxter he felt that he ought, in the city’s
interests, to be retained in the case, as he
had a personal knowledge of it and could
render valuable assistance. Baxter replied
that he was not seeking any such appoint-
ment, and that if he were retained thera
would probably bea good deal of talk
about it. He hesrd nothing more about
the matter untiltwo days before the trial.
Thén the mayor again saw him and spoke
to the same effect as on the prev-
ious occasion. He was not at all
satisfied, he said, with the nature of
the preparations which had been made to
defend the cass, and he deemed it necces-
sary, in the public interest, that the city
should have the asiistance of Ald. Baxter,
as 0 little seemed to be understood in re-
gard to questions of locality and the like.
Baxter's reply was, as before, that he_was
not seeking & posmition in the case, and that
his being retained then would: be very
likely to provoke comment. - To this the
mayor replied that ke considered the
matter was of great importance to the
citizens and he was willing to take the re-
sponaibility. He requested Ald. Baxter
to call st his office at & certain hour that
siternoon,

Ald. Baxter did so, and found there
the mayor, Recorder Bkinner and Ald. Mo-
Robbie, chairman of the treasury board.

g and eff method of procedure
in raising the wind. He secured the
ra‘es of his friends, indorsed them and
bad them discounted.

The makers of the notes were not notified
where their paper was overdue, as they
would bave been had they been endorsers,
and thus they were innocently having new
liabilities created every time they supposed
hey were merely getting an extension of
time on the original liability.

The smount of tke liabilities thus in-
curred is said to be in the vicinity of a
» d dollars, tioned in varying
amounts among un or twelve confiding
note makers, few of whom are in & position
to meet their obligation. As a result, one

small dealer in Carleton has closed his
shup snd gone out of business, while others
have been giving bills of sale to protect
other creditors before the evil day comes
wten the Jast of their notes mature.

CONFUSION OF CLOCKS-

'
STANDAFD TIMF, LOCAL TIME
AKND OTHER TIMES.

How a St anger Can get very Badly Mixed
if He Wauts to Know What Kind of Time
Is Kept.—Why Standard Time Ought to Be
Fixed by .the City Authorities,
Admitting the axiom that there is no

time like the present time, the question ot

what the present time is in St. John is a

little difficult to solve.

Spesking by the book—that s to say,
the almanac==St. Jobn time is thatgiven
by observation ot the sun, and is indicated
by the time ball on the custom house.
This time terves a good many people. It
is the legal time and when an act is to be
perfcrmed at a certain hour the contempla-
tion of the law is locel time only. The
courts are run on this time, and so are the
the churches and the schocls. It is the
time by which people go to sleep, get up,
and take their cocktaiie, noondsy snifters,
and night caps. °

Just the same, it is only one of four
specics of time used and recogn’zed in St.
John. When the ball at the custom houte
drops at ore o'clock, local, the Greenwich
time, used by the ships at the wharves is
5 hours, 24 minutes and 16 seconde.
Evening has begun in London, and though
the St. John dudes who roll up their
trousers when there is rain in London do
not begin their evening at one e'clock
local time, the ships keep that time on their
chronometers just the same as if they were
on tke other side of the ocean.

The eastern standard time is kept by the
railways, the steamers, the post cffice, the
express companies, most of the hotels and
by a number of places of business. When
the time ball drops at one o’clock, standard
time is 12 houre, 24 minutes 16 seconds.
and people have to remember tLat there is
just 36 minutes difference between the
two. Some people can tell, without etop-
ping to think, that the local time is 36
minutes faster than the standard, buta
good many have tostop and figure out
whether it is faster or slower. This is
quite a process with some people, and it
happens every hour of the day.

At the Western Union telegraph office,
Halifax time is kept. Halifax declined to
accept ess’ern standard time, but it adop-
ted what the maps call Intercolonial time,
postibly because the Intercolonial railway
does not use it. It is the time of the six-
tieth meridian and is just one hour facter
than esstern Standard time. - Moat of, the
railway towns in Nova Scotia use this time
so as to be in line with Halifax and to
avoid the confusion of keeping their local
time. They will not have standard time,
because some of the towns are so far east
of the 75th meridian that they would not
get badly mixed up by the difference be-
tween the sun and moon aud clocks.

Halifax and the other places in Nova
Scotia- get along very well with sixteeth
meridian time, because it 18 sn even kour
ahead of the railway time. Now and then
a stranger, going by the local clocks,
rushes himself out of breath or drives
fariously in a hackto get toa station an
hour before his train leaves, but these are
exceptional cases, andthe system. asa
whole, works very well.

Several times the proposition has been
advance that it St. John would not adopt
standard time, and be in line with nearly
every other city on the continent, it might
improve matters by dropping the odd six

minutes and making an even halt hour dif-
erence. This would be & compromise which
would give ths peopla an arbitrary time,
neither standard nor mean, but it would
save & good deal of trouble and calcula-
tion.

This week the post office adopted ‘stand-
ard time, and so did the express offices.
The post office clock, on the front of the
building now indicates 11.24 when tte
auctioneers on the corner announce that
noon has arrived. Men who have been
accustomed to take their bitters at 11 o'clock
in the morning, now come out wiping their
mouths and wondering, as they look up, it
they heve not begun to drink too early in
the day.

The Carleton ferry, just below the post
office, is run on local time. The last trip
isat 11.20 p. m., and people have been
accustomed to go by the post office clock
to catch the last boat. Now, when the last

- boat leaves the east side, the clock gives

the impreasion that there is more than halt
an hour to spare. A stranger who thinks
the clock is on local time is bound to get
lett.
The unsuspecting stranger passing
through St. John is liable to get dizzy, if
he tries to get the time of day or might
from the clocks he sees. He may be an
Englishman, with his watch set on London
ﬁu,umhn.l'uhmdowh’n travel-
ling around the world, and he stands at
the head of king street on his way to take
a train for Monoton. 'He is anxious to
know what time it is in St. John. His
watch shows the hour to be 6.94p. m.,
just as the post office clock strikes two. He

that used by the city, but he looks up at
the city clock on the London house and
finds 1h- bour to be 2.36. This umazes
him, :nd Le steps into the Western Union
cflize in the hope of finding out what the
time really is. There the dizl indicates just
3 o'clock. He loses no time in getting to
the depot to catch the C. P. R. train, giv-
ing up the question of finding out the time
a8 a hopeless job. On the train he asks
the conductor by a railway watch what the
hour is and is more than amzzed to be
told that it is 14.16. When he reaches

Moncton it is here in the vic-
initp, of 18 o'clock, he is told,
and he believes it, though he

does not know what on earth to thick about
it. By that time he is ready to believe
it is 1895 o'clock, if anybody tells him so.
St. Jobn will bave to adopt standard
time, asevery other live city has done
where there arereilways and steamboats.
Some of the lawyers eay that the city can-
not do s0, but that any such change must
be made by the legislature. This opinionis
based on an English case when a city adopt-.
ed Greenwich time in place of local time
and  some case was decided before ten
o’clock mean time. On this point there
was an appeal, and Chief Baron Pollok
decidcd that a city cculd not make an arbi-
trary charge from mean time to the time
of some other place. This was in 1858,and
Chiet Baron Pollok is a back number as
regaids the age of electricity and steam.
Some of our judges would probably feel
competent to upset his decision were any
question to arise. At any rate, the cities
of America have done just what he said &
city could not do, and the country has
stood it, just as long as it would stand it
were St. John to come into line.

The ferry boet connects with the trairs

local time while the others are on standard

time. Hereis a ctance for the council to-
adopt standard time with the plea of
public conveuience to justify i's action.

The effect might be to wildly distract Ad-
miral Glasgow for a time, but the results
would be-satisfactory inthe end. The city
would then adopt standard time, and every-
body would acceptit. As things are now,
life is too short tor people to lose time in

calculating the d ff.rence between standard
and local time when they want to catch &
mail, & train or a steamer.

BAOK TO THE OLD S8TAND.

The’ |Telegraph to Move Over to iy
{ Bullding Used by the Daily News. /
According to all accounts the Daily
Telegraph does not propose to confine its
changes to the personne] of the staff and
employess. It intendd to maks a move,
and will have new quarte:s in the old Daily
News building on the opposite side of
Canterbury street.
§. There are good reasors for this change.
The present Telegraph building was er-
rected after the fire of 1877, when a
good many extravagant notions were
current among people who undertook to
build.[ It was planned to bave a great deal
of_ spcre roem, under, the idea that «flices
would be rented in it and tenants would
be glad of getting such a desirable location.
There were many blunders in the p'anning
which were not the fauit of tbe architect,
and the building, when ; completed was
poorly adspted to the purposes for which
it wes intended. There was much waste
room, a good deal of urnecessaryd a1 kness,
which the sanitary arrangements were en-

tirely too much in evidence at the most
prominent places.

No tenants came, and the newspaper has
used all the main building, except a por-
tion ot two flats on the southern side which
has been under lease at intervals. [t was
this portion which was occupied by Pro-
GREES in tke earlier stagcs of the bistory.

The Telegraph building may be very
well ndnpted to other purposes than a news-
paper house, but there are other reason
than thoee given for making the charge.
The building is on leased ground,
on which there is the enor-
mous ground rent of $450a year. The
saving of this sum means & good deal to
any newspaper in these times, snd isin
lice with the policy of retrenchment adopt-
ed by the new owrers of the Telegraph.

The News building is not large, and
how the Telegraph will stow &ll its plant
to advantage there 18 a question which
those who have figured out the situation
can best answer.  One report 1s that the
job cffice isto be discontinued. 4

The News building hae the advanisge
over the Telegraph of economy of space *
and it has plenty of light both for the
writing and mechanical steff. It hasbeen. .
