Morale of Serbian Army Unimpaired

[Athens, via London, Nov. 25—The
pnper Hestia publishes an inter-
jow with the Serbian war minister,
who is at Saloniki, in which the min-
ister said: <
“Although we have lost 35,100 kill-
ed or wounded and 20,000 taken priso-
ner, the operations are anything but
ended. Our forces, now numbering
200,000 are still intact. We are only
deficient in heayy artillery. The mor-
ale of the trodps is unimpaired. The
commissariat is working splendidly,
thanks to the French organizers,.

“Nevertheless the situation is diffi-
cult, though not hopeless, from a stra-
tegic point, and as regards munitiong
we #hapll remain on the defensive,
holding the passes and wearing the
enemy until the Anglo-Fremch forces
arrive and are sufficiently strong to
enable us to resume the offensive.

“The participation of Italy meets
with difficulties owing to the diver
gence of views regarding Albania.

“Russia’s intervention will be effect-
ed after the concehtration of the allled
armies in the Balkans, and it is ex-
pected that this will produce a change
in Roumania's attitude.

“I wan assure you that France and
England are preparjng surprises in
the Balkans.
French Al y Hammering Enemy
Effectively.

Paris, Nov. 24.—The following offi-
cial communication was issued by the
French war office tonight:

“The morning was calm on the
whole front, save in the Woevre, at
the Bois Brule, where the enemy em-
ployed asphyxiating shells without at-
taihing results, ?

“The afterngon was marked by ar-
tillery activity, quite viglent in Ar-
tois, where the Arras rallway station
was hit by about fifty shells, and in
thé region of Loos, and Souchez; to a
lesger degree on the side toward Sois-
sons, and in Champagne, and rather
spirited in the sectors of Flirey and
Reiljon, and in the Vosges, at La Tete
De Faux, and Hartmanns-Weilerkopf.

“Everywhere our batteries nréplied
successfully, and kept the advantage.

“‘The night was calm. During the
day there was great artillery activity
on both sides. Our batteries dispersed
pioneers and bombarded the trenches
and observation posts of the enemy.

London, Nov. 24—After the capture of c‘tnlphon. eighteen miles

from Bagdad and the repulse of a Turkish counterattack the

British

forces under Gen. Townshend were compelled to retire three or four
miles in order to secure water, according to an official communication

issued tonight. The British ol

in the fighting for Zeur which also

was taken, and Ctesiphon, are calculated at 2,000 men killed or wound-

ed.
The communication says:

“After a night march from Zeur, which had been occup;ed on the
19th, Gen. Townshend’s division attacked the Turkish position at Ctesi-
phon, eighteen miles from Bagdad, on the 22nd.

“After severe fighting all day the position was captured, together
with about 800 prisoners and large quantities of arms and equipment,-
our own losses being calcujated at 2,000 killed or wounded.

London, Nov. 24.—There has beéu &
distinct improvement in the diplomatic
relations between Greece and the En-
tents Powers, following on the pre-
scntation of u collective note by the
representatives of the Ames.. Tho
Greek premier is reported to have
stated that while Gr:ece put forward
theoretical objection to allied troops
entering Greek territory and using it
as a victualling base she would not
raise a finger against thom. Al that
the Allies are now waiting for is a
gnarantee that Greece will carry ou!
th's assurance.

On the wilitary side the Balkans, on
the other hund, especially so far as
the Serbian morthern army is con-
cerned, the sitmation has grown gra
ver. Austro-German and Bulgarian
troops, operating in three separate col-
umns, have entered Kossovo Plain,
where the Serbians were expected to
make their last stand, and have occu-
pied Mitrovitza, the latest Serbian cap-
ital, as well as Pristina and at one
point, at least, have driven the Ser-
biang across the Sitnica river, which
drains the valley,

Although the Serbians might make a
stand between tha valley and the Al
banian and Montenegrin frontiers,
they will be at a great disadvantage,
owing to their inability to get muni-
tions and supplies, while their onpon-
ents will ‘have virtually everything
they require.

The Serbians on the Katchanik fron.
tier, and also on the southwest cornor
of their country continue to hold back
the invaders, as do the Anglo-French
forces in tic southeast. The Russians
are repor:ed to have prepared an army
of 250,000 for operations in the Bal
kans, but the point at which they will
strike has not been indicated.

Whiie the Allies are showing re-
newed activity in Galkpoli, the most
important engagements are - taking
place on the Austro-Italian froni, and
while Garizia has not yet fal-
len, it has been rendered un-
tenable, a fate which, likewise, ap-
pears to be awaiting Riva, in the Tren-
tino. The station at Riva has come
within range of the Italian guns. This
latter jnformation, contained in the
Vienna official communication, gives
some confirmation to the rimors that
Rovereto-has been evacnated by the
Austrians.

Great Improvement, Serbian Legation
Says.

Paris, Nov. 24—The Serbian lega-
tion said today that there had been a
great improvement in the strategic
situation of the Serbian forces., The
following note, reiterating the an-
nouncement of a Serbian victory west
of Nish, was issued today at the lega-
tion:

“The situation of the Serbian army
is improving slightly. Following the
Bulgarian defeat in the northwestern
part of the Kossovo Plaln,‘qienr Le-
bans, the enemy, according to news

“The Serbian army, after having
avolded several efforts to surround it
in its retreat today finds itself pressed
from the west and north by the Au
tro-German army and ffom the north-
east and east by the Bulgarian army
A junction with Gen. Sarrails
(French) army has not yet been ef-
fected. The Serbians, while not see-
ing complete salvation, find at least a
great improvement in their strategic
situation.

“For the moment the Serbians have
only one way out, namely retreat to-
ward the Albanian and Montenegrin
mountains. The endeavor to pierce
the Bulgarian front near Uskup ap-
pears to be succeeding, judgidg from
the latest despatches from Prisrend.
It the Allied forces, increased by the
debarkation of British troops, can
make their advance to the north co-
incident, a junction with the Serblan
troops would be realized and would
necessarily cause retreat of the Bul-
garian troops which are pushing on to-
ward: Tetovo, Prilep and Monastir,
The westera part of New Serbia would
thus be freed of enemy forces and the
Serbians, grouped with allied contin-
gents, would be able to stop the ad
vance of their three armies.”

Premier Salandra Finds Able Ally in
Signor Orlando.

Berlin, Nov. 24, by wireless to Say-
ville.—The Nord Deusch Allegemeine
Zeitung publishes an article concern-
ing a speech made at Palermo by Pre-
miér Salandra of Italy. Quoting from
this article, the Overseas News Agen-
cy says: {

“Premier Salandra declared: ‘I am
proud that I won Signor Orlando (Ital-
ian minister of justice) as a collabora-
tor. He was unwilling to become a
member of the cabinet, but when I in-
formed him that I was about to create
a ministry to prepare for war he did
not” hesitate.’

“The Nord Deutsch Allegemeine Zei.
tung states that this presents proof
that Premier Salandra was preparing
for war when he formed the cabinet
in November, 1914, whereas it has
been represented that the decision for
war was not reached until last Spring,
when the_attitude of Austria forced
Italy to make the decision.”
