Borden, urging that 
an investigation be instituted Into the 
high prices of lumber charged by 
coast manufacturera. The Calgary 
people charged profiteering in prices 
that Canadian consumers were die 
criminated against while American 
buyers were flavored it was claimed 
also Uiat as a resurf tmsinees was 
held up on the prairie. and til at in­
dustrial unrest waa following.

When apprised of the change®, sec­
retary R.H R. Alexander, of the B.C. 
Lumber Manufacturers' Association,, 
said that this had been the first com­
plaint the coast men had ever receiv­
ed from Canadian builders on prices 
charged, and that he feared no in­
vestigation. "As a matter of fact, 
he said, "we have been doing very 
little business with prairie buyers, 
who have been doing most of their 
business with the mountain mille. It 
is true that we hae been doing a big 
business with American buyers but 
they are paying higher prices thani 
the prairies. There is no discrimina­
tion. We are «Imply carrying on 
business as usual supplying all mar­
ket» that we are able to. There is 
not the building going on this year 
that we had hoped for, and as a mat­
ter of fact prices are not as high as 
this time last year. It is the same in 
the lumber industry as any other line 
of business; when the cost of oper­
ation Increases then the prices of the 
commodity must be increased accord­
ingly."
