Policeman Linton, the first witness
called, stated that on June 18, at 8.60
am. while he wa spatrolling Brussels
streot, Percy Campbell told himn that
a Mr, Morrison was dying or dead at
his home 140 Brussels street, He ac:
companied Campbell to the house and
found Morrison's body on the floor
in a kneeling position with his head
over & commode, He feit the pulie
and noticed the body was cold, notd
fled Dr. Mlemming, who on arrival,
and after examination pronounced the
man dead. Coroner Porter was also
advised, and gave permission to re
move the body to an undertaking
establishment Sergeant MclLeese
came to the house amd made an in.
vestigation with the witness. A small
box containing some green pilis was
found on the mantle. There was con
siderable vomit on the commode, and
acting on instructions witness collect
ed it and took it to the hospital to
Dr. Abramson for examination,

Witness saw the decoased in a cell
at the police station about a week
before his death. He'was in a miwer.
ablo condition of health. When wit
ness found the body 4t was cold and
rgld, The cover was off the box of
pllls when found and {t was not full,

Pollee Sergeant Horace 1. MeLewse
corroborated the pravious witness,
Heo sald that in the course of investi
gating he found on 4 show case in the
shop of the accused, half a green tab-
lot, the other half lay nearby in a
pulverisad condition, On axjumining
the body no slgns of violence were
appareént, There was about a quart
of vomit in the commode, It did not
appear similar to that which wouid
come from an upset stomach,

Witnead found the decoased’s bank
book in a coat hanging in the kitchen
It showed a balance of $2,489, A quan-
Uty of change mostly in coppers
amounting to $2.87, and aleo the prop
erty of the accused, was found on the
tabie

The decensed had ltved 4n St. John
about a year; previous to that he
lived on & farm at Norton, which he
sold on coming to the city,

James P. Campbell sald that he Jiv-
ed in the flat above the deceased, On
the day previous to his death the deo.
ceawodl had dinner and supper with
the family of the witness, and had
asked that the witness come down
with @ cup of tea to him the next
morning. Witnewss went down and
kuocked at the door of the decoased
next morning but recelved no answer,
He ontered and found the deceased
lylng by the edde of his bed. He im-
modiately started to get Dr. WMem
ming, and on the way met OfMcer
Linton, who he told what happened
and took him back to the house.
Witness then went to work,

Since taking up quarters on Brus.
sela streot In May the deceased never
appearad in very good health, The
wife of the deceased had sald her
husband drank heavily, bt witness
had never seen any indication of it
The deceased’'s wife and threo child.

iren had left the house and gone to

the wife's father 'a few days previous
to his return from jadl,

Dr, H. L. Abragwon, provincial an
alyist stated that he had performed
an awdopsy on the body of the deceas-
od, which was that of a well develop.
ed but poorly nourished man, There
was no sign of disease of the heart,
aithough the muscles were soft and
flabby. The Mver indicated polsoning
by areonic, mercury or some simdlar
toxie poleon. The condition of the
stomach could not be caused by lemon
exiract, but could be by eorrosive
poisoning, Vomiting was not the pri-
mary cause of death. The decoased
had chronie kidney trouble, suffictent
to cane dsenth. Moercurie pofson, if
revare, would cause vomiting, From
the examination made it could not be
determined if death was due to pofson-
ing alone.

M. V. Paddock, provinelal anatysist,
stated that he made a chemical anal
aysis of the tablets submitted to him
by the palice and found them to be
corrosive sublimate, blchioride of
mergiry. There were 16 pills in the
box, On examination of the vomit
submitted no evidence could be found
of meiallie polsoning wuch as would
be caused by mercury, nor were there
indicationg of metalle polvoning of
any kind. The bi-chloride of mercury
tablets were weally used as an anti
vepiic yakh, The box was plainly
market polson and bore the nanie’ of
Mowatt's drug store,

Sergoant Mcleess was mecalled to
fdentify the box. He said that ho has
taken them to Mowatt's drug store but
the dlerk could not identify them and
vald they looked as though they had
been bought for some time,

The wife of the decelised stated that
she laft the box of pills in another
box from which they had been remov
ed durfng her absence. They had
been used 10 bathe the foot of the
deceased which had been injured and
developed gangrene,

My, Mary McPartland, 240 Brussels
treot, married woman, stated that
she lved in the flat above the sccused
