“Sir Wilfrid Laurier the Living Embodi-

ment of the Spirit Required in Canada.” .

Canadda has completed the remarkable
election series begun by Gieat Britain
and continued by the United States; for
she has ndt only retained Sir Wilfrid
Launier in office, but most w.expectedly
increased his majonity. Especially remark-
able is the defeat of the leading opposition
chiefs, notably the Conservative leader,
Sir Charles Tupper himself. This is more
striking even than Sir William Harcount’s
lost Derby of 1895, since the veteran
United Empire. Loyalist had been unde-
feated for 40 years, .

. Mr, Macdonald also, the son of “Good
0O!d Tomorrow,” has been routed, after
resigning his premiership .of Manitoba ex-
pressly to fight the election. It almost
Jooks as if Sir Wilfnid Laurier might be
in for as long a spell of power as Sir John
Macdonaid formerly enjoyed. We are
heanttily glad at Sir Wilfnid’s vietory. Not
only is this French-Canadian *but enthu-
siastic British imperialist statesman onc
of the most inspiring and useful .person-
glities in the empire, but the election at-
tempits to tum race feeling to his disaid-
vantiage deserved a severe defeat. Sir-Wil-
frid Laurier is the living embodiment of
the spirit required in Canada.

Election a Victory of Personality of Sir

y Wilfrid.

The Canadian election is an overwhelm-
victory for a personality—the personality
of Bir Wilfrid Laurier. Against that per-
sonality Sir Charles Tupper has little to
set. Ti’é result would probably have been
otherwise had the Consrvative leader been
Sir John Macdonald,the man who by shear
force of ‘personal’ magnetism: held Casiada
in'his hand for twenty out of the first
twenty-four years of Confederation. But
no ‘man- has arisen to fill Sir John Mac-
donald’s place; his son last month resign-
ed the Manitoba premiership and stood
for the Brandon district of Manitoba
against Mr.. Sifton, but the electorate
would have none of him.

Sir Charles Tupper has lost his own
seat in his native province of Nova Scotia
and his parliamentary lieutenant, the Hon.
G. E. Foster, has suffered a similar fate
in New Brunswick. The triumph of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier is indeed complete. In
1896 it was French Canada that gave him
his victory. Instead of the slight pre-
dominance whi ch Liberalism formerly held
in.that province the French: canadians
rose in overwhelming enthusiasm to the
prospect of a féderal premier of their own
race and creed; and, despite the .Catholic
hierarchy who did ,not, like the sectarian
chool policy of, Canadian Liberalism,. Sir
ﬁViIfrjd then carried Quebec by a majority
of forty-nine Liberal seats to sixteen Con-
servptive.."And today the same racial pre-
ference. has, made him. still more . strik-
ingly. the political master ‘of French Can-
ada. .. Sgr g il N e Wl
* The maritime - provinces follow Quebec’s
lead under the  vigorous guidance of Mr.
Tielding, the author of the preferential
tariff, and Mr. Blair, the pugnacious min-
ister of railways, and thus the Conserva-
tive tendencies of Ontario and other min-

‘or provinces are quite lost in the general

result,

It is right to insiet upon this personal
element in the struggle, because the poli-
tical issues were of no real significance.
In the matter of Imperialism, the dif-
ference between the two parties was one
of degree merely, Sir Charles Tupper de-
vlared that Sir Wilfrid Laurier only sent
a Canadian contingent to Sonth Africa
when forced to do so by public opinion.
But he sent it, and it hat done Canada
and the Empire loyal and splendid ser-
vice; and that was enough for the elec-
torate. Mr. Tarte, Sir Wilfrid’s closest
confident in public life, did not, as so
many English commentators imagine, op-
pose the sending of the contingent; he
held that parliament should first have
been consulted—and so, beyond a doubt,
it sheuld.. But the electorate cares little
for, fine constitutional points, however well
{aken, and the vote of Quebec is Sir
Wilfrid’s unanswerable reply fo the rest-
léss French Canadian politicians of his own
party.

Mr. Tarte was branded a disloyalist by
Sir Charles Tupper, and some journalists
in England have taken up the cry. It is

" to his credit that Mr. Chamberlain, by

his attitude toward Mr. Tarte as Canadian

‘commissioner at thé Paris Exposition, did

what in him lay to discredit this piece
of partisan folly; and it is significent that
these racial appeals have found no response
in ‘the maritime provinces where United
¥mpire loyalism is most deepseated. There
remains the preferential tariff. Sir Charles
Pupper, Imperialist though he is, sought
16 undermine public confidence in the
ntinistry because it had given the mother
céuntry a prefcrence with no equivalent,
He iwould have bargained the Canadian
preference to British manufacturers for a
British preference to colonial food pro-
ducts. It mattered nct that Mr .Cham-
berlain years ago declared against any bar-
gain of the kind. Unless the colonies
ade frée trade possible within the empire
by bringing their dutics upon British

nufactures ‘down to actual revenue
needs and a; non-protective level, he would
‘have nothing to say to any Zollverein pro-
posal. - :

And to clinch the matt-r Sir Michael
Hicks Beach went down to Bristol the
other day to ‘declare to the world that a
Zollverein at any price is impossible for
Trée Trade and Open Do-r England. Is
it any wonder that when, Sir Charles Tup-
per has charmed in vain; and that by his
very charming Le has given even Mr.
Chamberlain’s pet proposal its last kick?
Canada will, we believe, under Sir Wilfrid
Jaurier’s, guidance, -1ather wake her way
towards free trade, in her own fashion, of
course, and as her growing prosperity per-
mits. On the whole Canada and the Em-
pire may be conaratulated upon the resu't
of the election, for it marks a victory for
a sane and tolerant Imperialism.
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Sees an Exiensive Political Future for Sir
Wilfrid.

The defeat of thé Conservatives has
been signal and complete, and: they have
been saved. fromi practical’ annibilation
only by the steadiness' of Ontario, which
alone among the provindes of the Vddt'u'ip-

ion has returned a Conservative majority.
Sir Charles Tupper himself, the veteran
leader of the Conservative party, has
been defeated in Cape Breton by 500
votes this being his first defeat in forty
years of parliamentary life; and Mr.
Foster, his minister of finance, has been
defeated in St. John. In the province of
Quebec, where the greatest strength of
the government was naturally to be look-
ed for, fifty-six Liberals have been re-
turned to only eight Conservatives; and
even in Ontario the Liberals have won
thirty-six seats against their opponents
fifty-four. In British Columbia the num-
ber are equal; but in every other prov-,
ince the government has secured a sub-
stantial majority anid is fully entitled to
claim that it possesses the entire con-
fidence of electors,

The words Conservative and Liberal, as
they are applied in Canada have, no
doubt, very distinct significations, but
different in kind from those which attach
to the same words at home; and the dif-
fenrenices avhich ‘they express, or the
senses in which they are understood in
the dominion, have of late years been
to a large extent obscured by the course
of events, which hag not permitted
either party even to profess to act up to
the full measure of its theoretical or
traditional policy. The most important
line -of divisions between the two parties
is probably that the Conservatives adhcre
to the principle of protection while the
Liberals are, to say the least, inclined
to coquet with free trade. They have re-
cently been responsible for the admis-
sion of British manufactures 'at a pre-
ferential rate -of duty, and their action
has Dbeen condemned by the Conserva-
tives on the plea that the power of con-
ferring an advantage of this kind upon
the mother country should have been
used as a lever for the obtaining of some
analogous advantages with regard to
Canadian produce in English markets.

This. doctrine appears to have been
pushed a little too far and to have been
at least partly. responsible for the de-
feat. ! The sound instimct of the public
has enabled them to see that it would
be out of the question to expect Eng-
land to depart from her free trade policy
so far as to impose, for the benefit of
Canada, an import duty upon the produce
of foreign countries, and that the better
course was to make the concessions in a
broad and liberal spirit, trusting that it
might produce reciprocal benefits in an
inditect manner and, not least conspicu-
ously, by the evidence which it would
afford of friendly feeling and of apprecia-
tion of the position of Canada as an in-
tegral part of the empire. Apart from this
matter, the years of Sir Wilfrid. Laurier’s
premiepship | have coincided with a period
of great prosperity in Canada; and, just
as it used to be said in England that the
Liberal - party. assumed to..themselves the
entire ‘credit of a bountiful harvest, so
the Libetal '‘party 'in Oarada have, no
doubt attributed the prosperity to the
general policy of their government, and
have painted with pride to results which,
in some degree, they may certainly be
credited’ with having promoted.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, moreovsr, ' bas
shown one of the first qualifications of a
statesman in his power of selecting strong
men as members of his cabinet, and his
government ’has derived much support
from the popularity of Mr. Fielding in
Nova Scotia, of Mr. Blair in New Bruns-
wick, of Sir Louis Davies in Prince Ed-
ward Island, and of Mr. Sifton in the
Northwest. “The Conservatives, on the
other hand, have had no effective “cry”
with which to go to the country. Sir
Charles Tupper has dwelt chiefly upon
what was done by his party thirty years
ago; and voters, of all varieties of the
human race, have the shorest memories.
The simple principle of letting well alone
would seem to have been an important
factor in the contest.

The progress and results of an
election -in the dominion can never fail
to be “interesting and important to the
mother country; although it is evident
that the English public may be unable
precisely to grasp and measure ‘the full
effect of the ‘detnils upon which it may
tutn, or to apply their own experience
to the solution ‘of political problems
which differ greatly from those with
which they afe familiar at home. On the
present occasion it is iprobable that the
first impulse of every Englishman will be
to feel pleasure that the government un-
der which the gallant Canadian volun-
teers wlere dispatched to fight side by
side with oir own soldiers in South Af-
rica should again receive from the con-
stituencies an unmistakable proof of
their unabated, or even of their
increased  confidence. Both parties
in Canada are Imperialists; and we be-
lieve that fhe Conservatives, if they had
been in power, would have pursued, in
this respect, the same ocourse that was
pursued by the Liberals,

Nevertheless, it fell to the Liberals, as
a matter of fact, to do the work, and it
was done with g promptitude, a grace-
fulness, and a liberality which could not
have been Surpassed, and which Great
Britain will never forget. As far as ob-
taining - popularity in this country was
concerned,’. Sir ‘Wilfrid Laurier and his
cabinet had q magnificent opportunity,
and they employed it to the full. That
they should do o was the more gratify-
ing when we consider that the baclkbone
of their strength jis derived from the
French population of the dominion, and
especially from Quebec, which, from cir-
cumstances which e, perhaps, do not
fully understand, was less strongly repre-
sented in South Africa than some other
provinces.

We have no doubt ‘that Sir Wilfrid
Laurier will be encouraged by his ma-
jority to pursue principles of government
which seem unquestionably to have pro-
moted the welfare of the dominion; and
we may confidently expect that the recent
increase in commerce and in manufac-
turers, and the wise application of tne
national resources to purposes of pubile
utility, will be as marked features of the
future as they have been -of the past.
The absence of any political questions of
the first importance upon which parties
may be clearly divided seems to indicate,
in such a case as that of Canada, the pos-.
wessions of that supreme felicity which
cuhminates in the absence of a history.
And we can utter no better wish for the
future. of the| dominion than that this

Washington, Nov. 20.—The Japanese le-
gation has received from the foreign of-
fice at Tokio the text of the Chinese
imperial edict ‘dated the 13th inst., on
the punishment of- the anti-foreign of-
ficials. Tt is to the folowing effect:

“Orders have been already issued for
%5, punishment of the officials respons-
ible “for opeming hostilities upon friendly
powers and bringing the country into
“the ‘présénit critical condition by neglect-
ing to suppress, and even by encouraging
khe Boxers. But as Pekin and its neigh-
borhood have not yet been entirely clear-
ed of the Boxers, the innocent people are
still suffering terribly through the devas-
tabion of their fielMds and the destruction
of  their houses, a state of affairs which
cannot fail to fill one with the bitterest
fe?’ljugs,agnzinat these - officials. And if
they are not severely punished, how can
ithe anger of the people be appeased and
the indignation of the foreign powers al-
layed ?

“Accordingly, Prince Tuan is hereby
deprived of his title and rank, and shall,
together with Prince Chwang, who has
already been deprived of . his title, be
delivered to the dlan court to be kept in
prison until the restoration of peace,
when they shall be banished to Shenking
to be imprisoned for life. Prince Yi and
Tsai Yung, who have been already de-
prived of their titles are also to be deliv-
ered to the clan court for imprisonment,
ment, while Prince Tsai Lien, also al-
ready depmived of title and rank, is to
be kept confined in his own house.

Austria will be
isolated. The natural result would be
that Russia would have much easier sail-
ing in the Balkans. This conclusion no
doubt- explains the Rossiya’s article. Tt is
the wish, not the facts so formally mar-
shalled, that fathered this thought.

London, Nov. 19—In an opinion of Car-
dinal Vaughan the twentieth century will
dawn on a world badly out of joint and
sick unto death. This and other equally
pessimistic statements form the major
part of an address issued by the cardinal
in reference to the pilgrimage to Rome
next month. The cardinal declares:

“In the present condition of society
the temporal sovereignty of the holy see
is absolutely necessary for good govern-
ment of the church and men’s souls. The
sense of uncertainty and unrest is uni-
versal. Races are exasperated agains$
races. Rival nations have provoked each
other to strife. Envy, jealousy, hatred,
desires for revenge, avarice, greed of
power and influences have broken out
among the nations like a plague of vicss
that threaten to destroy them. Remedies
have been applied, but remidies are
worthless. The nations called a conference
for peace, but excluded the pope. They
have forged weapons of destruction,estab-
lished complsory education without re-
ligion, preached the gospel of commenrce,

Will Give Free Site, Water and

Progress of the Canada North-
ern Railway

ACROSS MANITOBA.

Great Expectations for This Great
Trsnscontinental Line -- Winter
Has Stopped Track Laying, but
It Will Be Vigorously Resumed
in the Spring.

Winnipeg, Mann., Nov. 19.—Track-lay-
ing on the new Canadian trans-comtinental
line, the Canadian Nomthern, is over for
the year. In the spring the work will
be pushed from three amd possibly five
poinks in the &fc1t to cover the distamce
from deep water on Lake Superior to deep
water on the north Pacifiec. This fall the
west end of the road has passed the
nonthwest corner of the province of Mani-
toba, and is well inside the vast territory
of Saskatchewan. In the spring it will be
pushed on to Prince Albert, and work
may begin at a peint still farther west
and the road graded both east to Prince
Albertt and west to Yellowhead pass
thrcugh the Rockies. Now the line of
rails runs clear across the province of
Maniteba, from the nonthwestern to the
southeastern corner, amnd at the lattier
boundary crosses into Minnesota to the
Rainy River, where a bridge is being
built, on which the road will pass out of
‘the state into the provinece of Ontario.
Here and -extending to the eastward
there is a break of one hundred miles.
At the east end of this the track com-
mences again and rms through to Lake
Superior. Next spring rails will be laid
from both ends of this break to a con-
mediion, which will be made early in the
season.  Wiith this work dome there will
be a through line for freight from the
Atllantic ports of Quebec and Montreal
over subsidized and associated lines to
the great lakes on Georgian Bay amd
dlhence over the lakes on the ships of ‘the
Canadian Atlantic Steamship company of
Duluth to the head of Lake Supenior, and
on by mil past Winnipeg into Saskatche-
wan.,

All this makes the competition of the
trans-continental line seem less of an im-
possibility than it did a year ago, when
work was commenced. Then the plan was
regarded as a “fake.” Now railroad men
begin to look upon it as pretty close to a
reality.

The entire
population of many whole villages will be
moved “frem  newthern Europe, and a
wholesale migration of Finns, Doukho-
bors, Galicians, Mennonites and Ieeland-
ers i now being planned by the agents
of a Canadian immigration bureau now in
the north of Kurope.

There is a mpidly growing sentiment
among the poople of the more sottled parts
of the provinces of Manitoba and Assini-
boine agaimst the importation hither of
any more of these pesple into parts of the
country now fairdy well setitled, and this
has led the govermment to plan to fill
these vast new poaivies with them, for
wottlers mut be had or (he immense
amount spent inducing roads to build
there will bring no return.

Paris, Nov. 20—The debate on the budget
for the ministry of foreign- affairs, was con-
tinued in the chamber of deputies today.
Minister of Foreign Affairs Delcasse, ' ex-
plaining the origin of the force necessary
to relieve the foreign legations at Pekin,
referred to the heroism displayed in the
defence of the legations and declared the
accusation of cruelty against the French
and international troops to be unfounded.

M. Deleasse traced the submission of the
French note as the basis of the negotiations
and said it was nécessary to obtain a
guarantee for the future against similar
deeds or attempts. Ife added:

“Everyone desires to end the situation.
No one will think of diminishing the
strength of our forces in China until the
conflict is ended. The chamber may rest
assured that the government will negleot
nothing to conclude it quickly.”
