COLOMBIA'S VAIN
PROTEST MADE PUBLIC

Roosevelt Transmits General Reyes”
Scathing Denunciation of Yankee
Perfidy in Panama to the U. S
Senate,

Washington, Jan. 18—President Roose-
velt transmitted to the Senate today ad-
ditional correspondence touching the re-
lations of the United States with Colum-
bia and Panama, covering the period from
December 23, 1903, to January 6 last.

A statement of grievances on the part
of Colombia was presented to the State
department by Gewsral Reyes on Decem-
ber 13. General Keyes says that the
course- of the United States has worked
deep injury to Colombia and he cited the
treaty of 1846 as showing that the inde
pendence and sovereignty of Colombia
was to be maintained intact between the
two governments. General Reyes sad
with reference to the Hay-Herran treaty
that the same course was followed in Bo-
gota as was pursued in Washington.

General Reyes says that Panama has
become independent because the govern-
ment of the United States desired it; be-
cause with its incomparably superior force
the United States prevented the landing
of Colombian troops; because even before
the separatist movement was known in
Bogota, the United States had its war
vessels at the entrance of Colombian ports
preventing the departure of Colombian
battalions, “becanise without regard to
the precedent established by statesmen
who have dealt with this matter, the
United States has not respected our
rights; because the government of the
United States invoking and putting into
practice the right of might has taken
from us by bloodless conquest the most
important part of the national territory.’

$150,000 FIRE AT

New Haven, Conn., Jan. 18—Fire and
water badly wrecked the Hoadley build-
ing, corner of Church and Crown streets
tonight, causing a loss which will aggre-
gate $150,000.
