JAPS LOST 20,000
SAYS STOESSEL

Port Arthur Commander,

in Report to Czar, Tells

of Terrific Fighting---“Fiercest Assault That
Ever was” Repulsed---Admits Loss of 203 Metre

Hill and Bombardment of Ships.

|

St. Petersburg, Dec. 18—General Stoes-
sel’'s despatches to the emperor, which
were rcceived Friday night, were given
out today. The first is dated Nov. 25, and
is as follows:—

“I am happy to inform your majesty
that on Nov. 20, after an increased bom-
bardment, the Japanese attacked one of
| the forts on the mortheastern fromnt and
leaped with a portion of their forces vn
the parapet. They were annihilated by
rifle fire and the bayonet, and thrown back
! into the trenches. Their reserves were
| scattered by shrapnel. :

“From Nov. 21 to Nov. 23, the enemy
violently bombarded the forts and in spite
of great losses, effected by their persever-
ance, a passage between two forts on
| the northeastern front.

“At 5.30 o'clock in the evening of Nov.
23, after heavy firing, the Japanese sud-
denly thurled themselves against several
works on this front, seized a portion of the
trenches, but they were thrown back by
the reserves after a fierce bayonet strug-
fe. They teturned to the assault at mid-
night and again occupied a part of the
trenches, but were annchilated by our
bayonets. At 2 o’dlock in the morning all
was over and your majesty’s heroic troops
were able to rest and to stari repairing
the damage caused by the bombardment.

“From the 20th ito the 24th, the Japan-
ese lost more than 2,000 men. All of our
troops behaved as heroes.. The following
especially distinguished themselves: Gen-
erals Kondratenko, Nikitin (commander of
the artillery), and Gorbatowsky and Lieut.
Colonel Naumenko. (A dozen other offi-
cers in lower grades are also mentioned in
the despaltch). :

“Bombardment of the town and harbor
continue daily. A number of building®
bave been destroyed, and the harbor has
susiained some damage. The garrisons are
in excellent spirits.”

In another despatch, dated Nov. 28,
General Stoessel says:—

A Bloody Fight.

“The 26th and 27th were the blocdiest
days in the assaults on Port Arthur. The
atitacks began on fthe might of the 25th
against our left flank near Pigeon Bay.
The first was repu'sed with great loss to
the Japanese. The same night the enemy
attacked a detachment on Pantung mocun-
tain, but were repulsed, as also was their
attack on Visokaia (203 Meltre) Hill.

“On the 26tﬂl,‘bhe Japanese began to
bombard and attack fiercely the forts on
the northeastern front and the advanced
trenches. The trenches repeatedly changed
hands. Nevertheless, on the night of the
26th we threw back the Japanese at the

nd]! point of the bayonet. The enemy succeed-

ed in blowing up the parapet of one cf the
foaits, and began building parallels there.
A’F another fort on the same night, they
haid sacks along the ramparts, but out ar-
tillery dispersed them. Towards 10 o’clock
that evening the Japanese attacked a bat-
tery of our left flank in considerable
strength, and at first obtained possession
of a portion of the works; but our heroes
brought bayonets into use and the Japan-
esa. retired, leaving a theap of their men.
Along the whole front the Japanese re-
opened a violent fire against the interior
of the foriress, keeping it up until 5
o’clock in the morning of Nov. 27.

“The help which God sent to us on the
birthday of our mother, the Czarina, gave
us further victory.”

The message memtions the same four of-
ficers as given in the preceding despateh,
together with several who specially dis-
tinguished themselves.

Tokio, Dec. 19—10 a. m.—The Japanese
have lo:ts two torpedo beats during all the
operations against the batleship Sovasto-
pol, which was reported yesterday, in ad-
vices from Port Arthur, to be completely
disabled.

Thrilling Account of Taking 203
Metre Hill.

Che Foo, Dec. 18—For ferocity and sus-
tained desperation om both sides, the strug-
gle for ithe possession of High Hill prob-
ably was the most remarkable in the his-
tory of the siege of Port Amthur—a siege
noted for slaughter. ;

This statement is based on an interview
which the correspondent of the Associated
Press had with Commander Mizzeneoff,
executive officer of ‘the batitleship Poltava
up to the ‘time the vessel was disarmed,
and who left Port Arthur in a sail boat
Dec. 15 and arrived here Dec. 16, bearing
despatches which were turned over to the
Russian comsul for transmission to St.
Potersburg. These despaltches, it is under-
stood, consist partly of a statistical report
of the effedt of the Japanese bombard-
ments and fthere is nothing in them to in-
dicate 'that (General [Stoessel is without
hope that the fortress avill be able to hold
oult.

Commander Mizzeneoff, who was wound-
ed in the leg durmg the bafttle of High
Hill, said to the Associated Press corre-
spondent:

“Since the Japanese, on the 28th, began
their attack on High Hill, which they. call
208 Metre Hiil, the fighlting has been con-
tinmous. The steep and sandy slopes of
the hill were streaked amd dotted svith
sniow when the Japanese began the battle
wihidh was destined to furnish so many
deeds of heroism that they became com-
! ce. There was so much slaughter
thalt even Port Arthur’s war-hardened vet-
erans shuddered at the sight.

“The enemy went down in squads and
companies, but there /were always ofthers
grimly coming forward. Their bravery
iwas beyond praise, as was thatt of our owm
men. Somdtimes the fighting was hand-
to-hand, with the muzzles of the rifles at
the breasts of the contestants, the bay-
onets being used as _swords.

“I'he sides of the hill were strewn with
bodies, and the sniow was crimsoned with
the blood of the wounded, some of whom
thad crawled into it, seekihg im its cold-
ness surcease for their dying agonies.

“fViren the Japanese retired under an
amtillery fire, the Russiams re-ocoupied the
summiit.

“The second and third assaults were re-
plicas of the first, alithough the second was
#the most ferocious, being nearly all hand-
to-hand fighting in which mercy was
neither asked nor given. 2

“‘The Japamese adopted a cunious ex-
pedient which assisted them greatly in the
third assault. They had prepared huge
piles of wood, coal and cornstalks, which
they ignited, ‘the wind being in the faces
of the Rusatans. The resultant fire was
immense and the flames and smoke com-
pelled the Russians to retire.

“Tihe red glare from the fire disclosed a
ghastly picture more imfernal than ever
dreamed by Danlte.

“The assaults thus far had cost ‘the Jap-
anese easily 12,000 men, while our owi
were under 2,000. The sides of the hill
were literally covered with dead amnd
wounded. The trenches were Tivulets of
blood and every visible spot was dyed
crimson. :

“ ‘We might re-take the hill, said Gen-
eral Stoessel, ‘but the hill is not of suffi-
cienlt importance to ms to justify further
sacrifice.”

“Following the third assault, an armis-
fice of five houns was agreed to in order
to bury the dead.

“In this task great speed was necessary.
The Japanese undoubtedly made many
awful mistakes and beyomd doubt heaps
of containing many helpless wounded were
shovelled into pits and trenches. The Jap-
anese could not, owing to the darkness
and their feverish haste, distinguish be-
tween the dead and woumded.

“Scarcely an officer panticipating in the
battle of High Hill escaped unhurt and
the proporition of young officers killed was
very ‘high.”
