Halifax, Aug. 20—About two years ago
the Bank of Yarmouth closed its doors,
and later when the bank was wound up,
the shareholders had to endure a loss not
only of the amount of their stocks, b‘f't’
they had to pay the double liabjlity. This
brought financial ruin to many Yarmouth
people, though no business house, so far
as known, was seriously involved.

Fallowing the failure of the bank the
cashier, D. W. Johns, was arrested and a
year ago was tried on a charge of furnish-
ing wilfully false returne ¢0 the govern-
ment under the bamking act.

The sequel to this came today when Sen-
ator John Lovitt, of Yarmouth, the presi-
dent of the defunct bank, and S. A. Oro-
well, its vice-president, were arrested in
that town under a charge laid by J. Lyons
Hatfield, of making wilfully false and de-
ceptive returms to the finance department
regarding the affairs of the bank.

Charles S. Pelton, J. P., before whom
they were brought, adjourned the prelim-
inary examination to next Thursday, and
admitted the senator and Mr. Crowell to
bail pending the examination. J. J. Rit-
chie, K. C., and E. N. Clements appeared
for the prosecution, and S. S. Pelton, K.

Council Declines to Allow Some of
Late Chairman's Charges

Will Ask Government to Refund
Money--Horse Races Today--
School Attendance Less Than
Twenty Years Ago--Other

Fredericton, Aug. 20—A “special com-
mittee of the county council met here this
afbernAon to Ftraighten out the tangle
which has arisen in connection Wwith the
board of health account. A statement
was read from Dr. MacNeill, ex-chairman
of the board, accounting for the expen-
diture of the sum of $850 voted for the
expenses of the board at the January
meeting in 1905. The committee took ex-
ception to two items, one for $125 paid
for legal expenses and the ex-chairman’s
account for personal expenses amounting
to $10540. The legal expenses were the
costs of an application to a judge of the
supreme court for an order compelling
the secretary-treasurer of the county to
pay the board of health account. The
chairman acted without first calling a
meeting of the board and although the
chief justice granted the order asked for,
it was set aside by the full bench on ap-
peal, the county therefore winning the
case. The committee held that the late
chairman had no right to dharge the costs
up to the county and they decided to
make an application to the provincial gov-
ernment for a refund. They will also ask
that $65 of the amount paid the chair-
man for personal services be refunded
and they will suggest some amendments
to the public health act. The money
voted at the last meeting of the council
for the current expenses of the board has
not yet been paid over to the new chair-
man pending a settlement of the diffi-
culty with. Dr. McNeill.

Continuing, |
he stated that he did not believe that
the fact that many children are continu-
ally on the streets and do not go to school
was all that was the cause of the falling
off in the attendance, but he felt that
what is known as “race suicide” was
largely the cause of the change.

THOUSANDS OF CHILEAN

- EARTHQUAKE VICTIMY

The 'Property Loss is

Estimated More Than

$200,000,000

Every Building in Valparaiso
Habitable—Many Smaller

Damaged and None of Them
Places Totally Destroyed---

Isle of Juan Fernandez Devastated—Santiago’s Casual-
ties Not So Great-—Good Order Maintained and Famine

Unlikely.

The earthquakes in Ohile have ceased,
the resultant fires are out and the author-
ities and people of the two cities, Val-
paraiso and Santiago, are taking organized
steps to Telieve euffering,® care for the
wounded and bury the dead. The period
of succor has entered.

Despatches  received from Chiie teday
tend to show that the firet estimate of cas-
ualties and material damage had been
greatly exaggerated, and that the peopie
of Valparaiso are becoming calmer. The
fear of further shocks has been removed
by a statement issued from the observa-
tory, and today it became possible, for the
first time, to organize relief work, begin a
systematic search of the ruins for the
dead, and care for the injured. :

Santiago is coming ‘to the rescue of her
suffering sister. Public subscriptions have
been opened for money, clothing and pro-
visions, and the capital is caring for all
refugees from Valparaiso who make their
way across the mountains.

The government is putting down pillage,
wherever it breaks out, with troops.

It is still imposaible to reach and correct
estimate of the dead and wounded. The
reports from Chile are most conflicting.
A large section of the country, however,
was visited by the catastrophe of last
Thurseday, and cabled estimates of casual-
ties Tefer in some instances to particular
localities, notably Valparaiso, and in
others evidently to -the entire district
which suffered from the shock.

Thousands of Dead.

The number of dead in Valparaiso
doubtless will run into the hundreds, and
for the entire country probably into the
thousands.

The property damage is estimated at
from two thundred to three hundred mil-
lion dollars. ; .

Relief is being organized with system,
and the government has taken complete
control of the situation. The foreign lega-
tions are active »in‘ relief measures, as are
private persons, and the greatest energy
is being devoted to getting supplies for
the destitute. The government has au-
thorized the principal governors to epend
all money necessary for the relief of the
meedy in their distriots.

Every Building Damaged.

The statement is made that every build-
ing in Valparaiso has been damaged, ani
the city has been described as “yninhabi-
table.” The Almendral quarter and the
principal streets are mere theaps of ruins.
The people still throng the surrounding
hills and the seashore and many are leav-
ing the locality as best they may.

It ds raported that at several points the
ocast has lifted above its former lever.

Hospital and medical supplies are being
sent down to Valparaiso from Santiago.
A commercial corisis is feared and very lit-
tle busimess is being done.

The Epglish firms located at Valparaiso
do not appear to have sustained heavy
loss, and it does not appear that any
toreigners have been killed.

Santiago suffered much less than Val-
paraiso. : The number of dead in
Santiago 8 reported as  twenty.
A local rwelief committee has been

organized, the street cars have reﬂmm.ori
cunning and the normal aspect of the city
is mapidly returning. Refugees from Val-
paraiso are coming in im greater mumbens
every hour. The railways are not yet in
operation. :
It is reported that gix or eight towns In
the stmicken district have been destroyed,
but details are still lacking. Vina Del
Mar, which is a suburb of Valparaiso, is
is described as almost entirely im ruins.
There are fifty dead and 150 wounded at
Talea. Many houses in the Amageda dis-
tmiot collapsed. In addition to towns pre-
viously mentioned, Melipilla, Salvador and
Ranta Turnino also suffered damage,

New York, Aug. . 20—A report reached
this city today that the South American
earthquake destroyed the island of Juan
Fernandez, off the Chilean coast. It be-
longed to Chile and on it was a penal
settlement and a fort.

Santiago Suffered Severely.

New York, Aug. 20—A special to the
Herald from Santiago says: In the earth-
quake here on Thusday evening at cight
odlock it is officially reported that fifty-
five persons lost their lives and more than
a hundred were injured. The damage to
propenty is caleulated at $6,000,000. The
palaces of the arahbirhop, the minister of
the interior, municipality and congress
tribunals, the national library and univer-
sity and the military barracks were bardly
damaged, and also many churches, with
the exception of the Cathedral.

Prisonens im the jails mutinied and
troops were called in. ‘There was no block
without a number of houses damaged. The
prefeat  has prohibited all
churches, schools and theatres until
ports have been obtained from arahitects
as to their safety. All businets his ston-
and general consternation of the peo-
ple remains and squares are crowded with
thousands of homeless ones. The Cerro
Santa Lucia partly collapsed. There is

It is 8-
serted that the Melipilla Rancagua has
been completely destroyed.

At Machali twenty were killed and
many wounded.
