Ministers Shatter Attacks on

Ottawa, April 21—Leaving the embar-
rassments of trying to make political capi-
tal out of the reciprocity issue, the ap-
position in the commons today devoted
their daily broadside against the alleged
extravagance of members of the govern-
ment and their departmental staffs in re-
gard to allowances for traveling expenses.

The western Oonservatives, in particular,
are returning from their constituencies
much chastened. and today’s twist in tac-
tics may indicate that the opposition pre-
fer to revert to the business of scandal-
hunting rather than continue a parliament-
ary battle in which many of them are
now satisfied they are identified with the
unpopular side.

(George Taylor, of Leeds, led the attack,
his ammunition consisting of a return
brought down showing the amounts paid
last year by each department for travel-
ing expénses. ‘The ex-Conservative whip
waxed indignant over amounts of several
hundred dollars spent for ‘incidentals”
and “tips.”

The departments of marine and fisher-
ies, inland revenue and agriculture were
principally attacked, while the expendi-
tures of the civil service commission, the
railway commission and the transcontinen-
tal railway commission were singled out for
special.recrimination. Regarding the last
named, Mr. Taylor declared that “nine-
tenths of the expenditure was for cham-
pagnes and' other liquors.”

Secretary of International Bridge and

-~ - Custdy

John J. McNamara Alleged to Be Cencerned in Blowing
Up of ‘Les Angeles Times Building, Camsing Loss of 2!
Lives—Detectives Say They Found Great Stores of Ex-
plosives in Union Headquarters and in a Barn—Sleuths
Tell a Thrilling Story of Traifing Suspects for Moaths.

Indianapolis, Ind., April 22—After
months of investigation, directed by Wil-
{llam J. Burns, the San Francisco graft in-
| vestigator, now head of a detective agency,
Jobn J. MeNamara, international secretary
of the Bridge and Structural Iron Work-
ers of America, the head quarters of which
are in Indianapolis, was arrested here late
today charged with complicity in the dy-
namiting of the Los Angeles Times on Oc-
tober 1, 1910, and the plant of the Llewel-
‘lyn Iron Works in Los Angeles.

Four hours after McNamara was arrest-
led detectives " found two quarts of
! nitro-glycerine and  seventeen  sticks
lof dynamite in a barn three-
{quarters of a mile west of Indianapolis.

The barn, the detectives say, was rented
by McNamara from T. H, Jones, the Own—’
er, !

A later investigation of the internatiom\lé
offices of the union disclosed in a store-!
room in the basemert oi the building (‘ﬁ!
sticks of dynamite, 200 feet of fuse, 500
dynamite caps, .one dozen small alarm
clocks and a leather case made to carry a
ten-pound can ‘.of nitro-glycerine. Detec-
tive Burns took possession of all the ex-
plosives.

Requisition papers from the Governor of
California had been signed by Governor
Marshall before the arrgst of McNamara,
and he was arraigned immediately before
Judge Collins in the police court.

Twenty minutes after McNamara had
been seized in the association headquarters
in the American Central Life Bldg., where
a meeting of the executive board of the|
organization was adjourning, he was taken|
from the city by detectives in an automo-|
bile. Tt is supposed it was the object of|
the officers to get McNamara out of reach |
before his friends had a chance to fight
the Trequisition.

ed the barn and paid him $25 a month for
its use. It is situated about three quart-
ers of a mile west of the city.

Twenty-three Indicted.

Los Angeles, (al., April 22—The arrest
at Indianapolis tomight of John J. Me-
Namara, secretary and treasurer of the In-
ternational Association of Bridge and
‘Stmctural Iron Workers, for alleged com-
| plicity in the dynamiting of the Los
Angeles Times building on Qct.1, 1910, and
the consequent loss of 21lives,was made on
i instructions from the district atorneys of
Los Angeles county.

These arrests are the first that have
been made since the grand jury, after sev-
eral weeks of investigation and the ex-
amination of many witnesses, returned 23
'indictments against persons alleged to|
have been concerned in the "disaster.

District Attorney Fredericks stated that
other drrests involving prominent labor
leaders will follow and that the theory of
the prosecution in the case will be that
the explosion was the result  of a con-
spiracy formed for the purpose of retaliat-
ing upon the newspaper for the stand it
