The Water Works.

The work of laying the new twenty-four
inch main is rapidly progressing and will
be finished in a few weeks. A large re-
ceiver and distributing pipe is being
placed a little this side of the Marsh
Bridge. The receiver has places where
two twenty-four inch pipes can be con-
nected, and five smaller distributing
pipes. The pipes are ‘all laid from the
Marsh Bridge to .the reservoir with the
exception of about two hundred yards.
This two hundred yards near the reser-
voir is through a hill, and the catting is
about thirty feet deep. Here a large num-
ber'of men are employed, the banks pre-
senting an animated spectacle, with over
& hundred men employed ina short space,.
The work through this hill has been very
difficult, and the greatest care has to be
takento prevent caving im and lerlous
accidents from happening.
