REGIPE TO CLEAR

The first aspect in a child of the in-
stinct of investigation,’'a most import-
‘ant instinct, which leads: to all sclen-
tific discovery, seems to be merely a de-
sire to destroy. He,wants to tear and
smash and pull down.

This, of ‘course, cannot be permitted,
and the child’s instinct is usually re-
pressed by removing the article from his
reach or by punishment. Rare and wise
are the parents who direct it into the
right channels, providing the child from
the first with thi that can be taken
apart and put together again without in-
jury to the material. Children brought
up in a severely restricted environment
are apt to show it in their destructive
attitude of mind; the instinct of investi-
gation, instead of growing into creative
activity, has soured into mere pessim-
ism.

Children must have playthings that
give their curlosity, their desire to make
and unmake, some scope-dolls that can
be dressed and undressed, horses that
can be harnessed and unharnessed, and
| above all, blacks and constructive toys
| of wood and wteel, such as are now hap-
pily to be had in increasing variety.

The chief point in the, Montessori
method of education is probably its em-
phasis on the progressive use of the
instinct of investigation, which it seeks
steadily to develop into construction and
creation.

Many a child who is regardec as stu-
pid, who has laggéd through school,
marked a failure by teacher and parent
is merely a child who should have been
trained ‘through his’ hands, who prob-
ably, go trained, would be far iore val-
uable person than the parrot pupil, who
has no troubel in imitating, in docilely
giving back what those around him give
him as ‘education.

It is the child who lacks the ccstruc-
tive instinct, the curiosity of investigat-
ing things, who is really the stupid
child, and he is so rare among healthy
children that he probably does not ex-
ist.
