WINNIPEG, June 7.—E.W.

Unless this clause is amend­
ed we shall be subtracting still further 
from the rights of the municipalities.

If as a result of this amendment be­
ing carried certain interests will be 
prejudiced and the bonds of innocent 
bondholders may depreciate, I do not 
think that is a sufficient reason why 
this Parliament should consent to 
perpetuate an injustice and a wrong, 
if the injustice and the wrong exist.
