‘They were sound, and
Mr. McIntyre was satistied thatif the crops
in Manitoba and the Territories were mar-
keted before there was any drop in the
prices the furmers would realize 50° per cent.
more money than last year. sere would
have to be an allowance made, Mr. Moln-
tyre said, for considerable damago to wheat
raised aloug the Manitoba & Svuthwestern,
as well as along the Monitoba & North-
western. The main line of the Canadian
Pucific from Poplsr Puint to Moose Jaw
was ‘compnratively free from frost. The
districts that suffvred most were those in
the routh snd north, and the low lying
lands and ficlds with a northern expogure.
Sirange to say, most of the damage was
done on the Bouthwestern lines, contiguons
to Dakota. There was no damage to the
barley crop, which had been largely secured.
The oat crop on the main line of the Cana~
dian Pacitic and the Manitoba & North-
western was very heavy, ani had not suf-
fered from frost.

Private orders received to-day by one of
the largest grain firms herej irom their
agents in Manitoba, state that about 50 per
cent, of the entire crop has been gathered.
Of this 25 per cent. is stated to be rusted,
and 40 per cent froste i, leaving ouly 35 per
cent., or half of the entire crop, i ood
pondition. Of the crop yet uncut 35 per
ceat. i3 reported to be still green and uutit
for gathering for a week or two. Of coursc
these figures ave not ofticial. The price of
wheat coutinues to advance very fast
here.

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A ROMANCE OF INFAMY,

Trying to Wed the Daughter of the
Woman He Murdered.
(New York Herald of Friday.)

A romance that began in Newark, N.J.,
some ten or twelve years ago and ended in
a tragedy shortly sfterward near Bremen,
Germany, was resurrected 80 to speak, in
the Kasex Market Police Court yesterday
morning. Plump and pretty Annie Schae-
for, who is nineteen years of age and lives
at No. 202 East Houston strect, appeared
with- her face badly bruised as com-
plainant against Stephen Ahen, a black
bearded man of about forty years, who has
been living at No. 71 Walcott street,
Brooklyn.

A STRANGE STORY.

Annie told Justice Ford that when she
was nine years of age, and while living
in Newark, her father Jacob, who had
amassed a fortune of $30,000 in the saloon
business, died, leaving no will. Her mother
took charge of the estate. Bhe and her
sister Minnie were the only children. Her
sister wag about 4 years old.. Shortly after
her father's death her mother became in-
fatunted with Stephen Ahen, who had a
wife in Newark at the tiine, and selling out
the business she eloped with him to Ger-
mavy. Bhe took with her $25,000 in cash
and her two children. They travelled about
for some time from place to place, ani at
last settled in a little hamlet not far from
Bremen. Ahen then began to drink heavily
and to live riotoucly. * He used also‘to neg-
lect Annie's mother for other women, and
if she murmured he best her. This con-
tinned nntil nesrly all of the §25,000 which
Mrs. Schaefcr bad had was squandered.
Late oue night Ahen came home after a
weck's spree and her mother was in bed.
He went to her and asked her for §500.
She refused to give it to him, and he beat
and kicked her into unconsciousness. He
then fled. Annio was in bed with her
mother, and was the only witness of the
assault. Two or three days afterward
Aunnie's mother died. Ahen was arrested,
and at the trial her testimony convicted
him, and he was sentenced to ten years in
prison.

THE DISEASED PEACHES,

The Yellows 1s Contagious—The Tree Must
be Destroyed.

The American Grocer contains the follow-
ingwith regard to the yellows and its cure:
This diseate, 8o fatal 10 peach trees, has
been known - in this-country for 125 years.
Much has been written as to its causes, but
there seems to be & conflict of opinion
among authorities. The reason most
usually nesigned is the exhaustion of cer-
tain elements in the soil, or, perhaps, an
original deficiency of the same elements.
But if this is the case, it is as yet un-
proven, and, in fact, it is shown that the
ravages of the disease are extensive in
Michigan and New Jersey, while it is
ssarcely known in Virginia and North
Carolioa, 8o that the theory of * soil ex-
haustion ” would seem to be untenable, as
the soil of the former States is certainly as
rich ag that of the latter. Peach trees
growing on poor soil are often stunted in
growth, while the foliage is yellowish and
the frait prematurely ripens, and yet such
trees are probably in no danger whatever
of coutracting the disease.

Fruit that is affccted by the yellows hat
slightly is sometimes used, but it 8 un-
wholesome, and no one with due regard for
his health will iadulge in it, and any one
gelling such frait should be made to pay &
round penalty.

The yellows is a contagiouns discase, and
may be communicated by pruning a
benlthy tree with a knife previously used
in cntting a diseased one, and it is also
probably communicsted by contact. The
fact that it is so contagions led to the pass-
age of an Act by the Legisiature of Michi-
gan, which empowers the township board
to appoint a commission of three persons
as inspectors of orchards in their respective
townships. This commission marks every
affocted tree, and the owner must destroy
it, or it may be done by the commission ut
the owner's expense.

Mr. W. 8. Crosby, one of the commis.
gioners -in Van Buren county, in kindly
supplyivg us with information regarding
the subject says, in speaking of the disease,
that it sometimes appears first as a fungus
growth npon the trunk or liinbs of the tree,
which usually dies the third year alter
ward. * When a tree i= first discovered we
remove it, root anud branch, and the follow-
ing year st & new one in its place.” Mr:
C. further says: it is ‘a disease of the
entire tree, rcot, branch, foliage aud fruit.
The disease is common in Michigan. thongh
not alarmingly so. = Out of 3,550 trees I
have, say, ten diseased ones per year. The
most important point is to remove the tree
at the first sizn of the- disvase appearing,
not waiting to harvest the frmu.” The
report of the Department of Agriculture
gave, regarding the canse of the disease:
“We huve for raany ascribe its
origin to the injary which follows the nction
of frost upou urripened shoots in th-Tal”
This explanation seems reasonable, nod, if
its truth he demonstrated, it isevident th
with due precaption no alarm
maniferied over ita occasional

The heroes and heroines brought out by
the epidemic are numbered by the hundred.
Instance after instance is recorded of the
unshaking devotion of husbands, wives,
song, daughters and friends in the face of
that most terrible of all scourges, yellow
fever. While it has been very light here,
so far, and the mortality small, yet the
same dread is excited by the mere name of
« yellow jack.” When Robert Grace, the
brave watchman of the Bubtropical fell ill
he went immediately -to Dr. Mitchell's
office and ptated his case. The doctor
diagnosed it. * You have yellow fever, said
he ** and you should go to. the Sand Hills
at once, but you can go home and bid your
wife good-by, if you desire first. The
strong man grew faint a morment, then
straightened up, snd with a long breath
paid caluly, “No, I amready to go at once.
If I went home I might carry the deadly
infection to my dear ones.” He went to
the hospital, obeyed the doctor's most
minute orders, and as & result was dis
charged two days ago. What an
effort it must have cost him to see in his
mind's eye the dread disease before
him, and to fell its deadly clutch, and then
fully realize that perhaps he might never
sce those dear ones again ! Yet he marched
bravely away to what, for all he knew,
meant death in & most horrible form in a
short time.

I'rom the returns to-night is seen that
Mra. Grace is down. Dr. Sollace Mitchell
says that she emulated her husband's
bravery and self-denial.

ENRICHED BY A DOG.

Singular Inheritance of a Church—A Fund
of 1,500 Left for the Care of a Canine
Which Reverts to Religion on the
Animal’s Death,

(Pailadelphia Record.)

By the death of a dog at West Chester,
the St. Peter’s I, Ii. Church, of Tredyfiryn
township, Chester county, is $1,500 richer.
The avimal was a pet of Mrs. Elizabeth
Shee, an aged and somewhat eccentrio
lady, who died two years ago at West
Chester, where she had lived. The lady
left behind her an estate of about $10,000,
which by her will was disposed of in a
peculiar manner. The strangest clause was
the one which provided for the dog Ryno,
as he was called.
