But befare
they cenld selzs the egge, or se I theught, tte
son-fish returned with » rush and scattered
the Intraders. So It kept up, and apparently
wonld have never emded, had mot a more
formldable enemy of the mun-fish appeared
upon the scene, This wasa bhuge sucker, and
entiroly tse powerful a foe te be met in single
oombat, The sun-fish recegnized this at once,
and hit apon a happy expedlent, which ano-
osedad admirably, Instead ef valnly darting
st the sucker, It sped rennd and reund its
neat with inogncelvabls veloolty, and se atir-
red up the water that the Introder waa
frightaned or bewlldered, and beat a hasty
rotreat. I¢ wan all a matter of & fow minntes
but bow much tramepired ? The Mlittls
minnews proved their onnning by thelr tac-
tics ; but what a deal of quick wit entered in
the brain of the sun-fish.—Dr. Charles C.

adapts itself wonderfully to olvilization. A
young moose will become a8 tame as & domes-
tic cow in a short t!me, They become ao-
cutt 1med to the ordinary neleea of a sctiled
locality with such faoility $hat they may
sometimes be found feeding within a few hure-
dred yarde of a road, A rallway dees not
appear to distarb them at all, Lerd
Donraven has shet moose  within
toe meund of the barking of degs and
the oackling of geese of a farm house, un
places whers the animsls must have been
conttansly within hearing of shouting men,
barking dogs, and allthe nolses of set:lement.
The mooss has many advsntages ever ether
deer ; but It euflers also from great nisad-
vantagos, which make it an easy prey te its
great and principal deatreyer, man. The
femsale of slmoat all of the deer trive has bt
one fawn at a birth ; whereas the ocow moose
dreps two calves. Thia la much In faver of
the race, Of the disadvantages of which it
1s a viotim, that one moat nocentuatsd fa ke
inability to move threngh the heavy snow. It
Is a remarkable fact that usnlike the oaribou,
which shares the woods and barrens with
him, he Is not equipped wlith feet sulted to
his winter envirenment. In the fermer the
hootfz are very bread and reuand and split np
very high, so that when the animal treads
upoen the soft aurface of the snow the hoefs,
spreading out form a kind of natural mew-
shoe and pravent its sinklog deep. The frog
bagemer abaorbed toward winter, so that the
whole weight of the animal rests upen the
hoof the edges of which are as sharpas »
knite and give the carlben 2o seoure a foet-
hold that it can run without fear er danger
on the slippery surface of smeoth ice, The
moose, however, with ite small and polnted
feet, 18 equally holpless In deep snew eor en &
frozew surface. It Is a mattor of coms anr-
pries that so consolontlens a spertsman as
Lord Danraven should speak with sach com-
placency of meese-calllng, which, te his
m!nd, ls the most interesting of all weed.
