What we 
loathe is the way our potential has been warped and retarded 
by centralizing forces. Reality dictates we will always be a 
society of regional interests. The true pride of Canadians is 
the unifying nature of being a French-Canadian or a 
Maritime-Canadian, the primary focus being the roots of 
regional pride.

So, if you are upset with the image portrayed by "Bob and 
Doug Mackenzie" or "Melvin the Mountie" don't fret. They 
can't possibly be real since they are neither maritimers, 
French-Canadians, prairie-dogs or west-coasters. What they 
aie is nothing more than characters set in the wilds of the 
north with maple-leaves tattooed to their foreheads and a 
very real identity crisis!
