Such & statement
oould only inorease our difficulties and postpone a settlement
of the present troubles in that country, It would be
generally regarded throughout the world as a dissociation of
Canada from the policy of His Majesty's Government and a
marked reflection on our oredit and honouwr. We want into

( the knowledge of a Oreek Govermment composed of all parties
inoluding B.A.M. and Communists, We went in with the approval
of the United States and the assent of Russia to bring to the

Oreek people food and order, We cannot abandon this task

without loss and a blow to British prestige., It is on such
ocoasions as this that the British Cosmonwealth should stand

together,
