REGULATIONS,

Any even b secLion of Lands in Maaitoba er the
North-West Territories, excepting 8 and 26, which has not beem home-
Steaded, or reserved to pivide wood lots I or for ether
burpoges, may be homesteaded upon by any persus who is the sole head
of a famlly, or any male over 18 years of age, to the astent of one
qQuarter section, of 160 acres, more or less,

HOMESTRAD DUTIES,

A sottler who has heen granted an eatry for a homestead 1s required
by the provisions of the Dominlon lands Act and the amendments

thereto, to perform the conditions connected therewith, under one of
the following plans:—

(1) At lenst six montha' residence upon and cultivation of the land
in each year during the term of three years.

) It the father (or mottier, If the father is deceased) of the home-
steader resides upon a farm In the vieinity of the land entered for
the requirements as to residonce may be satisfied by guch person re-
slding with the father or mother,

(%) 1 n sottler was entitlnl to and has obtalned entry for a secon
homestend, the requirements of this Act as to residence prior to obtaln-
Ing patent may he satisfied hy resldence upon the first homestead, If
the gecond homestead is In the vicinlty of the first homestead.

(4) I the settler has his permanent resldence upon farming land
owned by him in the vielnity of his homestead, the requirements of this
Act ag to resldence may he satisfied Ly resldence upon the sald land,

The term “vielnity” usad above ls menut to Indicate the same towa,
townshlp or an adjoining or cornerlng township,

A settler who avalls himself of the provisions of Clauses (2), (3) or
(4) must cultivate 80 acres of his homestead, or substitute 20 head of
stock, with bulldings for tualr accommodation, and have besldes 80
acres substantlally fenced.

The privilege of a gecond entry 1s restricted by law to those settlors
only who completed the Autles upon thelr first homesteads to entitle
them to patent on or before the 2nd June, 1880,

Every homesteader who falls to comply with the requirements of the
homestead law 1s llable to ave his entry cancelled, and the land may
be agaln thrown open for entry.
