Potatoe Disease.
M. Bourterive, a French agriculturalist, has
instituted a series of experiments to discover
a method of eradicating the potato disease. He
asserts that the first cause of the different
maladies which have caused such ravages among
the potatoes, lies in the plant itself, circumstances
only mod:fying the character of the disease. It|
results from an actual degeneracy of the plant,
caused by a too extended propagation by tubers.
The only means of escaping the scourge is to re-
generate the plant by successive reproductions
from the seed. With each successive sowing of
the seed, M. Bouterive found that the number
of diseased plants diminished, and he believes
that after repeating the process four or five times,
the malady will entirely disappear.
