“ Darivg the protectorate of Cromwell, the
colony of Virginia refused to acknowledge
his authority, and declared itself independ-
ent. Shortly a'ter, when Cromwell threat-
ened to send a fleet and army to reduce Vir-
ginia to subjection, the alarmed Virginians
sent a messenger to Charles 1L, who was
then an exile in Fianders, inviting him to
return on the ship with the messenger and
be king of Virginia. Charles accepted the
iuvitation, and was on the eve of embarca-
tion, when he was called to the throme of
Eng'aud. As soon as he was fairly seated
on his throne, in gratitude for the loyalty of
Virginia, he cavsed her coat of arms to be
quartered with those of England, Scotland
and Ireland, as an independeht member of
the empire, a distinct portion of the “Old
dominion.”
