Agricultural -Vetr*.

The Chemist of the American 
Department of Agriculture is credit­
ed with saying that the fertility of 
the soil of the Western prairies will 
be exhausted sooner than that of 
the rocky land in the Eastern States.

If one will take the trouble, says 
Mr. Felch, to count the rows of 
scales on a cock’s leg, in front down 
te the first joint in the middle toe, 
he will find that there are seventeen, 
and that no matter what the length 
of the shank is the number will be 
the same.

Unwashed wools are figuring more 
prominently in the markets this year 
than usual. Manufacturers seem to 
regard them with increased favour, 
saying that they are much more uni­
form than the washed fleeces, the 
latter being cleansed in all degrees 
from clean and bright to a condition 
little better than if not washed at all. 
The greatest difficulty about washed 
wools is that much of the so-called 
washed staple is not washed.

In the twenty-eight factories of 
Central New York the Utica Herald 
figures that 5,020,00 cans are now 
in store to be filled with sweet corn 
as soon as that product can be pick­
ed, which is usually the 6"at week of 
September. Contracts made have 
been at the rate of 35 cents per 
bushel of husked ears the prospect 
is that crops not thus engaged will 
command a higher price. The trade 
sales have been at $2.25 to $2.40 per 
case of two dozen cans, according to 
the size of the lots taken.

“ The old woman pestered me to 
death about the garden, and so I 
slicked up a little, and fixed about 
the house, and it looked so nice I 
went at the farm fences and the 
brush, and saved more manure, and 
kept killing the weeds, and the crops 
got better, and so I kept going on. 
and things do look pretty and good 
now. Wife takes a paper and I take 
one, and I get time to read it, too, 
and I used to think I had’nt time for 
anything.” And so the old farmer 
ran on, seemingly much pleased with 
what he had done, and his life and 
his home is without doubt the happier 
for it.

The amount of water which passes 
through the roots of a plant is enor­
mous. Dr. Lawes of England has 
found that an average of 2,000 
pounds of water is absorbed by a 
plant for every pound of mineral 
matter assimilated by it. At the 
French Agricultural Observatory, 
at Montsourie, it was found that 7,- 
702 pounds of water passed through 
the roots of the wheat crop for 10 1-2 
pounds of grain produced, or 727 
pounds for each pound of grain, in 
a rich soil ; while in a very poor 
soil 1,616 pounds were passed 
through the same quantity of wheat 
for a product of about half a pound 
of grain, or 2,693 pounds of water 
for each pound of grain.

Fat is of no value as manure.
Excess of water in the soil pre­

vents root developement.
The catalpa will .grow from cut­

tings, but comes better from seed.
For pickling the white spine is 

considered one of the best cucumbers.
Negligence in the preparation of 

seed furnishes the key to many low 
averages in yield.

It is asserted that nine-tenths of 
the foot and ankle ailments of horses 
are traceable to standing on dry 
plank floors.

The Poultry World warns poultry 
fanciers against allowing any lime 
in the dust provided for fowls, as it 
is sure to bleach the legs of the 
fowls.

Cotswold sheep have large, hand­
some frames, well covered with 
flesh, and a great propensity to fat­
ten. Their mutton is apt to be 
rather coarse grained.

Peas and sweet potatoes are the 
cheapest hog feed. Boiled sweet po- 
tstoes and pea meal would fatten 
hogs more rapidly, and would bt 
much cheaper than corn.

Well-seasoned posts, when thor­
oughly dried, and then charred and 
dipped in hot tar, will remain rot 
and insect proof for many years in 
almost any kind of soil.

Deeply rooted crops, as wheat, 
red clover and mangels, are those 
best fitted to resist drought, while 
shallow rooted crops, as grass and 
turnips, are those that suffer most 
from it.

A famous horse breeder of France 
has reared his stock for twenty years 
on a diet of parsnips, instead of car­
rots and oats, with the result of 
“ great vivacity of spirit and sleek­

ness of coat”—conclusive evidence 
of healthful condition. The yield 
is about twelve tons per acre.

A potato raiser advances the fol­
lowing theory : “A potato that has 
greened in the sun is always a gobd 
seed potato. We keep our seed po­
tatoes too close and dark before 
planting. This tends to develop the 
eyes too rapidly, and this premature 
growth exhausts the vitality of the 
potato.”

For Farm Boy a to learn.

From a Western paper we extract 
the following practical remarks ; 
they will be very useful to every one 
on a farm : How many of the boys 
who read this paper could “ lay of!” 
an acre of ground exactly, providing 
one of the dimensions was given 
them? Now, “Hoe Handle” likes to 
be useful, and I have taken some 
pains to make out a table, and I 
would like to have every one of the 
farm boys learn it.- There are 160 
square rods in one acre, and there 
are 30 1-4 square yards in one rod. 
This gives 4,840 square yards in one 
acre.

5 yards wide by 968 yards long is 1 
acre.

10 yards wide by 484 yards long is 1 
acre.

20 yards wide by 242 yards long is 1 
acre.

40 yards wide by 121 yards long is 1 
acre.

80 yards wide by 60 1-2 yards long is 1 
acre.

70 yards wide by 69 1-2 yards long is 1 
acre,

60 yards wide by 80 3-4 yards long is 1 
acre.

Again allowing nine square feet to 
the yard, 272 1-4 square feet to the 
rod, 43,560 square feet to the acre, 
and we have another table :
110 feet by 368 feet—1 acre.
120 feet by 363 feet—1 acre.
210 feet by 198 feet—1 acre.
240 feet by 181 1-6 feet—1 acre.

Weed» Going to Seed.

The American Agriculturist says : 
—Just at this season, when cultiva­
tion is most over, and the main 
crops harvested or laid by, we are 
most in danger of allowing our old 
enemies, the weeds, to go to seed. 
This is a most culpable and expen­
sive practice, entailing untold labor 
in future years. We have had in 
hand the present season, an old 
garden, where every weed w6s left 
undisturbed, and no crop was plant­
ed last year. Their name is legion 
of almost every variety that infests 
Connecticut soil and some that we 
rever met elsewhere. Pig-weed, 
milk-weed, dock and burdock, dan­
delion, fennel, mustard, quack-grass, 
plantain, purslain, jack-in the pul­
pit, mallows, and divers other sorts 
have sprung up in their season, and 
disputed possession with the crops 
planted. There is only one excel­
lence about them, they insure fre­
quent cultivation of all crops, if you 
would have any harvest. The labor 
of subduing one year’s seeding of 
these pests is immense. In the 
garden especially, no weeds should 
ever be allowed to go to seed. 
When one crop is off, put in another, 
and when the last is gathered, plow, 
or rake, or harrow, and let the frost 
have free play at the soil.

Wear Flannels.—The value of 
flannel next to the skin cannot be 
overrated. It is invaluable to per­
sons of both-sexes and all ages, in 
all countries, in all climates, at 
every season of the year, for the 
sick and well ; in brief, I cannot con­
ceive of any circumstances in which 
flannel next to the skin is not a com­
fort and a source of health. In the 
British army and navy they make 
the wearing of flannel a point of 
discipline. Even during the hot 
season the ship doctor makes a dsily 
examination of the men at unexpec­
ted hours, to make sure they have 
not left off their flannels.

The World’s Harvest.—Accord­
ing to an authority, quo-ed in the de­
spatches to-day, the estimates of the 
harvests all over the world are de­
cidedly favorable. An enormous 
crop of wheat has been raised in the 
United Stales. Bradstreet’e Journal 
gives the total yield as 626,400,000 
bushels. The yield in the New Eng­
land States is placed at 1,100,000 
bushels, which is 100,000 bushels less 
than last year. The Southern states 
are estimated at 48,000,000 bushels, 
against 40,000,000, and the midland 
states at 39,500,000 bushels, against 
34,500,000V_bushel8 last year. The 
West reports first quality grain, ex­
cept in portions of Michigan and 
Northern Ohio, where rain injured the 
berry while in shock. The out turn 
of bushels by states is given as follows : 
Ohio, 40,500,000; Michigan, 20,000,- 
000; Indiana, 4,600.000; Kentucky, 
16,000,000; Illinois, 51,500,000; Wis­
consin, 23,800,000 ; Minnesota, 41,500,- 
000; Dakota, 12,000,000; Nebraska, 
18,000,000; Kansas, 33,000,000; Iowa, 
32,000,000; Missouri, 30,000,000 ; Cali­
fornia, 49,000,000; Oregon and Wash­
ington Territory, 10,000,000 ; Southern 
states, 48,500,000 ; Middle states, 39,- 
500,000; New England states, 1,100,- 
000; Colorado and territories, 5.000,- 
000. These figures are subject to re­
vision, after returns from threshings 
are received.
