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SHOT WIFE, 
THEN HIMSELF.

Merder aid Suicide Near New 
Liskeird.

1 Shelter’» Wife Died Ii Her Father’s 
Aras.

She Had Decided to Part From 
Her Husband.

Earlton, June 11.—A shocking trage­
dy occurred in this vicinity when a man 
named Jas. Marshall ehot his wife 
through the heart and then put a bullet 
through hie own brain. The murdered 
woman fell dying into the arms of her 
aged father. The details are harrowing. 
The victim was the daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. Absalom Gray, who lived with their 
son, Mr. Nathan Gray, on his farm in 
Armstrong Township, about a mile from 
the town of Earlton. Mr. Gray is M 
years of age. He is prostrated with 
grief. Mrs. Gray, who is 67 years of 
age, is visiting in Niagara Falls. Other 
members of the murdered woman's fain- 

1 ily are: Jas.. H. Gray, a brother, who 
lives some three miles distant from the 
scene of the shooting in Beauchamp 
Township: Edwin J. Gray, of Niagara 
Falls; Mrs. M. E. Meaney, of Tillson- 
hurg; Mrs. Silverthorne, who lives in 

i Beauchamp Township, two miles away, 
and Nathan M. Gray, who owns the 
farm upon' which the deed was com-

The late Mrs. Marshall was only 24 
years of age. The couple were married 

1 in Lewfston five years ago next August, 
The engagement was not a happy one. 
however. Marshall was attached to an 
American regiment at Ix-wiston, and he 
has never had a home really of hig own. 
They came to this country something 
over a year ago. and the man did pros­
pecting work or farmed in the neighbor­
hood. The wife lived with her relatives, 
the Grays. Then they went to the 
Falls, returning on Dec-ember 17th last. 
Marshall worked with his brother-in-law, 
••as. Gray, and the old people, Absalom 
Gray and Mrs. Gray. Quarrels were fre­
quent. Marshall told -las. Gray not to 
be surprised if there was murder com­
mitted some time at Nathan's place, and 

. frequently talked of taking his own life. 
There was little importance attached to 

i his words, however, for he was a ner­
vous, irritable man.

About a week ago the trouble reached 
a crisis, and the late Mrs. Marshall told 
her husband to J**ave. that she. would 
have nothing more to do wtih him. Mar 
shall went to the Falls. It was there 
that he evidently planned the desperate i 
deed. He wrote his wife from North 
Bay that he would turn over a new 
leaf, and that if she would take him 
back lie would be a better man. On Tues, 
day Mrs. Marshall received a second let­
ter, in which her husband stated that 
he would not be back for a year. Al­
ready he was on the train, with a loaded 
revolver in his pocket. Marshall arrived 
in Earlton on tne Cobalt special at 10.30 
o’clock, and loitered about till after 
noon. He was evidently waiting till the 
men would have left the house.

About 1 o’clock when Absalom Gary 
was working in the field logging he no 
ticed Marshall stealing along the bush 
line towards the house. The old man 
was convinced that Marshall's return 
was for no good purpose. He left his 
work and followed him to the house. 
When he was within a few feet of the 
house four shots rang out in quick suc­
cession. The old man rushed into the 
house to find his son-in-law dead on the 
floor, and to receive his dying daughter 
in his arms. “He's killed me, father,” 
she cried. "No, no,” answered the poor 

. old man, “you are not killed.” “Yes,
! I’m killed. Kiss me, father; I'm dying. ' 

said the daughter, and she sank to the 
floor as the aged father imprinted his 
farewell on her forehead.

Just then men arrived from the mill 
nearby to find the two stretched on the 
floor dead, and the father distracted 
over the body of his daughter. The Cor­
oner decided that the facts of the case 
were so obvious that an. inquest was un­
necessary. hi the pockets of the dead 
man were discovered letters to his moth- 
er in the United States and to his broth­
er-in-law in this country. In his letter 
to his wife's relative he mentioned his 
jealousy; he professed a great affection 
for his wife, and declared that he could 
not live separated from her.

The murderer expressed his sorrow 
for the deed, which lie referred to in the 
past tense, but said that it was neces­
sary and that he felt he must do it. To 
his mother he wrote an affectionate 
good-bye. and expressed the deepest sor-

SUSPECT ARRESTED.
DID CHESTER BUTLER SET FIRE TO 

TILLSONBURG HOTEL ?

Terrible Charge Brought Against a Man 
Who is Asserted to Have Declared 
He Would Get Even With John Mer,o.

I il Ison burg, June 11. Chester’ But­
ler, a man about thirty years of age, 
and well known about town, was ar­
rested by Provincial Detective Miller 
shortly after 2 o'clock this afternoon 
on suspicion of being concerned in tlie 
burning of the Queen's Hotel on May 
20 last, when three persons lost their 
lives and five others were seriously 
injured.

Detective Miller and Chief of Police 
John Thilton have been quietly work­
ing on the ease ever since the fire, and 
believe they have a strong ease against 
the prisoner. They have established a 
motive and possess evidence that points 
very strongly toward Butler. Last 
February, utter Butler had been placed 
on t he "list ns a person to « hum liquor 
must not be served," John Mero, pro­
prietor of the burned hotel, had him 
arrested for trespass. It is said that 
the man nursed a passionate desire for 
vengeance and was heard by several 
persons u> assert that he would one 
day “get even with Mero." At the 
time of the fatal fire But 1er was ob­
served hanging around the local i; y 
shortly after the alarm was given.

The- prisoner was taken before Jus­
tices of the Peace Hills aud Stinson 
and remanded for a week. He was 
then removed to Woodstock jail. and 
will be lodged there until Thursday 
next, when he will be brought back to 
"I’ll Ison burg for preliminary hearing on 
a charge of arson.

Butler at the time of his arrest, was 
working as a blacksmith, but is not 
noted about town for any regularity 
of occupation, and hotelkeepers were 
not allowed to supply him with liquor, 
lie is married, but for some time has 
been separated from his wife.

The circumstances attending the fire 
of May 20th were such that arson was 
at once suspected. The five broke out 
in a part of the building where there 
was no fireplace or any other natural 
cause, and at an hour when no one 
was stirring in the place. .The fire 
was -discovered by the rook. and it 
blazed up so suddenly that before ilie 
guests could he alarmed foe who.',- in 
terior of the hotel was ablaze.

Crop For the Farmer

tPress Bulletin.)
~ As was predicted a year ago, there has 
been a decided stortage of clover seed 
this spring. A little crop in Europe, the 
United States and Canada caused the 
stocks for this spring's trade to be ab­
normally low, and this resulted in unus­
ually high prices for good seed.

At present the indications are that the 
foreign exporting countries will not pro­
duce more than an average crop of clov­
er seed, and the Dntario supply is likely 
to be short. In some sections of Dntario 
the clover crop was seriously affected 
by draught last season, and fhe amount 
available this year for seed production 
may be limited. Much the same condi­
tions prevail over a considerable portion 
of the clover seed producing area of the 
United Slates; so that unless the yield 
from the areas which were not seriously 
affected by the adverse weather condi­
tions last season is except loyally heavy, 
a shortage of seed for frrot spring’s 
trade is more than probable.

In view of the conditions cited, the 
advisability of utilizing every available,, 
clean field, or part of field, for clover 
seed purposes is urged.

In growing clover and grass seed for 
the market, it is important to bear in 
mind that, the standard of purity de­
manded in the Canmlian trade is higher 
than it was a few years ago. The de­
mand for seed of first quality has sub­
stantially increased. The result of this 
demand for seed of good quality has 
been that the seed grower finds impure 
seed au almost unmarketable commod­
ity. while the production of good, clean 
seed has grown to be a remunerative 
industry. Hence the necessity of taking 
every possible precaution against the 
presence of noxious weed seeds.

The first step in the production of 
good clover and grass seed is to procure 
the cleanest possible sped. If this is 
used oil clean land and is followed by a 
thorough system of weeding in the field, 
the product will be clean. The field 
weeding is of prime importance, al­
though it is often overlooked. When we 
remember that every growing weed, if 
allowed to mature, will produce from 
10,000 to 30.000 seeds, it will be readily 
understood that the removal of these 
plants must make n great difference in 
the market value of the seed.

With red clover the best results are 
obtained by pasturing or cutting 1 he 
first crop -early. This allows a stronger 
second growth for the seed crop and also 
lessens the danger of damage from the 
clover seed midge. If the clover is pas 
lured, the stock should be turned off 
early in the season and the field mowed, 
in order to eut. down the weeds and pro­
duce an even second growth.

Alsike and red clover may be harvest­
ed with a reaper or a mower, with or 
without a table attachment. If no table 
attachment is used and the clover is 
well ripened, it should he cut and rak­
ed when the dew is on, in order to pre­
vent shelling.

The clover huiler is the best machine 
for threshing aUike and red clover, but 
the ordinary grain separator will do the 
work fairly well, if properly regulated. 
The grain separator will not hull the 
sped as thoroughly, and in consequence 
t here is more waste of good seed, unless
