An extraordinary robbery was commit 

ted in the city of New York in broad day 
light a few days ago. A brewer’s clerk was 
sent in a buggy driven by a young man 
with $16,000 in greenbacks, silver, etc., 
to deposit in one of the city banks:— 

"The east side of Lexington-avenue, 
between Forty-seventh and Forty-eight 
streets, is now built upon. The milk 
and produce depot of the New York Cent­
ral and Hudson River Railroad stands 
upon the west side of the avenue. When 
Mr. Runpert’s waggon reached that 
point, about 12.30 o’clock, there were 
scarcely half a dozen persons in the depot 
and the avenue was deserted. When 
between Forty-seventh and Forty-eighth 
streets a waggon behind that in which 
the clerks were crowded upon the buggy. 
Arkelton, who was driving, turned his 
horse’s head aside and pulled up close by 
the curb opposite the depot to let the 
waggon pass. The driver of the other 
waggon, however, continued to crowd in 
on him, and Messerschmidt waa about to 
remonstrate with the driver when the 
two waggons came together with a crash. 
The shock was so violent that the oo- 
cupants of the brewery waggon were 
nearly thrown from their seats. Three 
men skilfully disguised sprang out of the

black beard, climbed into the brewery 
waggon and, without aaying anything, 
pointed a pistol at Messerschmidt’s head.

The clerks 
defended themselves as well as they 
could with their fists, but it was an un­
even contest. The highwayman with the 
black beard finally caught Messerschmidt 
and held him down while one of his 
companions seized the package of bills 
and threw it into the vendor’s waggon. 
Arketon was also held and prevented 
from making an outcry. The highway- 
men, putting the bills in their waggon, 
again returned to the buggy for the bag 
of silver, and when it was in their hands 
the clerks were let go. The man who 
held them then discharged his pistol 
over their heads as a signal that it would 
be dangerous for them to give chase. 
The silver bag weighed over sixty pounds, 
and the man who snatched it, after run­
ning a few steps, dropped it, and with 
his confederates sprang into the waggon 
and drove rapidly down the avenue. 
Messerschmidt, finding that the reins 
had been cut, started in pursuit on foot, 
while Arketon took possession of the bag 
of silver."

The robbers escaped. Several persona 
saw their waggon driven past, but the 
clerk although, he ran after it as long as 
he could, raised no alarm.

Provinces. It was said that this tariff was so un­
favorable to these Provinces that it would break 
up the Union, but he was prepared to affirm that 
during the years under the N. P. the Maritime

and the greater part of the land was liable to tax­
ation, only 900 miles out of the total 2,700 being 
exempted from taxation. The Syndicate land is 
sandwiched in between the Government land and 
the prices must conform. The Government land 
was in the market at present at $1.25 per acre, and 
how are they going to get any more. They have 
put their land up at $2.50 per acre, and engage to 
return $1.25 per acre for every acre put under cul- 
tivetion within a certain time.
But they are only too glad to get $2 an acre and we 
get for $78,000,000 what Mr. Mackenzie said [would 
cost $120,000,000 and get rid of the responsibility of 
working the road for ever. We can’t be in power 
always; the time will come when the people Will 
become oblivious of the sins of omission and com- 
mission of our friends in Opposition; but it will be 
a long time. But this bargain was not such a wild 
bargain. We do not, as has been said, exempt the 
land from taxation altogether, but only until it is 
sold or used when it will pay the same as an­

other. We have made these lands of value and so 
built the road out of the lands and not out of your 
pockets. Mr. Blake was ready to shed tears at the 
idea of the poor people making roads. He did not 
know anything about the Northwest or he would 
not talk that way. He (Sir C.) had been there and 
he could assure them that the prairie was the finest 
road the people could desire till the railway came 
along. And whatja dreadful hardship it was 
to these people that until the lands adjoing theirs 
are sold they can take ail the hay the prairie pro­
duces for nothing. He then proceeded to deal with

half millions. It was a terrible thing now to have 
a surplus; but Mr. Cartwright, when he asked for 
three millions increase of revenue, said it was 
necessary to have a surplus, that a deficit would 
destroy the credit of the country; but, notwith­
standing this, he went on with deficits. Now they 
are told that they are unnecessarily taking money 
out of the pockets of the people; that because they 
have this surplus, the Government will feel justi­
fied in expending it. He said that the reason they 
did not reduce the tariff was because the United 
States refused to grant reciprocity, and 
in this connexion he asserted that while, during 
thirteen years after the abrogation of the Reci­
procity Treaty no one in the United States had 
asked for its removal, the moment Canada adopted 
a protective policy petitions from New York, 
Massachusetts and other States were sent to Con­
gress calling for the adoption of reciprocity. This, 
he repeated, was the reason why the Government 
had not withdrawn duties which would have swept 
away three and a half millions of revenue; but he 
promised that, if the revenue keeps up, he will 
ask a reduction of the tea and coffee duties. 
One would suppose, after bearing the Opposition 
leader, that the whole of the surplus was lost to 
the people; but he said it had been taken in part 
to pay the deficits of their predecessors. He

COMPARED MR. BLAKE’S CONDEMNATION

of the surplus with his approval of the United 
States, which, under a similar policy, is paying off 
its national debt at the rate of 100 millions a year. 
The policy of protection was marching on: If not, 
why these great demonstrations, which, he ad­
mitted, were due in part to Mr. Blake, whom the 
people were anxious to hear. If Mr. Blake did 
not excite any great enthusiasm among hie hearers 
it was not because of any lack of eloquence, 
but to owing the fact that the strong common 
sense of the people was beginning to assert itself: 
influenced by the increased employment afforded 
the people and the return of the exodeans, which 
he admitted were drawn to the States in consider­
able numbers, because that country was in a posi­
tion to pay higher wages than we were then. It is 
only now we are beginning to feel the effect of this 
policy, and he would say to the friends of the Op­
position that if they wish to get into power they 
must abandon the position they now hold regard­
ing that policy. He asserted that it is the inten­
tion of himself and Sir Charles to speak every­
where in New Brunswick, particularly where Mr. 
Blake speaks or has spoken, and he felt satisfied 
that after the people had heard both sides their 
verdict would be in favor of the Government. (Ap- 
lause.)

If they had not had to pay the deficits of the late 
Government all they would have required was a 
readjustment. His hon. friend (Sir Leonard) in 
the discharge of his duty and to restore the credit 
of the country had been obliged to do more than 
readjust the tariff and he would leave it to the 
people if the showing he had made In Parliament 
was not proof that the Government had the right 
man in the right place. He (Sir Leonard) had 
raised a revenue without requiring to go to direct 
taxation. The fermer Finance Minister had 
handed over a deficit of $7,000,000 and was still go­
ing on with his extravagant expenditure in the 
face of a falling revenue. Still these gentlemen 
would talk about revenue and expenditure. Had 
any one told us that in three years the policy of 
the Finance Minister would have restored the 
credit of the country and established hundreds of 
new industries, employing tens of thousands of 
working men and given us besides enough money 
to build the Pacific Railway from end! to end you 
would hardly have believed him. But he has done 
this. (Applause.) His Government, when they 
found they had enough revenue to build a 
Railway uniting the Provinces forming the Do­
minion and opening up the 200.000,000 acres of land 
in the Northwest had asked Parliament to 
grant them $30,000,000 and 50,000,000 acres of land 
to build the railway. They found capitalists ready 
to build the road, but they

when they went to England for money, and when 
it came before Parliament that body refused to 
ratify the bargain and his Government had fallen. 
But what did Mr. Blake’s Government do when 
they came into power? They startled Parliament 
and the country by putting an act on the Statute 
books with the avowed determination of building 
the railway as a Government work and of taxing 
you $3,000,000 to pay for it. Mr. Blake, as a mem­
ber of the Government, had sanctioned this action 
and he gives the best of evidence of his treacherous 
memory when he says that he had never done any­
thing to increase taxation.

They said that this Pacific Railway was too gig­
antic a scheme for the country, yet the first step 
they took waa to tack on to it the Georgian Bay 
Branch, and to grant a subsidy to the Canada Cen- 
tral. Our Government said there was no necessity 
of sending a branch to a frozen lake that was cover­
ed with ice half the year; yet without making pro­
per surveys they plunged into contracts which in­
volved millions of the people’s money for work 
which had no connexion with the Pacific Railway. 
Mr. Blake may think these things are- forgotten. 
What did Mr. Mackenzie do? He purchased 50,000 
tons of steel rails in a falling market, thereby 
sinking $1,500.000 of the people’s money, for 
which you and your children will be taxed 
$75.000 a year for interest for all time to come. 
He (Sir Charles) had seen a letter from some cor­
respondent in that Rip Van Winkle paper about 
his expenses to England. Well the people only 
had to pay about the same for his expenses that 
they had to pay to give Mr. Mackenzie a pleasure 
trip to England. He had gone to England on the 
business of the country, and while there he had 
bought 50,000 tons of steel rails, and bought them 
not on a falling market but at the bottom market, 
thereby saving $1,500,000 of the people’s money, 
and buying than for $1,500,000 less than they could 
have been bought for a year later. Yet against 
this $1,500,000 is put $2,000 of expenses by this Rip 
Van Winkle paper, to condemn a public man. Now

THE SUGAR MONOPOLY.

Mr. Blake could not have made any point of at­
tack that would suit him better to meet. Mr. 
Blake says that under the N. P. it costs the people 
of Canada $1,000,000 a year more for sugar than 
they paid before in loss of revenue and added cost 
to the people. He was prepared to establish from 
public documents that there would not be one cent 
of loss to the revenue by its operation and no added 
cost on the sugar consumed. (Cheers.)
The Opposition leader said that the revenue col­
lected on sugar in 1880 was $2,025,000 against $2,- 
500,000 in 1879, showing a large loss to the revenue, 
but this was explained by the fact that in Janu­
ary, February, and March, 1879, in anticipation of 
the tariff, people imported $1,000,000 worth more 
sugar and paid on it $500,000 more duty than they 
had during the same period of the previous year. 
Therefore, as he had explained in Parliament, 
a part of this increase belonged by right to 1880, 
and should have been counted in its revenue. Du­
ring the year which had just closed, instead of the 
$2,290,000 collected on sugar in 1878, for the first 
eleven months of the past year $2,200,000 was col­
lected, and the revenue for the year would reach 
$2,400,000. But to go a little farther

HE WAS PREPARED TO ASSERT

that the five refineries in the Dominion, by their 
competition, were making sugar cheaper than it 
was in 1879. In 1879, it is true, granulated, as Mr. 
Blake said, cost 26 cts. more a hundred than be­
fore, but yellow refined cost less by 18 cents, so 
that the one balanced the other. This year we 
find the price of sugar is less from our re­
finers than if purchased from the United 
States or Glasgow, in 1878, under the old 
tariff. If we pay a little more into the revenue on 
sugar we get our sugar quite as cheaply as before. 
The, sugar we imported last year cost $1,000,000 less 
than if it had come from the United States or 
Glasgow, or $4,000,000 instead of $5,000,000. Where 
did this $1,000,000 go? $250,000 of it went to our ves­
sels in freight, reviving in this way our lost West 
India Trade. Then the refineries employed 800 
men, of whom 600 had families, representing 3,000 
souls. These people received in wages from $300,- 
000 to $400,000 for their families. Then this sugar 
required 450,000 casks, which paid $130,000 to 
our makers of casks, which would have gone 
to foreign coopers. Then 40,000 tons of Nova 
Scotia coal costing $160,000 was used in the re­
fineries every year. This gave employment to our 
miners. And a large sum was paid for cartage and 
handling, giving employment to people who had 
no employment. Then there was the interest on 
the $2,000,000 of capital invested and the profits to 
manufacturers which he hoped were large. Take 
this industry alone and the number of people it 
employs and you will find when you put the ease 
fairly that the public are benefited by the opera­
tion of the N.P. in the sugar business.

the CONSUMER PAYS NO MORE

and the $1.000,000 is scattered in freights and em­
ployment among the people. When this fact is 
told to the people it would be some time before 
this policy would be wiped out by the people’s 
representatives, and the country thrown back into 
the condition in which it was before 1878. Before 
this the return cargoes from the West Indies were 
almost nil, with the exception perhaps of a little 
molasses and some sugar. Now there was a direct 
and indirect benefit. In old times a person apply­
ing for a freight was told by the shipowner 
that no return freight could be procured and 
therefore he must have a large freight going out. 
This was changed and the difference was large. 
There was 40,000 tons extra tonnage brought to the 
ports and harbors of the Dominion by this trade; 
was not this alone something? If we stand on 
this sugar question alone, the good that has been 
done can be shown. He had made these statements 
briefly as the time alloted to him was short, and he 
wished to give his colleague as much time as possi­
ble; but he could not do the subject justice if he 
did not treat the subject more in detail. One of 
the most effective pointe made by Mr. Blake was 
that the poor man’s cotton and woollen goods were 
taxed more than the rich man’s stuffs under the 
present tariff than they were under the former 
tariff. He could understand how this could be 
shown and would explain. In some cases the price 
was reduced and in some increased. He would toll 
why. These goods were consumed by operatives 
everywhere, in the cities, on the farms and in the 
lumber woods. The duty on these, was put at 30 
per cent., and on broadcloth at 20 per cent.

THE OLD GOVERNMENT

had put the same duty on the rich man’s and the 
poor man’s tea. They (the present Government) 
had made a point of this, and very properly it had 
been remedied: but no tea was produced in the 
country. In the history of the 180 woollen and cot- 
ton [mills in the Dominion, at no time were the 
goods sold so low as at present. Go into 
any store where these goods are manufactured and 
sold under this policy, and you will find that they 
are cheaper than before. These woollen goods are 
giving the market to our own people, and are now 
made and sold here cheaper than they could have 
been imported under the old tariff and almost as 
cheap as if there was no tariff whatever. (Cheers.) 
These mills are making a profit although selling at 
a less profit than before. Cotton goods had an ad 
valorem and specific duty imposed upon them. The 
result was that

COTTON MILLS WERE RISING UP

in every direction and thousands upon thousands 
of spindles-were being put in motion. He could 
say—and he was informed by a gentleman upon the 
platform engaged in this business, Mr. Parks—that 
this article of manufacture was being sold here at 
the same price as in Lewiston and New Hampshire 
and at 15 per cent less than under the old tariff. 
Rome was not built in a day, 
nor was the tariff put into full

on the people is the amount they pay per head for 
customs and excise, and when measured by that 
test no tariff had been more favorable to the peo­
ple of Canada, or bore more equitably, than the 
present one. It was a tariff which gave employ­
ment to the people, and which they were deter­
mined to maintain, unless the people on the other 
side (of the line) would agree to a Reciprocity 
Treaty. This he was prepared to adopt whenever 
a satisfactory offer for reciprocal trade was made. 
He had been regarded as seeking his own interests 
in framing this policy rather than the good of the 
common country, but he had felt then and felt now 
that the time was coming when New Brunswick 
would be a great manufacturing centre with in­
dustries of all kinds, and when men who now hon­
estly believed that the policy was disadvantageous 
to NewBrunswick would come to them and say they 
had been mistaken: and feeling this he had there­
fore every confidence in going before the electors 
in 1883, at which time the proudest moment of his 
life would have been reached.

Sir Leonard resumed his seat amid loud and con­
tinued applause and cheering, When it had ceased 
Mr. Fairweather got up and raid that Sir Leonard 
Tilley had come to the building feeling far from 
well. He thanked them for the good hearing 
they had given him and asked alike good and im­
partial hearing for

Sir Charles Tupper, 

whom he then introduced.
Sir Charles was loudly applauded and cheered 

on coming forward. After a continuous public life 
of over 26 years, he said, he was bound to confess 
that he had never witnessed a more brilliant as­
semblage than the one which he had now the 
honor of addressing. (Applause.) Whether it was 
in connexion with the building, or with the ar­
rangements that had been made, or with the dec­
orations that had been put up—viewed from any 
point he chose, and especially with regard to the 
galaxy of beauty and fashion—he had never seen 
anything to equal this. There was only one point 
in the decorations to which he could take exeep- 
tion. It was a promise that had been put up which 
would be founddifficult to fulfill. It was a pledge 
that we would keep the daughters of Nova Scotia 
and New Brunswick at their own firesides. The 
Finance Minister would have to construct a much 
stronger tariff to do this.

to prevent the men of other countries from coming 
within reach of their fascinations. (Applause.) He 
had taken up a paper that morning, and on read­
ing it had looked at the date to see if it was pub­
lished hr 1850 or 1880, and if it was published in 
1881 surely the editor was a veritable Rip Van 
Winkle, who had been asleep. (Applause and 
laughter J He found him talking about Liberals 
and Conservatives, and wanting to know how a 
great Liberal leader like Sir Leonard and a Con­
servative could act in combination. He was 
carried back some years ago, when he had been in 
St. John, and was introduced to the public by 
Mr. Jos. W. Lawrence as a Liberal lecturer. 
He had been given his choice of a subject, 
and had taken the political condition of British 
North America, and had presented for the consid- 
oration of the people everywhere the great diffi­
culties of the then political system, proposing as a 
solution a Federal Union of the Maritime Pro­
vinces. [A disturbance here occurred, which last­
ed for a few moments, and Sir Charles remarked 
that if there were any persons present who wished 
to leave it was a pity they had not done so before, 
and give hundreds—nay thousands a chance to get
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which was composed of some very respectable gen­
tlemen, no doubt, but one of the reasons why Mr 
Blake favored their proposal was that there were 
seven or eight defeated candidates among them. 
The reason the Government treated them as a sham 
syndicate was that not a man among them offered 
to invest a cent in the road when Mr. Mackenzie 
asked for tenders; that not one of them would 
touch it with a ten foot pole when the present 
Government was looking for offers. It was safe to 
make an offer and to deposit security when they 
knew that it was impossible to accede to their pro­
posal; when the honor of the country was involved 
in faith being kept with the first Syndicate, and 
when, to have entertained the second proposal, 
would have been an act of dishonesty which would 
have disgraced the Government—a disgrace in 
which the country would have shared. 
He stated what it was the second Syndicate pro- 
posed, and said it looked plausible, but there was 
a tail to it, and this was that Mr. Blake instead of 
having a national road, proposed to build the road 
so as to join the NorthernPacific—a rival road; and 
the new Syndicate said they were ready to adopt 
this proposal. They knew that if their offer was 
accepted we must resign, and Mr. Blake would, 
come in; so that it was not an offer to build the 
great national highway we proposed but to make 
us tributary to the United States, dependent on a 
foreign power. If they could accomplish their 
idea of building this road they would have an as­
sured lease of power for ten years, but every step 
of this was covered with failure, and finding that 
we were likely to succeed they had recourse to a 

Policy of obstruction, and covered themselves with 
obloquy by attempting to impose on the credu­
lity of the people of this country by

THIS SHAM SYNDICATE

which he did not hesitate to call it, and said that 
had they been as free as air to have accepted their 
offer they would have rejected it Mr. Blake had 
said that such a combination of capitalists had 
never been seen in Canada before. But a gentle­
man in the senate had read from Bradstreet the 
financial ratings of this gigantic combination, and 
one of them was recorded as being worth only 
$500, and the whole body put together 
$2,600,000. Of this sum they were 
required to deposit $1,000.000 as security that the 
contract would be carried out. This would only 
give them $1,000,000 to carry on the work. This 
was all they would have had to carry on the work 
and buy the rolling stock and that section of the 
road completed west of the Red River. It would 
not have lasted them three months. Mr. Blake 
had stated that of the amount put up as 
security, Mr. Gibson had furnished a very 
considerable portion, namely $600,000, and 
$500,000 of this he had received a short time before 
from one of the Government’s syndicate. Their 
syndicate could buy and sell the new one. But he 
would not say that because they had only $2,600,- 
000,they could not build the Pacific Railway had not 
some of their other offers been preposterous. When 
their own money was exhausted they would have 
been obliged to go into the money markets of the 
world to borrow money. The only security 
they could offer was their land, and no capitalist 
would have anything to do with them when they 
found their lands could be taxed $2,000,000 an- 
nna'ly. For this reason we would not accept their 
offer. Notwithstanding the eloquence of Mr. 
Blake as a special pleader, he had been unable to 
obtain from the Government a single supporter, 
and with such a policy as he (Mr. Blake) advocat­
ed he could not retain his own supporters. When 
the Government had asked for a grant of 100,000,- 
000 acres of land to build the railway.

MB. BLAKE HAD PUT ON RECORD

a resolution that the road should not be built fur­
ther west than the Rocky Mountains, because the 
country would be ruined. They must break faith 
with British Columbia and with the Imperial Gov- 
ernment, and suffer degradation rather than ruin 
Canada by continuing the work further west The 
Government of Canada had at their disposal 200- 
000,000 acres of the best wheat-growing land in the 
world. Their credit was at the highest point. 
They could borrow money at 4 per cent, and im­
port free of duty all the goods they required to 
build the road, and there was no taxes to pay on 
the lands. Under all these favorable circumstances 
it was going to ruin Canada to build the road. But 
he would like to ask Mr. Blake if it was going to 
ruin Canada to build the road, under such cir­
cumstances how was a company going to become 
millionaires out of the contract they had made with 
the Government ? (Applause.)

Mr. Blake had been accused of a want of courage 
but he (Sir Charles) thought he was a most cour­
ageous man to come to the Maritime Provinces 
and propound such statements as he had to the 
people of the Maritime Provinces. If he (Sir 
Charles) had no better cause than Mr. Blake.he 
would hide himself. (Laughter.) Mr. Blake would 
still have to explain to the country how Canada 
was to be ruined by building the Railway further
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he said was subject to amendment, and would be 
amended when it was required. He held that the 
policy was the best the country could have, and it 
was his opinion that the people of Canada 
would not repeal it for many years, if ever. He 
next referred to the statements make by Mr. 
Blake relative to the increased debt of the Do­
minion and the paying ability of the people. It had 
been claimed that the taxes were not equally dis­
tributed. The people of New Brunswick pay more 
heavily on corn meal than those of the West, and 
they more heavily on coal than we in New Bruns­
wick do. The address presented to Mr. 
Blake, in Fredericton, dealt with this point and 
also expressed the hope that something would be 
done to equalise the duties, claiming that at pres­
ent they bear more heavily on the people of New 
Brunswick than on those of the west. In reply to 
this he claimed that the duty per head in New 
Brunswick was less than that paid by the western 
Provinces. It had been stated in a morning paper 
that Sir Charles Tupper was unfriendly to New 
Brunswick. This was done with the idea of pre­
venting him from getting the welcome that had 
been given him. This charge he contradicted, say­
ing that when he was asking for $150,000 for this 
Province in lieu of the export duty

NO MAN HAD DONE MORE TO A88I8T HIM

than the Minister of Railways. (Applause.) Mr. 
Blake should have contradicted the statement, in 
the address referred to, that the Maritime Pro­
vinces paid more per head than the other Pro­
vinces, as he had made other statements on the 
floors of the House. Taking into consideration 
that New Brunswick should pay one-thirteenth of 
the interest of the debt of the Intercolonial Rail­
way, they have not contributed one dollar either 
to the Northwest or the support of the Indians, 
but on the contrary have received dollar for dollar 
they had put into the revenues of the Dominion. 
While the National Policy has increased some­
what the expenses of Ontario and the West, 
it had not done so in New Brunswick. This state­
ment could be proved by the trade returns, which 
show that we pay less per head than the average 
since 1867. (Applause.) Mr. Blake had said that 
his (Sir Leonard’s) Government had increased the 
expenditures by adding 39 officials to the civil list. 
But Mr. Blake didn’t say that the services of Mr. 
Brydges had been dispensed with and Sir Charles 
Tupper placed at the head of the Department of 
Railways, and the civil list thus enlarged, though 
there was no increase in the expenses. Under Sir 
Charles’ management the deficit of $700,000 in 
1878 9 for running the Intercolonial

- HAD BEEN DECREASED IN 1879-80 
to $98,000, while this year the road would pay ex­
penses. He next referred to the Department of the 
Interior and said that the increased busi­
ness had made the employment of more 
men necessary. In the Post Office de­
partment 91 new offices and rides had been 
established in the North-West and Manitoba. 
This also caused the employment of more people 
and the greater development of the country. Still 
more would be necessary. (Applause.) He claimed 
that although there had been an increase in the 
civil list the cost to the people was not increased.

He next referred to the increase of the debt of 
Canada, referring to the statement that the debt 
in 1871 was $70,000,000, and since then it had nearly 
doubled. From 1871 to 1873, $.8,500,000 had been 
added to the debt by paying it into the different 
Provinces and charging it to the debt of Canada. 
This did not increase taxation in any way. When 
P. 1. Island came in in 1873 her debt had been ab­
sorbed into the Dominion debt, P. E. Island got 
more because she culd not benefit by the Bail­
road and Canal systems of the mainland. Now as

KANSAS CITY, Mo., July 16.—Informa­
tion has been received here of a daringly 
planned and successful train robbery at 
Winston, Mo., on the Rock Island road, 
a short distance east of Cameron. The 
robbers were supposed to be under the 
leadership of Jesse James. The men 
boarded the train, which leaves this city 
at 6 p. m., at Cameron. Two of the rob­
bers got on the front end of the baggage, 
car, next to the engine ; three more were 
in the “ smoker,” and two on the plat­
form between the baggage car and the 
“smoker." There were seven men in 
all. Conductor Westfall had passed nearly 
through the smoking car when they stood 
up in the aisle with drawn revolvers. One 
of them advanced with a revolver in each 
hand toward Westfall and ordered him 
to hold up his hands. The conductor 
was slow in complying with his demands 
and was shot through the heart. He 
staggered out on the platform of the car 
and fell off into a ditch. One of the 
other men shot through the head John 
McCullough, a stone-cutter of Wilton 
Junction, who turned outward in his 
seat. His dead body was found beside 
the conductor’s. The men then went 
through the train to the express car and 
over-powered the United States Express 
messenger, Charlee Murray, who was in­
timidated into opening the safe, from 

■ which $5,000 waa taken. When they en­
tered the express oar Murray was looking 
over some of his papers, and Frank 
Stamper, baggageman, was sitting in a 
chair near the open door. Both men 
were immediately covered with four re­
volvers, and when Murray objected to 
handing over the keys of the safe he was 
knocked down. It is thought that about 
$15,000 was in the safe, but the exact 
amount is not known.

The desperadoes then went to the en­
gine and told the engineer to start bis 
train. This he could not do on account 
of the automatic brake, and he was at 
once fired upon by the robbers. The en­
gineer put out the lights in the cab and 
crawled along the foot-board to the pilot, 
and after extinguishing the head-light 
laid down in the pilot. The robbers made 
no search for him, but departed. The 
train went on to the next side track, 
where it waited for the passenger train 
which took Westfall’s body to Cameron! 
The Sheriff was notified of the robbery 
as soon as possible, and he immediately 
started in pursuit with a posse of about 
sixty men, bnt at this writing no tidings 
have been received that he has overtaken 
the robbers. Great excitement prevail* 
in the neighborhood, and the whole com­
munity is much agitated over the event. 
J. R. Treat, the express agent at Kansas 
City, said this morning that not much 
money went from Kansas City, but the 
impression seems to be that the robbers 
secured several thousand dollars. The 
generally accepted theory ont on the road 
is that the robbers were professionals. 
One of them, the tallest one, was seen in 
Cameron all day yesterday and could be 
identified by several people. The men 
who have been searching for the robbers 
te-day found where they had their horses 
tied in the woods, and say that in their 
hurry to get away they did not untie 
them, but cut the halters and left them 
hanging to the trees.

Kansas City, (Mo.) Times.—Truesdale 
was detailed to shovel grain from one of 
the bins to the chute. Through this bin 
ran a perpendicular flange screw elevator, 
which, being attached to the shaft by a 
belt, was kept constantly in motion. By 
some accident the unfortunate man slipped 
while near it, and his foot being caught 
in the rooting flang was drawn down the 
shaft on which it works until the knee- 
joint was level with the floor.

that the statements of Mr. Blake should not 
be fairly met and answered, and he would take 
any further interruption as meaning that, there 
were some things said by Mr. Blake they did not 
care to hear answered.] He took as a preliminary 
step

THE FEDERATION OF THE MARITIME PROVINCES, . 

and had gone to Prince Edward Island. The Gov­
ernor sent down a large delegation of Liberals and 
Conservatives to discuss the larger question of 
uniting all the Provinces, and they became con­
vinced that they should unite in defence of the 
glorious institutions that had been handed to them 
by the Mother Country. It was worthy of the 
statesmen of this country that, setting aside party 
names and lines they had united for the good of 
the common country, and there was then formed 
not a Liberal party or a Conservative party, but 
what was then known, and still is known, as the 
Liberal-Conservative Party. (Applause and cheer- 
ing.)

It is true some of the men turned their backs. In 
Ontario and other places men were found who were 
unwilling to make the necessary sacrifice of their 
personal Interests, and if he was not mistaken 
there were some men not 100 miles away (here he 
turned towards some person at the rear of or near 
the platform) who so turned their backs on the 
Liberal-Conservative party ; but the party still 
remained united everywhere. It was his duty to 
show the claims of that party to an intelligent peo­
ple. A gentleman of undoubted ability had thrown 
down the gauntlet, and he rejoiced at the opportu­
nity of taking it up, and after they heard him, of 
allowing the people to judge as to which party was 
best entitled to their confidence.

Mr. Blake had said that they were gone by the re­
fusal of the Senate to sanction the building of the 
Vancouver Island Railway. But Mr. Blake’s 
leader, Mr. Mackenzie, stated in his place in Par­
liament that the assent of Parliament was not re­
quired to these terms, and Lord Dufferin, a man 
who would scorn to speak falsely, declared at Vie- 
toria to the whole world. that every part of these 
terms was then in course of being carried out. He 
(Sir Charles) would confront Mr. Blake with the 
statement of Mr. Mackenzie and Lord Dufferin. 
These, terms pledged the Government to spend 
$2,000,000 a year in British Columbia and to finish 
the Pacific Railway in ten years. He would toll 

r. Blake that the people of the Maritime Pro­
vinces were too intelligent to be deceived by him. 
The late Government went just before the elec­
tions and advertised for the building of 125 miles 
of railway, to cost $8,000,000, in British Columbia, 
and spent $32,000 in moving rails from one point to 
another. Yet they would have people believe that 
these elaborate preparations were merely election 

.jokes. People here are too intelligent to be thus 
deceived. When the present Government got back 
into power they found themselves face to face with 
this Pacific Railway question. They had only 
agreed to the building of the road by a company so 
that it would not be costly to the people, but the 
late Government had entered into engagements 
which involved an expenditure of $28,000.000. 
They found 182 miles built from Lake Superior 
west and 112 miles from Red River east, and a gap 
of 185 miles between, which made these branches 
of no more value than if the money had been 
thrown over the wharf. What could they do?

United States by merchants, but the day would 
loon come when we would make all, or nearly all, 
of these articles for ourselves.

and employment was given to our miners, which 
enabled them to sell 1,000 tons of coala day more 
than in 1878. And thus we go on from item to 
item. In eighteen months 14,000 men were given 
employment, and these with their families would 
make 50,000 who would not otherwise have had it; 
they were tenante of houses which would have 
been empty, or houses would have had to have 
been built for them: they have been scattering 
money among all the trades, and have given them 
profits and life and vitality. All this is an out­
come of the policy. It has enabled the people of 
the Dominion to increase the amount of the de­
posits In the banks and savings banks, in which 
last eighteen and a half millions extra have been 
deposited In the ast two years. The policy has 
kept the people in the country; has placed the 
country in a better position than it would have

LAMP CHICONCLUSION.

But he need not detain them longer, and in clos­
ing he would only say this, that if ever a Govern­
ment stood in an enviable position on these three 
great questions, the questions of revenue and ex- 
penditure, its fiscal policy and on the Pacific Rail­
way question; if ever there was a Government that 
could afford to challenge a full and fair discussion 
of all their acts, it was the Government of Canada 
at this hour. They stood in relation to their oppo- 
nents in a position of such triumphant strength 
that It would need greater leaders and greater ora­
tors than Mr. Blake to make them afraid. Some 
people, indeed, on Mr. Blake’s side of politics, 
found fault with him because he was wanting in 
eloquence, but it was surely very unreasonable to 
expect that any man could be eloquent in support 
of such a cause. Eloquence had been aptly des­
cribed as "feeling the truth and speaking it,” and 
if this was a correct definition he was not surprised, 
if in support of such a cause, Mr. Blake was unable 
to be eloquent.

Before closing he would say that he felt a just 
pride in the fact that the country was being lifted 
up from a comparatively insignificant position to 
one of greatness. This country had made progress 
with a rapidity not surpassed by any country under 
the sun.

throwing on us the whole responsibility of the 
increased debt. With regard to the expenditure 
on the canals he (Sir Leonard) was not saying they 
were wrong in making it, or that they did not do 
wisely, but by doing so they made themselves 
responsible for the increased debt. The rest of the 
increase of the debt at that period included $5,- 
000,000 or $6,000,000 of deficits, so that the other 
side were welcome to any great satisfaction they 
could derive from the increase.

A greet deal had been said about the increase in 
our expenditures from $13,000,000 in 1867 to $24,- 
800,000 in 1880. He had not time to fully explain 
this increase of expenditure. The administration 
of which Mr. Blake was a member had increased 
the expenditure from $22,500,000 to an average of 
$23,936,000 tor eeeh of the years that they were in 
power. They had tried to make the increase tor 
1873-4 as large as possible, adding from $800,000 to 
$1,000,000, which should not have been charged that 
year. But if the former Government of Sir John 
were extravagant in spending $22,500,000 a year, 
how much worse was Mr. Mackenzie’s Govern­
ment, which spent on an average $23,936,000 a year. 
If there were unnecessary expenditures in 1873, 
why did Mr. Mackenzie’s Government increase the 
expenditure afterwards?
