UNITED STATES DIPLOMACY.

Ewsswnzrs in this issue we publish
some account of the excitement in
Honolulu relative to the proposed treaty
between the United States and the
Hawaiian Government. From the dis-
closures made it would appear that the
tactics pursued in this matter by the
United States Secretary of State, Blaine, |
and those acting in his name, were not
such as are calculated to redound to
the honorof diplomacy. Perhaps, when
we consider the peculiar methods which
United States politicians have hitherto
adopted in their relations with Canada.
we should not be surprised to learn
that recourse was had to unstateman-
like means to bring about the annex-
ation of the Sandwich Ixlands.

It appears thata certain portion of
the press of the Islands, was first
bought up, and then some venal poli-
ticians were bribed to do the behests
of the intriguers. A treaty was drawn
up which virtually made the Sandwich
Islands a part of the United States,
and invested the authorities of the last
named country with functions that
made them the rulers of the country.
The ostensible advantage to be gained
by the people of the Islands, was the
free use of the United States markets.

Fortunately
allowed to mature The people were
made'sware of the conspiracy, and the
King refused to sign the treaty. The
plotters seeing that their designs were
frustrated, and dreading the conse-
quences of their actions tried to make
out that the whole matter bad been
the work of Islanders. This argument
will scarcely avail them; for were the
Islanders anxious to surrender their
country, why should they #0 strenuously
oppose the scheme when once descover-
ed? This is but one more proof of
that selfish desire of grab whicli seems
to actuate the United States authorities

in their dealings with other powers.

SUCCESS OF THE MACKEREL FLEET

The Department of Fisheries at Ottawa
is advised that the New England mackerc]
fieet, which for the past four weeks has
heen carrying on profitable fishing for
mackerel vllﬁ hook and line in the vicinity
of the Magdalen Islands, has retarned to
Prince Edward Island, and will eontinue
fishing operations so long as the weather
remains favorable. None of the vessels
can report extraordis catches, but the
fish «.r:., with hook and line are, a8 & rule,
large and of fine quality. The prices
which are being realized this season ar
higher than for many years past, and will,
in some measure, compensate for the com
tive paucity of the catch. As high as
27 is being obtained for & barrel of se
lected flsh, but in no case can & harrel be
secured for less than £18. The catch of
our own fishing vessels in the vicinity of
P. E. Island is reported to be about the
same as that of the N. S. vessels. That
there has been a very lacg# falling off in
the mackerel catch last season Annf this, is
shown by the last confidential report of
the Boston fish bureau ; but it would a

pear that the United Statesfishing vessels
have suffered moge than ours, at least their
catch is far less than the Canadian, al
though our men are not provided with
“modern” fishing tackle and equipment
such as the Massachusetts and Maine men
l’N

mscss.
The New England catch to date (from
January 1), is 10,342 barrels,more than that
number of barrels being credited to the
Canadian fishermen. There would seem to
be a consensus of opinion that the falling
off in the nackerel catch is due to the de
structive methods pursued by the Yankee
fishermen, with l!wir urse seines and
other devices for the wholesale slaughter
of the fish.
