Merchant Ships

The first novitiate of the Re- 
demptorist Order in Canada will 
be established at St. Peters 
Churchy St. John, N. B., August 
2"id. Fourteen students will be 
in attendance.

New Ydrk, July 22.—Five of 
the largest and finest steamships 
in the United States merchant 
marine, which had been chartered 
to the United States Mail Steam­
ship Company, were seized to­
night by representatives, of the 
United States Shipping Board 
because of an alleged 
contract. The seized vessels, all 
former German liners, are the 
George Washington, America, 
Susquehatyt, President Grant and 
Agamemnon. The Shipping Board 
representatives were accompanied 
by United States Attorney Wm. 
Hayward and United States Mar­
shal Thomas D. McCarthy. A 
representative of the Shipping 
Board and a Deputy United 
States Marshal were left on each 
ship.

Failure of the . steamship com­
pany to pay rentals which, in the 
aggregate, up to the time of'the 
seizures, would amount about 
four hundred thousand/dollars, 

given as the principal reason 
I'or the Board’s action by Elmer 
Schlésinger, its general counsel.

Four other vessels, also under 
charter to the # United States 
Mail Steamship Company, which 
are now on the high seas, will be 
taken over by the Shipping 
Board as soon as they rettlrn to 
United States ports, Mr. Schles- 
inger added.

The seized ships are valued at 
approximately $25,000,000. ^ No 
resistance was offered to thp 
seizure.
