[ About kalt-past. nine-o'clock on Friday
evening considersble excitement was created
in the’ neighborhood of Purliament street,
Dublin, by the seizure of the Irish People
newspaper, and the arrest of several persons
connected with its publieation, under a
warrant issued hy Mr. Stronge, Police Mayis-
trate. Jt woild seem thst some very im-
portant informution had been communicated
to the agthorities, which the Privy Counail
met to Consider, and remained sitting up to a
late hour.  Acting under the direction of the
law- officers of the Crown, warrunts were
applied for to Mr. Stronge by the police,
under the treason felony Act, mgainst the
vewspaper the Irish People, aud several
persons charged with Feniarism.

There were ten persons arrested, the five
following being pluced in Chancery Lane
police statior, under the warrants issued by
the magistrate : — O'Donovan Rosss, the
manager and ostensible editor of the Trish
People ; - Shaun O'Claussy, residing at 20
Parliament Street ; Jumes Murphy, citizen of
Boston ; Thomas Ash and Cornelive O Mah
Iony. The remainder were conveyed to
| College street mation—Jumes O'Connor,
;hnnkkuopvr; Mortimer Mouehan, Michael
| O'Neil, Fogarty, Pierce, Nazle, and W. F.
| Roundtree. The eharge azainst them, con-
tainkd in the warrants under which they have
| been arrested, is as follows :—* That they
| unlawtully and treasonably did conspire and
| combine with divers other evil disposed per
sous belonging 1o a secret society, callied the
1 Ferian Brotherhood, having for their obhjecty
the levy of war in Irelund, gainst the Queen,
and separating it from the United Kingdom.”
Several other arrests, it appears, huva been
made, or are in contemplation. It has not
transpired whether the seizu-e of the puper

Dublin Fenians on
Friduy night kas been followed up by mdre
arrests in the capital and elsewhere, and we
shall soon obtain accurate information as to
the strength and constitu-ion of this myeteri-
ous society. Such facts as are already known
encouragze us to helieve that it will be found
much less formidable than it has been repre.
sented. Two military uuiforms have been
foand, and most of the drill instructors arc
said to be Irish militia .men or dishanded
soldiers of the United States army. The
rank and file appear to consist of clerks and
workmen in various mechanical employments.
We; do not hear that any one of influence or
position in society is supposed to be imp'ieat-
ed, and amon ¢ the Dublin prisonérs the two
most - respectable. besides those counected
with the Jrish Peaple, secem to be a tailor
end an inspecior of tire es . The persons
arrested in Cork include an engineer, several
shopmen, an aitorney’s clerk und a publican.

While it is beyond question that America
has been the cradie of this foglish association,

So far from conniving at these
fillibustering designs, or at the exportation
of firearms to [relund, there is reason to be-
lieve that it hus earnestly discouraged them.

We sincerely
trust that such may prove to be the case, and
none have more reison to thank Mr, Seward
tor his intervention than, the deluded youths
who may thus have been sdved from plung-
ing fartlier 1 crime.
