Agricultural and Mineral Wealth of 
the Dominion Attracts Great At­
tention at the Franco-British Ex­
hibition in Shepherd’s Bush.

lik ly to take a greater interest, or in 
winch they are likely to find them- 
-'■Ivcs more at home,than in this hand- 
sonm palace in which Canada displays, 
in the face of the whole world, the 
magnitude and grandeur of the dowry 
wherewith Nature has enriched her. 
Here assuredly is a section in which 
French visitors with no great com­
mand of the Knglish language maÿ get 
about quite well without the services 
of an interpreter, because there is 
scarcely an announcement regarding 
the exhibits or about Canada’s pro­
ductiveness that is not written up in 
French as well as in Knglish.

■ diaries I. established the Order of the 
Knights of Nova Scotia, the beaver was 
inscribed on their armorial bearings ; 
and latter still, in 1670. on the request 
of Frontenac to the then King of France 
the 1 leaver was recognized and adopted 
as the Canadian trade mark. Nor was 
this procedure without justification, be­
cause - as early as 1636, we are told, 
•waver skins were used in Canada in 
lieu of coins for purposes of trade and 
.‘xchnnge.

Canada’s Cereal Wealth.
l’iolTabfÿ the first thing that will 

-ririke the observer aa he enters the 
building is the elaborateness with

Ottawa, July 14.—After a debate 
lasting most of the day, the Commons 
at 10 o’clock to-night finally passed 
the sessional piece de resistance, to 
wit. clause one of the Election bill.

Bristol Opens Opposition Objection
At tjie morning session the Premier 

introduced a - bill to relieve Tailwav 
employees of double liability, they 
now -being liable under, the criminal 
code and the Railway Act.

Hon. A. B. Aylesworth’fl (minister 
of justice) Election Bill was then tak­
en up. E. E. Bristol protested, declar­
ing the provisions for Northern On­
tario were unwise, impolitic and un­
just. He had a brush with, the" Prem­
ier over what he termed as discrimi­
nation in favor of Quebec. He argued 
that the unorganized districts of Que­
bec were without any lists, hut were 
left severely alone, while Ontario, 
with lists not two months old, was 
interfered with. He characterized it 
as a slap in the face for Ontario peo­
ple.

Dr. Reid (Cons., Grenville) took up 
the protest Sitter recess, and Richard 
Blaine (Cons., Peel), following, de­
clared the Government was making 
lists in Northern Ontario simply for 
James Conmee. He predicted resent 
ment^would be shown in the six con­
stituencies affected.

Hon. Mr. Foster said the bill as in­
troduced was an invasion of Provin­
cial rights. Aftetf six weeks’ fighting 
the Premier had decided to leave Brit­
ish Columbia alone, and -had aban­
doned his Manitoba stalwarts. He 
should complete his reputation for 
fair play by leaving Ontario alone. 
Tlie Premier' had not extended tlie 
courtesy of asking Hon. Mr. Whitney 
to redress any existing grievances.

Hon. Win. Paterson, minister of 
customs, could not understand the 
reason of all the fuss. The govern­
ment was only trying to get what was 
right and just.

R. L. Borden, replying, pointed out 
that the Ontario lists were already 
prepared by judges.

Conmee Shows Fairness of Act.
Jus. Conmee (Lib., Rainy River and 

Thunder Bay) argued to thp contrary 
that there was unfairness. He main­
tained the right of the government to 
prepare lists in the unorganized dis­
tricts. The preparation of the voters’ 
lists by three judges would appeal to 
the fair-minded people of the country. 
The government had no reason to feai 
on that score.

R. L. Borden replied. He pointed 
out that the Ontario lists are -prepared 
at present liy judges, i Why then could 
they not be accepted by the Federal 
government. The bill, he said, could 
nql bd* justified in any respect what 
ever, under existing circumstances 
Charges had been made as to the un 
fairness of the lists in New Ontario 
but no proof had been furnished to 
the House.

Mr. Conmee argued to the contrary. 
Reasonable evidence had been produc 
ed of the unfairness of the lists. While 
reviewing the charges regarding irre­
gularities in his riding in the making 
of the lists for tlie recent Ontario elec­
tions, Mr. Conmee frequently clashed 
with A. C. Boyce (Cons., Algonia). Hi 
called Mr. Boyce “bumptious,” and 
Mr. Boyce retorted that Mr. Conmee’s 
opinion was “Not worth much.” To­
wards the close of his speech, Mr. 
Conmee paid his respects to Hon. G 

1E. Foster, who had earlier" in frie de­
bate referred to Mr. Conmee as the 
“spotless dove.” If anyone lived in 
a glass house he was Mr. Foster. Hi 
had been finance* minister when Me 
Greevy got in his best work.

Mr. Boyce moved to strike out all 
sub-sections in the bill providing fCn 
Dominion lists in New Ontario. Thu 
was lost on division. The provisioi 
for three judges to sit hi all appeali- 
met with much criticism, and Mr. 
Borden said his New Ontario follow­
ers thought this prevision was design 
ed to prevent the lists being prepared 
■in time, and to secure that polling 
day be postponed. Clause 1 was final­
ly passed and the House proceeded t( 
the consideration of Clause 17, which 
relates *to the mistaken marking o 
the ballot.

Offers Compromise.
On the section to provide that, no 

ballot paper shall be spoiled by any 
mark pinged thereon, Mr. Ayloswortli 
suggested a compromise to meet asug 
gestion made by the Opposition lead­
er. Tlie suggestion was to nqake - a 
deputy returning officer^ liable to a 
penalty of imprisonment from one t< 
live year# if he places oil any ballot 
paper any, mark with the intent that 
the voter may be identified. The sug­
gestion did not quite meet the view* 
of Mr. Borden, however, and he pro­
posed an additional amendment, plae. 
ing the onus of protif on the deputy 
returning officer that the mark was 
not placed on the ballot with intent. 
A motion by David Henderson (Cons., 
Halton) to strike out clause 17 sva- 
voted down 57 to 22.

To Tliessalon and Northern railway 
company for a line from Tliessalon 
northerly, not to exceed 40 miles.

T' the Canadian Northern Railway 
Cofo-pany, for a line from Sudbury 
Junction to Hatton mines, not exceed­
ing 30 miles.

For a line from Macleod via Cards- 
•itno towards a point on tlie Interna­
tional boundary west of range 21, not 
exceeding 45 miles ; for a line from a 
point at or near Cowley, in Alberta 
to a point on the High wood river, not 
to exceed 50 miles.

In the Senate.
In the Senate Hon. Senator Fergu 

son submitted a number ot questions 
regarding the depletion of the govern­
ment gold reserves last November and 
December With the object, not of cri­
ticizing the banks, but of showing the 
improvidence and futility of their ac­
tion. He submitted a statement com­
piled from Government returns show­
ing that during two months over five 
millions of gold disappeared and notes 
presuablv issued for the purpose, im­
mediately presented for redemption, 
thus depreciating the gpld and circu­
lation. It was clear, he claimed, that 
gold went to the United States, and" 
that somebody benefited by the pre­
miums as well as by the profits from 
the investment of proceeds on call 
loans at the abnormally high rates 
then prevailing in New York. The en­
tire transaction was bungled or worse.

Hon. Mr. Scott denied any connec­
tion between the Government assist­
ance and the gold exportation. This 
was a regular occurrence. When gold 
was high in New York. Canada sold 
and took her profit, and this was alto­
gether independent of tile government. 
The government had, no doubt. . ad­
vanced money which was used for the 
purpose intended, and the action was 
right in assisting the movement of the 
crops.

Senator Loughoed, on the second 
reading of the Civil Service Bill, mov­
ed to the effect that it was inexpe­
dient to continue the consideration of 
this bill, unless the provisions were 
extended to the outside service. In 
doing so he severely criticized the 
bill for failing to provide for increased 
pay for the lower branches, while ad­
vancing higher officials. He charged 
that the western civil service was a 
political machine, on which the gov­
ernment depended for victory.

Senator Ross defended the bill as a 
substantial measure of reform. There 
was a provision for bringing-"fn the 
outside service, and the sooner this 
was done the better. The amendment 
was negatived and the hill was read 
a second time.

END OF LONGEST 
SESSION OF HOUSE

Prorogation Takes Place Today- 
Foster Moved Want of Confi­

dence Resolution.

Ottawa, July 17.—The ‘ formal pro­
rogation of parliament will take place 
tomorrow, the session closing tonight 
by a want of confidence motion made 
by Hon. George E. Foster, and which 
was, of course, defeated. Tlie motion 
was in Mr. Foster’s; best style, but in 
its stateirienti iff "^tfF'edît to the gov­
ernment of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
ignored entirely the, indisputable facts 
as presented/by Hrtn. W. S. Fielding.

The present parliament has estab­
lished a new record for length of ses­
sion. Since the opening of the 
House on November 27 last, 233 day. 
have elapsed. The previous long 
.-t ssion was that of 1003, which lasted 
227 days. When prorogation takes 
Race tomorrow the . present session 
will have lasted seven mouths . and 
‘wenty-one days, eclipsing all previous 
records by seven days.
Foster's Want of Confidence Motion.

At the evening session Hon. Geo. E. 
Foster made a long speech criticizing 
i.he expenditures of the government 
winding up his effort to make cam 
onign literature by moving a want of 
•onfidence motion .as follows :—

-erisary new loans to the amount of

That on June 30, current temporary 
loans at rates varying from 3% to 4!< 
per cent, amounted to $17,800,003. and 
from tha""present time to the end of 
1910, $57,000,000 of funded debt not 
provided for by sinking funds will fal.

Charges Lack of Discrimination.

ing to partisan interests, a lack of 
conscience, in purchasing from the 
patronage list and in the aggrandise­
ment, of middleman, through all of 
which millions have been annually 
wasted.

That in the opinion of this house; 
the mad and reckless financial course 
of the government is seriously affect­
ing public credit, unduly burdening 
the resources of the country, and ;f 
longer persisted in will end in public 
disaster.

Quebec Bridge Discussion.
The discussion on the Quebec 

bridge, which opened this morning, 
continued all afternoon, all the mem­
bers of the special committees and 
several others being heard from. 
After four and a half hours discus 
Sion a vote was taken, when the 
majority report carried by 103 to 51.

At the final meeting of the Public 
Accounts Committee, Oswald Crocket 
(Conservative, York, N.B.) offered a 
resolution condemning the presenj 
system of purchasing from middle­
men. The resolution pointed out 
that, under the present system th 
cost had been greatly increased, ill one 
case 170 per cent., and declared that 
henceforth purchases should he made 
from bona-fide traders and by public 
competition. F. B. Carvel 1 (Liberal, 
Careltcn. N.B.) submitted that all 
purchases had been properly made 
except in the marine department. 
CH6i rmen-Clarke ruled the resolution 
oub of order, as a quorum was not 
present.

In the Senate.
In the Senate Hon. Mi‘. Scott told 

Senator Landry that voters’ lists tor 
the whole- Dominion were not printed 
every year as the expense was too 
gri at and the government printing bu­
reau was unable to handle the work, 
and because they were needed only 
for the general election and bye elec­
tions. _

In that case, rctoited Senator Lan­
dry, the Election Law should hi 
changed as it calls for the annual 
printing of complete lists.

On tlie motion for a third reading 
of the Dominion Lands Act, Senator 
I.oughei-d protested against the act be­
ing changed by dropping th * word 
“Public,” when it appeared in the old 
act before “schools,” in clauses pro 
viding for the investment of. money 
from school lands sales and payments 
of interest to the provinces for the 
benefit of the schools. He claimed this 
a violation of the compact respecting 
school lands, and declared there was 
no need for a change, ns under thi 
territorial ordinances, confirmed by 
Parliament, both what were known as 
“public,” and “separate” schools, for 
the purpose of receiving financial aid, 
were public schools under the Lands 
Act.

Senator Loughecd, did not think the 
Provincial governments of Alberta and 
Saskatchewan should be given more 
liberty for the distribution of school 
funds. Leaving out the word “pub­
lic” would be inviting an agitation for 
aid to denominational schools and of 
racial school* by many denomina­
tions, and races in these provinces.

Hon. Mr. Scott declared Senator 
Loughecd evidently aimed to encour­
age an agitation in tlie West for the 
abandonment of aid to separate 
schools. If the amendment were 
adopted it would amount to a déclara, 
tion that Alberta and Saskatchewan 
separate schools were not to share in 
the distribution of revenue from the 
school lands.

Senator Ross said the clause with­
out “public” would be in conformity 
with the constitution of the new pro­
vinces, which declared Jhat money 
from lands should be voted for schools 
but did not specify what sort. He 
thought the western provinces should 
be given full liberty in regard to their 
schools and own honor.

Senator Watson said the" Conserva­
tives had voted to give the people of 
the new provinces not only the money 
from the school lands, hut the lands 
as well. Senator Louglieed’s amend- 
mfnt was defeated and the bill was 
rend a third time.

Sifton Denies Boyce's Charge.
Dut ing the afternoon session Prem­

ier Laurier, read tlie following tele­
gram:—

" Winnipeg. July 16, 1908. 
“Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Ottawa.

“Please read the following to the 
House : Mr. Boyce’s statement that im­
proprieties exist in the sale of Indian 

is unfounded. The statement

true. "I do not know that Mr. Philp1 
has or ever had any interest ; 1 did not 
know Messrs. M ilson and Reeson had 
acquired these lands until a year 
after the sale took place. The sale was 
made by officials in tlie ordinary way 
and under the ordinary rules. So iar 
as 1 know no privilege whatever was 
given to the purchasers except what 
wei-e open to any applicant. I unquali­
fiedly deny the existence of any im­
proprieties or irregularities whatever. 
(Sgd.) Clifford Sifton.”

THE RAIN SPOILED THE 
PAGEANTS REHEARSAL

Thirteen Thousand People Assemble to 
Witness Dress Rehearsal of Ter­
centenary Pageants—Shortage of 
i ickets Almost Causes a Riot— 
French Frigates Arrive.

Quv jvc, July 17—A , drizzling rain 
that in shortly beiurv live this aft­
ernoon neevsitah'd tlie postponement 
of the second dress rehearsal of the 
historical pageants, thus disappoint­
ing n gathering of upwards of thirteen 
thousand persons. The management, 
in view of the prices being trebled, ex­
pected only a slim turn-out and were 
so unprepared for tlie rush that set in 
that tickets were exhausted and the 
crowd had to be hold up until some of 
tlie first supply could he used over 
again.

The delay nearly precipitated a riot, 
dresses being torn and hats broken in 
the jostling crowd. When five o’clock 
came and the stand was nearly full. 
Director Lascelles was compelled to 
announce the postponement of tin* 
performance til! Monday owing to the 
danger <n the costumes being ruined.

The pageants ait* somewhat demoral­
izing the retail business of the city. 
The majority of the four thousand 
performers are drawn from tlie larger 
commercial houses and by agreement 
thf’y closed their doors at four on 
the days of the performances.

The big events of the day were the 
landing ot Lord Roberts and the Duke 
of Norf.dk, and the arrival of the 
French frigates, Leon Gambetta and 
Admiral Aube.

CONTRACT LET 
IFOR COURT HOUSE

Provincial Government Awards Con­
tract For Building to R. J. Man- 

son For $165,000.

Thp contract for the excavations, 
foundations and stone Work of the 
new Edmonton Court-house, to be 
erected at the corner of McDougall 
avenue and May streets, has been 
let to Alderman R. J. Manson for 
$165,600. Tlie heating, plumbing, 
plastering and carpentering contracts 
will bo let later on. Work will be 
commenced Monday morning.

1 According to the plans and specifi­
cations of the new building, the 
basement storey will he faced with 
granite with underpinning course an 
four sides. Calgary sandstone will 
be used for all elevations. A broad 
flight of granite steps will lead up to 
each of. the two entrances, and at the 
top of the steps there will be six im­
posing columns, three feet in dia­
meter and 28 feet high. The en­
trances will have molded stone archi­
traves and panelled bronze doors. 
The rotunda is to be of rectangular 
shape with ornamental shape with 
ornamental marble supporting piaster 
columns- and pilasters. It will pro­
bably be two years before the building 
is completed.
