April 16.—The
Trades and Labor Council, represent-
ing the labor unions of the city, took
a hard fall, last night, out of the pro-
posal that Canada present Great Bri-
tain with a Dreadnought, or even o
assist in any way the scheme of Im-
perial defence. When the question
was broached, one delegate, R. P.
Pettipiece, declared that the working-
men of Britain and Germany - were
friends and a war brought on by cap-
italist classes should not be encour-
aged

vould be a thing of the past.”

He theh moved a resolution that
the council should refuse to counten-
ance the jingoistic camipaign whizch
seeks to enlist support for increased
naval annd military equipmet.

TACOMA MURDER MYSTERY.

His body was found yesterday by
Albert Lister, a neighbor, about one
mile from the Frace home, and a
quarter of a mile from the tracks of
the Steilacoom car line by the edge
of what is known as China swamp.
Everything in connection with the
case indicates that the murder was
deliberately planned and done in
cold blood. The police have a good
working clew, and Chief Duley . be-
lievés he knows the man or men who
are responsible.

Zucht came to the city on the after-
noon train from Stoney Plain on
Tuesday and at once proceeded to
Strathcona, leaving at four o’clock
by the train from. Stratheona. = The
same afternoon an information was
laid before Magistrate Cowan and the
police of the two cities began their
search. But their quest had gone
beyond the precincts of Edmonton
and Strathcona before the warrant for
his .arrest had been issued. On
Tuesday night he got off at Cross-
field and yesterday went on to Cal-
gary, where he was captured by the
Calgary police. Zucht made no at-
tempt to escape, but at once admitt-
ed his identity.

What the Defence Will Be.

The particulars of the quarrel that
led to the death of. Inglis appeared
exclusively in the Bulletin on Wed-
nesday, as they were obtained from
the depositions taken at the trial of
Zucht dor assault at Stoney Plain.
He was then fined $45 and costs, but
luter, Inglis, who was at first not
thought to be sericusly injured by
the hammer blows on the head, de-
veloped alarming.  symptoms, and
after an operation at the  General
Hospital here died on Wednesday
afternoon.

It is probable that the defence in
the case will be that the accused
was endeavoringz to save his father,
who was in a fight with Inglis in an
anti-room to the Royal Hotel bar at
Stoney Plain. y

The prisoner, in. an intérview at
Calgary, made the following - state-
ments in connection with the affair:
