Bold Scheme v
Mr. Grahame-White proposes to fly 

across the Atlantic to New York in 30 
hours! The attempt will be made this 
year. All the plans for the trip are 
practically complete. A large hydro­
aeroplane, .driven by four engines of
250 h.p. each, is being designed for 
the journey. A smaller machine,
driven by four 35 h.p. engines, has 
been constructed for experimental 
llights. A number of trials will be 
made with the larger machine, which, 
it is estimated, will be capable of a 
speed of a hundred miles an hour, en­
abling the journey from this country 
to America to be accomplished in 30 
hours. .....

"Nothing is impossible in aviation,"’ 
said Mr. Grahame-White, in outlining 
his scheme to a Press representative, 
"f am confident that the journey can: 
be accomplished. We shall, of 
course, test these machine fully before 1 
attempting the flight. I propose to 
carry six persons—two pilots, two 
mechanics, and two passengers. One 
man who is anxious to accompany me 
has already made a handsome offer. 
The machine will be ’ constructed at 
Hendon.

“I hope to land in New York Har­
bor. and doubtless our appearance 
there will cause some surprise. Such 
a flight has been talked about a good 
deal in the world of aviation, and I 
ïuay say that for me it has a great 
attraction. I estimate that the ex­
periment will cost anything front 
£15,000 to £20,000. The quantity of 
petrol which we shall use. for in­
stance, will be enormous.”

Knight of Columbus Cause Arrest of 
Capt. Swift for Criminal Libel, and 
Charges Him with Being Concerned 
iu tile Circulation of the So-Called 
Oath.
Yèsterday afternoon on a deposition 

sworn to by Mr. C. O’N. Conroy, of 
the Knights of Columbus in this city, 
Capt Swift was arrested by Const. J. 
Nugent and placed in a cell in the 
police station on a charge of criminal 
libel. It will be remembered that 
some few weeks ago It became known 
that an oath purporting to be one 
taken by the Fourth Degree K. ot C. 
was largely circulated in the city and 
outports. While Mr. C .O’N. Con­
roy. Grand Knight of the Order, was 
ill in hospital, Mr. Fenelon, Advocate 
of the Order, in a lengthy communi­
cation to the press, set fortll that 
the alleged “oath" was bogus and cir­
culated for the sole purpose of de­
faming and damaging the Order in the 
estimation of the people of the coun­
try. He emphatically denied that 
such an oath was used by the organi­
zation, and it was determined to pro­
secute the author or authors when 
they were discovered or identified. Mr. 
Conroy, we hear, has taken actiofl as 
Grand Knight and on behalf of the 
Order. Capt. Swift is an Englishman, 
who arrived here a few months ago 
from the Old Country. It was said 
that he came here to take a position 
in the King George Institute, but the 
management of the establishment as­
sures us that such is not the case. 
He had no connection with that So­
ciety except that he applied for em­
ployment and was refused. Cap­
tain Swift spent the night in the 
cells. Friends offered bonds for liis 
release last night but this was not 
be acceded to. The Knights of Col 
umbus, wc hear, have retained A. B. 
Morine, Esq., K.C., who will act with 
Mr. John Fenelon in prosecuting the 
case. ^
