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The Unveiling of the
Grenfell Tablet.

At 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon
His Excellency Governor Davidson,
accompanied by Mrs. Davidson,
friends, Major Davenport, A.D.C. and
Private Secretary, arrived at the
King George the Fifth Seamen’s In-
stitute and uncovered the Grenfell
Tablet which has been let into the
face of the Building by the Eastern
entrance. : »

Inscription on Grenfell Tablet:

“This house was built for the
welfare of seamen by the gifts of
many friends inspired and united
by the ‘Christian work of Wilfred

T. Grenfell, missionary on the

coast of Newfoundland and Lab-

rador.”

The wording was written by Dr.
Henry Van Dyke, of Princeton Uni-
versity, United States of . America,
now United States Minister to the
Netherlands.

His Excellency and party were met
at the entrance by Mr. J. W. Withers,
Chairman of the House Committee,
members of the Committee, the Sec-
retary, the Superintendent of the In-
stitute, and a large number of ladies
and gentlemen, amongst whom we
noticed Sir E. P. Morris, Sir Joseph
and Lady Outerbridge, Hon. George
Knowling, Hon. W. C. and Mrs. Job,
Hon. John and Mrs. Harvey, Hon. M.

His Excellency the Governor then
said in part: I must explain that
Dr. Henry Van Dyke, the writer of
the inscription, erstwhile a famous
minister and now the Minister of the
United States of America to the
Netherlands, has been known
throughout America as golden-
tongued, his words on the inscrip-
tion are simple and clear and in as
good taste as the tablet itself. Dr.
Grenfell was trained all his life for
his mission of good for his fellow
men. If we only look at the por-
trait of his mother in this beautiful
hall you will sec that he was trained
from his mother’s knees to do good
work for his fellow men, for her’s is
a perfectly saintly face and strong
character; and of all the lessons that
are most deeply implanted are those |:
lessons we learn at our mothers
knee. ‘He was entered for his train-
ing at the London Hospital, which is
the largest hospital in England, and is
amongst the best appointed in __the
world. It owes its great success in
a large measure to the activity of“a
man very similar to Dr. Grenfell,
Mr. Sydney Holland. It has 1,000
beds, always full, and always has
sufficient means, and the sum -that is
required for this good work is ob-
tained by Mr. Holland, through his
