Treatment of Emigrants.

A few days ago the Canadien publish-
ed the following report of the sufferings
of some emigrants who arrived by the St.
Lawrence route. No matter how ill
managed the Canadian Departorent of |
Emigration may be, it is only fair to state |
that if these people were ¢n route for the
Western States, as they most probably |
were, coming this way only because it
was a short cut, the Emigration Agent
had no power.to interfere for the amelior-
ation of their sufferings. The article pro-
ceeds thus :—* The affairs of the Depart-
ment of Emigration require some atter~
tion. We do not know whoseé fault it is ;
whether to attribute it to Mr. Chapaig, or
to the Quebec office. Is it due to the re-
fusal of the Legislature to vote the neces-
sary funds for the organization of the de-
partment? Be it as it may, at the pre-
sent moment there are more than one
hundred helpless emigrants who have
been lying down for several days,without
any covering, upon the dirty and damp

They are exposed to rain, cold, and hun-
ger, and would perhaps have perished if
Mz, Chapman, a citizen of Levis, had not
pitied them and procured for them bread |
and food at his own expense. The ex-
ample thus given found imitators; and
some of them, who were sick, have been
taken to the Marine Hosplul However,
several children have died. These poor
people have no means to go any farther.
Government can do nothing for them,and
the Grand Trunk refuses to forward them,
Are they going to die and spread dis-
eage ? It seems to us that the Grand
Trunk, which brings so many emigrants
who pay well, ought to make some sacri-
fice in such cases. The Minister of Emi-
gration, also, ought to be able to control
a few hundred dollars, or to compel cap-
tains of vessels to see that their passeng-
ers be not left helpless in the first port
they reach.
