THEY’RE A
FIGHTING RACE

The Gormans—Family History of One 
of Sarnia's Volunteers.

London, Oct. 25.—What Is believed to 
have been an attempt to wreck mili­
tary trains, bound from Pembroke dock 
to Southampton, was discovered yes­
terday evening. Five chains were plac­
ed on the tracks at points near Swan­
sea. Two trains, laden with soldiers, 
passed soon after their discovery.

IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.
The first lord of the treasury and 

government leader, Mr. A. J. Balfour, 
replying in the House of Commons to 
a question regarding damage done to 
the Roman Catholic missions in Samoa 
by the shells of British warships, said 
only a single case had been brought to 
the notice of the government, adding 
that any claim Would be fully consid­
ered. But, he pointed out, according 
to the principles of international law, 
the government was under no liability 
to compensate for losses caused by 
operations of war. Later Mr. Balfour 
announced that it was expected parlia­
ment would be prorogued on Friday.

THE TIMES COMMENTS.
London, Oct. 25.—The Times com­

ments on the provisional agreement 
concerning the Alaskan boundary, and 
insists that the arrangement' practi­
cally makes to the United States con­
cessions which Canadian ministers 
have repeatedly affirmed Impossible. It 
Infers from Canada’s assent to these 
concessions that the Dominion govern­
ment expects the United States to re­
consider the semi-official refusal to 
Canada’s arbitration proposals. Re­
ferring to Hon. David Mills’ recent 
communication to the American p-ess, 
the Times says the United States’ re­
jection of Mr. Mills’ proposals cannot 
be considered altogether unreasonable. 
The article concludes by observing that 
Canada’s 'bitterness on the subject is 
not unintelligible.

MANSION HOUSE FUNDS.
London, Oct. 25.—The first day’s sub­

scriptions to the lord mayor’s fund for 
the benefit of the widows and orphans 
of British soldiers killed in South Af­
rica, and for the relief of the sick and 
wounded, amounted to £8,000 ($40,000). 
The Mansion House fund for the relief 
of the refugees from the 'Rand has now 
reached the sum of £137,000 ($685,000).

SCANDALOUS SCENE.
Vienna, Oct. 25.—A scandalous scene 

was witnessed in the Austrian riechs- 
rath, growing out of an acrimonious 
discussion of the language question. 
The minister of justice, Herr Kln- 
dingh,

The Slavonic Race Destined To Be the 
Preponderating Element.

The Slavonic race in its various 
branches is increasing more rapidly

___ than any other civilizéd race known to
was literally bombarded with history, and we must accept the fact

' of this growth in Europe as something, 
for the present at least, final, and not 
to be argued with or gainsaid.

The Russian empire now numbers 
130,000,000, and 'though these numbers 
include Germans in the extreme west 
and Mongols in the extreme east, ye.t 
the -mass are pure Slavs, presenting 
thus a homogeneity rare in history. 
But. in addition to Russia a, we have 
Slavonic offshoots over a large Euro­
pean area which render the future of 
much more than half Europe certainly 
Slavonic. The troubles in Austria have 
reminded us of the Slav kingdom or 
Bohemia, but it Is not in Bohemia only 
that the German is face to face with 
the Slav; he is also in Galicia, in Car- 
Inthla and Camiola, while -the Magyar 
Is surrounded by an ever-increasing 
Slav population in the land of his 
birth. In the Balkan Peninsula it is a 
case of whether Slav or Greek shall 
imherit^the lands made desolate by the 
Turk, and few who have studied the 
question in the light of recent history 
can doubt that it will be .the Slav.

We need not quote the hackneyed 
saying of Napoleon—“CossaCk or Re- ] 
publican”—it is more to the point to 
-say that, whatever the future political 
forms of Europe may be, the actual 
population will be largely, if not pre­
dominantly Slavonic, and that this 
fact may mean a different Europe 
from that known in history. For where, 
from the point of- view of numbers, Is 
the counter-balancing element to the 
Slav to be found? France is stationary, 
and very nearly so are Spain! and Por­
tugal.

Germany is full, and can only main­
tain herself In comfort by reason of 
the American outlet for her surplus. 
Austria is actually a ground for Slav 
as against German, increase. Italy, like 
Germany, sends her surplus over the 
Atlantic. The great future of English- 
speaking people is not in Europe, but 
in America and the southern seas. The 
Norse people are hemmed in by barren 
lands and are probably increasing fast­
er in 'the Northwest of the United 
States than at home. Now, if we set 
against these facts the actual growth 
of Russia herself, the Increase of Slavs 
in Central Europe, and the probable 
future of the Slavs in the Balkan Pen­
insula, we cannot fail to see that, with­
in a measuraib-le period, the .Slavonic 
element in European society will pre­
ponderate in the balance.

What effect will this racial recon­
struction of Europe exert on man­
kind? It will be a long time before 
we shall realize that 
find the great seats of the historic 
peoples of Europe we shall have to 
look beyond Europe, to Teutonic North 
America, to Latin South America, to 
Teutonic Australasia. Yet this .will, so 
far as one can see, certainly be the 
case within another country, assum­
ing the present general drift of things 
to continue.

Haydn one day caai 
lenged nis pupils to compose a piece of 
music which he could not play at aignt 
Mor.art accepted the banter, and a sup­
per was to be the forfeit. Everything 
being i. rranised, Mozart took his nen, 
and in five minutes dashed off a piece 
of mu-ic; then handin# it to Haydu, 
he said, “There la a piece of muslo 
which you cannot play, and I can. 2 ou 
are to give It the first trial." Haydn 
smiled at his pupil, and placing the 
notes before him, struck the keys of 
the instrument. Surprised at Its sim­
plicity, he dashed away until he reach­
ed the middle of the piece, when, stop­
ping all at once, he exclaimed, “How 
Is this, Mozart? Here my hands are 
stretched .to both ends of the instru­
ment, and yeit there is a middle key to 
be touched. Nobody can play such 
music.”

Mozart smiled at the half-excited in­
dignation of the great master, and, tak­
ing the seat he had quitted, struck the 
instrument with such an air of self- 
assurance that Haydn began to think 
himself duped. Running along through 
the simple passages, he came ito that 
part which his teacher had pronounced 
Impossible to be played. Mozart was 
endowed, as our readers may have 
heard, with an extremely long nose— 
a prodigious nose. Reaching- the diffi­
cult passage, he leaned forward and 
struck his nose against the middle key. 
Haydn burst into a fit of laughter! 
and. after acknowledging that he was 
beaten, declared that nature had en­
dowed Mozart with a capacity for 
music which he had never before dis­
covered.
